Governmental Agreement for the 
detention of federal prisoners 
in the jail in an attempt to 
stabilize the costs of the op­
eration. I met with representi- 
,tives of theT'exas Jail Comm­
ission and received permission 
to double the capacity of the 
jail. We also received more 
time in which to bring the jail 
within the standards required 
by the Jail Commission. We in­
creased the daily prisoner care 
fees from $ 10.50 to $18.00 per 
day per prisoner (it has since 
been raised to $25-00 per day).

The first fiscal year (82-83)
I was in office the jail oper­
ation not only broke even, but 
made a $¿(-1,000.00 profit. We de 
creased the 14 violations of 
Jail Commission requirements 
to 3. All jailers were certifi­
ed .

Currently, for this fiscal 
year (83-84) we are at a break 
even level of expenditures vs. 
income and we have had to spend 
approximately $27,000.00 on a 
new Inter-Corn system and out­
side exercise yard. The Jail 
Commission also required that 
we add a new jailer to our staff 
which we have done. We have elim­
inated ALL violations of state 
law and have received prelimi­
nary approval for certification 
of the jail from the Commission. 
Our final inspection will be 
held this month and the County 
Jail will, at long last, be cer­
tified by the Jail Commission.

Now consider this,all the work 
and expenditures necessary to 
reach this point in our oper­
ation have been paid for from 
•revenue generated by prisoner 
care fees charged outside agen­
cies (primarily U.S. Marshal 
prisoners) for the detention of 
their prisoners in our jail.
Where would the county be,finan­
cially, had your tax dollars been 
the source for the funding?

At an annual MINIMUM operation­
al cost of $100,000.00, it would

When I first started this col­
umn in 1982 I promised you 
that I would try to maintain a 
high standard of reporting to 
you the activities and infor­
mation relating to law enforce 
ment and other county news and 
activities based on non-polti-- 
cal, unbiased standards.I feel 
that I have maintained this 
standard to the best of my 
ability.

The information I will re­
late to you in this week's 
column may seem to some to be 
of a political nature.But I 
feel that due to the nature 
of the information and its im­
portance to the taxpayers of 
Kinney County that it should 
be made public for your con­
sideration .

When I took office as Sheriff 
in Sept. 1982, the operation of 
the Kinney County Jail was dis­
organized, unlawful, and ex­
tremely costly to the taxpayers 
of this county.

The Texas Commission on Jail 
Standards was on the verge of 
closing the jail because of its 
improper operation and 14 vio­
lations of state law.

There were four jailers em­
ployed at the jail on a full 
time basis, only two of them 
were certified as required by 
state law. There were two other 
part time jailers, neither of 
whom was certified, which was 
a violation of state law. This 
factor alone could have cost 
the county up to $1,000.00 per 
day for each violation. Lawsuit 
procedures could have also been 
filed by inmates of the county 
jail had some incident occurred 
affecting a prisoner and Kinney 
County would have had NO chance 
of winning and a huge financial 
loss to the county could have 
occurred that would have dam - 
aged this county for years to 
come.

The basic operation of the 
County Jail and the Sheriff's 
Department was costing the tax­
payers approximately $100,000 
dollars a year to operate.

After I took office,I immedi­
ately re-organized the depart­
ment" and took steps to have all 
the jailers certified as re­
quired by law. I met with the 
U.S. Marshal’s Service and se­
cured a more profitable Inter- $100,000.00 a year and a definite continue to upgrade the quality

tax increase to support the over­
all county operations!

This attitude is of extreme 
importance to ALL the taxpayers 
of Kinney County. There are many, 
many, taxpaying residents of our 
county who are on fixed incomes 
and any tax increases will put a 
tremendous burden on these people 
just to make ends meet.

Sure, no one knows better than I 
that the current program of oper­
ation of the Kinney County Sher­
iff's Department and County Jail 
is complex and takes a lot of 
plain old hard work. This oper­
ation has not been of any monetary 
value to me personally, in fact,
I received a cut in salary along 
with the rest of the county 
officials this past year in an 
effort by Commissioner's Court t o i 
cut expenses to help get the county 
out of debt. My jailers are work-' 
ing at minimum pay scales and to 
me this speaks highly of their 
loyalty to me and Kinney County.

I have been and always will be, 
as long as I am in office, willing 
to spend the long hours and hard ' 
work necessary to at least support 
our own operation. And I will, as 
long as I am in office, attempt to 
seek out ALL means and methods to 
generate funding for the Sheriff's 
Department and County Jail that 
will ease the burden on the tax­
payers of Kinney County.

To put it bluntly, the job of 
Sheriff of our growing county 
can be handled one of two ways, 
lean back in a chair and drink 
coffee with feet on desk and 
maintain a costly "basic opera­
tion" , or put in long hours of 
hard work in,not only law en­
forcement, but also aggressive, 
competent,effective jail manage­
ment .

I now personally challenge my 
opponent to an open debate on 
the issues of this campaign, 
with all the people of Kinney 
County invited to attend.

Understanding Science
Many people w ho’ve read 
about dioxin m ay be con­
fused by the scientific te r­
minology. Here are some 
facts abou t dioxin th a t could 
help answer som e of your 
questions.

When people talk abou t 
dioxin, they 're  referring to  
w hat's really a family of 
similar chemicals of 75 
d ifferent chlorinated  com ­
pounds. Dioxin is a crystal 
tha t's  m ade up of the basic 
elem ents o f oxygen, hydro ­
gen, carbon and chlorine. 
The w hole story  of where 
dioxin com es from  is not 
yet know n. It was once 
thought only to  be a by­
p roduct of man-m ade chem ­
icals. Now we know that it 
can also come from several 
types of com m on com bus­
tion processes, such as the 
burning of com m on fuels. 
Even burning wood in a fire­
place at hom e produces soot 
containing dioxin.

Dioxin was a trace con ­
tam inant in Agent Orange, 
the defoliant used by the 
m ilitary in the Vietnam 
War, from 1965 to  1970,

to  p ro tec t soldiers’ from  
enem y ambush. There is 
little  likelihood, based on 
overw helm ing scientific evi­
dence, that Agent Orange 
could have caused the health 
conditions som e veterans 
have described. V eterans 
w ho believe they  are ill 
should seek medical care. 
They have been through a 
d ifficult experience, a tough, 
dem anding duty , w hich for­
tunate ly , m ore Americans 
are beginning to  appreciate.

What about the health 
effects o f dioxin exposure? 
H ere’s w hat the American 
Medical Association has to 
say. A review of available 
research has concluded th a t 
there is no convincing sup­
port for allegations th a t di­
oxin causes cancer, birth de­
fects or o ther reproductive 
difficulties in hum ans. S tud­
ies o f anim als exposed to 
dioxin show a variety of 
health effects th a t vary 
widely fro m  s p e c ie s  to 
species. It seems th a t hu­
mans are less susceptible to  
dioxin than various animal 
species.
