According to the den-
tists who specialize in
treating children, or pedo-
dontists as they’re called,
_parents can prevent most
decay by allowing sweets
under controlled conditions.
The American Academy of

Pedodontics counsels
parents to serve sweets
e after dinner
e just before a child

cleans his teeth.

If a child eats sweets,
having them in conjunction
with a meal can limit the
occurence of cavities. Food
has its greatest decaying
effect while it is in the
mouth and immediately
following. By restricting
snacks and candies to meal-
times or times when a child
can brush afterward, the
period of danger to young
teeth is reduced.

Pediatric dentists also
caution parents to be watch-
ful of the ‘“‘stickies”, which
is not a band of kiddie
monsters but foods that
hold sugar to the tooth’s
surface. These foods include
candies, sodas, sweet sauces,
cakes and cookies, pastas,
and dried fruits like raisins.
When children eat such
items, they should brush
their teeth immediately.

Dear Dr. Pettey: My hard
contact lens bifocals have
never been really comfort-
able, although I see well. Will
they ever invent soft lens
bifocals? )

So many people have asked
me that question, and the
answer until now has been
no. But, no longer. In recent
months, the first generation
of soft contact lens bifocals
was offered the eye care
professions. Some are made
in the form of a “progressive
add” in the bifocal section,
the extra power being near
the center of the main lens
and increasing to maximum
at or near the lower lens edge.
Another type uses a concen-

* tric section of the outer por-

tion of the lens for reading,
revolving with no interfer-
ence in vision.

I would hasten to tell you
that I make no success claim
for the new lens; it is too
soon to know. But if past
experience holds, this inno-
vative advance in the vast
vision care field will meet

quite soon. Optometrists and
others must become profi-
cient in fitting the new lenses.
¢ It is possible, too, that ex-
perience with many cases
 will demand some alteration
«in their fabrication by the
manufacturers in order to
meet the complete needs of
patients.
"Several laboratories will
likely begin to process soft
lens contact bifocals. That is
good. More research labora-
tories entering the field will
probably mean rapid advan-
cesin lens manufacture. That
means better vision care for
cases like yours.

You may be in for a most
pleasant experience with a
new pair of soft contact lens
bifocals.

WHAT IS ASTIGMATISM?

Dear Dr. Pettey: Would you
please explain astigmatism?
I have it but I dont’t under-
stand it. All I know is I had
a lot of eyestrain before I
got my glasses, and now I
don’t.

Astigmatism is, simply des-
cribed, a difference in the
curves on the front surface
of the eye, the-.cornea. The
cornea is the curved, clear

Those curves can best be
described by asking you to.
compare the curves of a
football to those of a basket-
ball. The football has sharper
curves up and down and flat-
ter ones sideways, whereas
the basketball's curves are
the same in all directions. If
the front of your eye has
curves like a football—or even
similar—then you have astig-
matism.

Light cannot come to a
good focus through astig-
matic curves, causing the
eyes to strain to focus bet-
ter. The lens of the eye can
focus only to a point like a
magnifying glass, and trying
to focus astigmatic rays of
light is purely and simply an
eyestrain. When you have
lenses prescribed foran astig-
matism, their curves are op-
posite to your eye curves.
The lenses are designed to
artificially give you a ‘‘bas-
ketball” curve so the light .
will come to more nearly a
point focus.

If you had lived before
1900 A.D., your astigmatism
couldn’t have been corrected
with spectacles—such lenses
couldn’t be accurately
ground before then.
