AN HERB GARDEN

There are many kinds of Gardens -
why no an herb garden, close to the
kitchen door. They may be planted
in a small plot, hanging baskets,
pots, and even in old tires. A tire
for each herb. This type of garden
can be beautiful, as the ' plants
have delicate blossoms in soft
lovely colors. Herbs are both
annual and perennial.

Some of the annual herbs are
dill, basil, and borage. If you
grow dill from seed, thin the
plants eight to ten inches apart.
It has feathery leaves and pale
yellow blossoms. Use good soil and
drainage for all herb plants. Basil
adds color to a garden with its
green leaves tinges in purple, with
small white and purple flowers. It
smells similar to cloves, and the
plants' should be spaced about ten
inches apart. Borage has a place in
the herb bed also, as it has lovely
blue flowers that look 1like the
Forget-me-not, and the fresh leaves
taste like cucumbers,

Some of the periennial herbs are
the following: chives, thyme, mint,
and sage. Chives is a timy onion of
a delicate flavor. Its leaves are
tubular and produces rount clusters
of 1lavendar flowers. The clumps
should be divided every two or
three years, and may be used to
border a flower bed. It can. be

planted in a pot and placed on the
window sill. An upright growing
herb in the Thyme with pink and

lavender flowers. The leaves have
the best flavor before the blossoms
appear. Mint grows easily and
spreads very fast, its leaves are
dark green and the flowers are
lavendar. This herb has many uses.
Sage plants last for years if
planted right. The foliage is gray
with lavendar spicy flowers, but
beware, the flavor is strong and
should be used sparingly.

Commissioner of Insurance George
Dale 1is warning the public to be
careful in purchasing senior
citizens life and medical insurance
from television advertisements
endorsed by famous personalities.

"Many of the ads dwell on low cost,
but consumers do not realize they
have purchased a policy with
limited benefits until it has
already been issued," Dale said.

A life policy may pay no benefit if
the insured dies of natural causes
within two years of purchasing the
coverage. The company will pay
only the actual premium paid by the
policyholder under the terms of the

policy.
In other instances, reduced
benefits are paid to the

beneficiary during the first two
years after the life policy is in
effect. For example, one company
will pay only ten percent of the
face amount if the insured should
die within the first year. This

would result in a $200. benefit
paid on a $2,000 policy.
"Mississippi law gives

policyholders a ten-day period that
the policy can be returned to the
company for a full refund if it is
determined you do not desire to
keep the coverage," Dale said.
"Individuals should take the time
to review the policies upon their
receipt and return it to the
company if the coverage is not what
they thought was being bought."

He said that some of the medical
insurance offered in the television
ads pay a set amount for each day a
person is in the hospital: however,
the first three days of confinement
are excluded.

"In other words, no benefit would
begin until after the fourth day in
the hospital," Dale stated.

"I am concerned with the particular
targeting of our senior citizens
and the emotional appeals made by
well known personalities.

"Owens of the railroad", was
what they called them when the
railroad was king.

For nearly one hundred years the
name Fred Harvey has been connected
with good food and the railroad.
Shortly after landing in 1850 in
New York Harvey got his first job
in the Smith McNeill Cafe. He was
fifteen years o0ld and just over
from London, his native home. He
made two dollars a week washing
dishes. But he kept his eyes open
and learned the resturant business
and in 1850 he established his
first dining hall in St. Louis. He
opened his first railroad resturant
on the second floor of the Santa Fe
depot in Topeka, Kansas in 1876,
In the @ eighteen eighties and
nineties he started other dining
halls through Kansas, Colorado,
Texas, Oklahoma, and New Mexico and
on ‘to Arizona and California.

In those days meals on trains

was poor if any, but now the Harvey
Girls provided service in
attractive dining halls along the

railroad. With their clean and
pleasing appearance and good
manners they were an instant
success.

" Harveys' Girls were recruited

from good homes in the east and
historians say they played a large
part. in railroad history and the
settlement of the west. They
brought culture, refinement and
romance where buffalo, wild
Indians, and horse stealing was
common place.,

Dormitories were built for the
girls complete with house mothers.
They were entirely protected and
many were former school teachers.
Even some of the local wayward men
were seen escorting a Harvey Girl
to church on Sunday.

It is claimed that four thousand
Harvey Girls who were married,
named a baby Fred, or Harvey or
both.

The girls were visions in their
black and white waitress uniforms
and legends grew up around them and
their employer.

Will Rogers once said he figured
Fred Harcey and his girls kept the
west in "food and wives".

One story goes that twenty
thousand of the pretty Harvey Girls
wound up as brides to western
cowboys, ranchers and railroad men.

When the railroad business
reclined, the Harvey Company moved
to the airports, shopping centers
and resorts. There are still
resort facilities in some of the
National Parks as well as other
locations across the land.

But the Harvey Girls were not
the only attraction of the Harvey
house.

Before nineteen hundred
breakfast cost fifty cents and
included cereal or fruit, eggs on
top of thick juicy steaks with hash
browns . and six large hotcakes
swimming in butter and maple syrup,
topped off by apple pie and coffee.

Dinner was seventy-five cents
and varried, featuring a delicious
entree (sometimes wild game) and
served with a smile by the Harvey
Girls.
