Before the Spaniards came to the southwest, 
the American Indian tribes were either the 
farming type or the raider huntsman.

The Pueblos were forced to deal with the 
Conquistadores, and the Navajos and their 
cousins, the Apaches, were raider huntsman 
and forever on the prowl.

One important fact was that Coronado's army 
came to the southwest, and he brought with 
him five thousand sheep. These sheep were 
the "churro", the kind used by the peasant 
people of Spain. The "merino" was introduced 
into the new world later. At that time these 
sheep were reserved for royalty.

The "churro" were scrawny, long-legged and 
had straight long wool. This Hype of wool 
was easy to weave and these sheep needed 
little care. The wool was practically 
greaseless and was sometimes a brown color. 
Sometimes these sheep had four horns, 
probably due to in-breeding.

Indian ¡¡gents among their people of New 
Mexico, early began to introduce new kinds of 
sheep to improve the breed. In 1883 merino 
were bought and lent to the Navajo. In 1903 
the French merino, called rambouillet, were 
brought in for their meat and marketable 
wool, but it turned out that the lambs born 
were too big for the churro ewes.

Eventually the sheep grew bigger but the 
wool was shorter, kinkier and greasier. The 
Navajo women found it hard to clean and

almost impossible to spin. Other types of 
wool was used and finally the Navajos used 
the rambouillet on their reservation.

By the beginning of the 18th century, the 
Navajos raiding parties came down into the 
area of the farming Pueblos.

The Navajo was a dealer in livestock, 
adaptable and a stealer of ideas. He took up 
the new way of a pastoral nomad, thanks to 
the Spanish horses and sheep. His flocks 
grew larger and from the Pueblos he picked up 
the weavers art. The Navajo realized weaving 
was a commodity that could be traded or sold.

The first record of weaving in Spanish 
records was in 1706. They made clothes of 
wool and cotton, raising both themselves. It 
is possible that the Navajo acquired the 
growing of cotton from the Pueblo. The 
Spanish mentioned the weaving of wool, 
especially (black wool) by the Navajos.

By 1791, the Governor of New Mexico stated 
that the Navajo dressed somewhat better than 
the Pueblo. He also stated that the Navajo, 
worked their wool with better taste.

In about 1850, the simple craft of Navajo 
weaving became a craft industry. Some of the 
pieces of that period are still in existence 
today.

The "chief blanket", made for trade to 
other Indians, was the beginning of the 
classic Navajo weaving period.

In 1863, the Navajos were captured and sent 
to Fort Sumner, New Mexico, where they were 
given machine made cloth. Velveteen and 
cotton, were given to the women, unbleached 
muslin for pants, for the men. In 1868, they 
were released and sent back to their 
reservation where they took the machine made 
cloth with them, where they still wear it.

Germantown yarn was next introduced, and 
along with aniline dyes, became standard at 
the trading post.

Supply and demand brought back the original 
Navajo weaving, but they wanted rugs to buy 
so the Navajo adapted their blankets with a 
thicker weave and made rugs.

Traders sold rugs by the pound so the 
Navajo got smart and adapted again and left 
dirt in the wool so it would weigh more. 
These were called pound rugs, because of the 
pounded in dirt, but the expert workmanship 
of the weavers survived and is flourishing 
today.

ORDINANCE NO. 252-

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING AMOUNT AND POSTING OF REWARD 
OFFERED BY THE CITY OF BRACKETTVILLE FOR THE CRIME OF 
ARSON

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Brackettville

WHEREAS the City of Brackettville has made certain public improve­
ments with the view of reducing the hazards of fire and of effecting 
more favorable rates of insurance; and

WHEREAS it is believed that improvement in existing conditions may 
be had by compliance with certain regulations of the State Board of 
Insurance Commission, one of which is that of the posting of a reward 
for the crime of arson;

THEREFORE be it on this day that the City of Brackettville does post 
and offer a reward in the minimum amount of $250.00 for the arrest and 
conviction of any person or persons found guilty of ARSON, within the 
incorporated limits of said city.

WHEREAS it is deemed advisable and advantageous to the City that 
this Ordinance be effective immediatly and that the rules requiring 
the reading of ordinances on three separate dates is hereby suspended 
and that this ORDINANCE is placed upon its first reading and final 
passage and shall be in full force and effective after its passage and 
approval and publication as provided by law.

This Ordinance supercedes and replaces any and all previous ordinances 
pertaining to arson, arson reward and posting of such.

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE COVERING OF LOTS WITHIN THE 
CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF BRACKETTVILLE WITH WEEDS, HIGH 
GRASS, BRUSH, TRASH, JUNK, GARBAGE, AND DEBRIS; PROVIDING FOR 
THE ABATEMENT OF NUISANCE; PROHIBITING THE GROWTH OF WEEDS, 
GRASS, AND OTHER VEGETATION IN ALLEYS TO A GREATER HEIGHT THAN 
FIVE INCHES (5"); PROVIDING FOR TEN (10) DAYS NOTICE TO OWNER 
TO REMOVE; AUTHORIZING REMOVAL BY CITY AND PRESCRIBING A 
CHARGE AND ASSESSMENT THEREFOR AND ESTABLISHING A LEIN TO 
SECURE THE EXPENSE OF REMOVAL.

Judge Seargeant called the meeting to order 
with a quorum present. The minutes of the 
last regular Commissioners meeting and three 
special meetings held since were read, 
corrected and approved. Also approved were 
the bills and reports for the month.

Auditor Deason states payments with Holt 
Machinery have been resolved. Holt Machinery 
had County payments for 6 months without 
telling Holt Finance, so County did not get 
credit for interest. Mrs. Deason is to get 
quotes for insurance on Holt Machinery.

Mr. Chaney discussed new cancer insurance 
policy which also covers heart attacks and 
accidents. This is adding intensive care to 
the present policy. It will be put on next 
months agenda to consider purchasing this 
policy.

City Manager, Frank Sanchez, explains to 
the Court that there is still some 
controversy as to what should be done with 
Las Moras low water crossings and would like 
to know what the Court would like to have 
done. Concensus of Commissioners is that 
they are City roads and the City can 
determine the actual alterations to the 
crossings for flood control.
' The Commissioners approved the purchase of 
budgeted supplies and postage for District 
Clerks and Auditor offices. Also approved 
was the revision of the clerks fee schedule.

The dates for the County budget workshop 
have been set for June 23rd and 2kth and for 
it to be posted. The budget needs to be 
officially adopted by Aug, 1st. A one day 
workshop is set for July 7th at 9:00 a.m. to 
work on County Road easements and right of 
way.

Mrs. Raney discussed the possibility of 
selling the service of indexed disks to Title 
Companies and asks the Court to set a fee. 
Commissioner Bizzell makes a motion to set a 
fee per •ontli for a three month period 
effective immediately. It is seconded and 
approved.

Commissioner Bizzell asks the Court to 
consider hiring a County Administrator to 
handle everyday business of County. This 
would free the County Judge for County 
Official Duties. The administrator would be 
under the supervision of the judge. No 
action was taken as It was tabled until the 
budget is approved.

It was approved to pay Rauscher Pierce for 
services rendered from Jail General 
Obligation Bond.

Mr. Robert White was present to discuss 
with the Court the right of way on Mr. 
White's property. Mr. White has had property 
re-assessed for taxes and thought the 
Commissioners had something to do with it. 
Mr. Marcus Tidwell was called to the meeting 
to assure Mr. White that it was purely co­
incidental that he had been out to the White 
property to assess it for taxes.

Court resumed at 1:k2 with Commissioner 
Slubar commenting that Mrs. Annabel 
Talamantez was unsure after last months 
meeting whether or not they could still use 
the Civic Center while waiting for a new 
location for the Commodities Program. They
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did have permission as of last months 
meeting.
