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Santa Claus was o rig inally  St. 
N ich o las . He was ac tu a lly  a 
Bishop who lived in Asia Minor 
during the fourth century. A kind 
and generous man, he distributed 
g ifts  to the poor and trea ts  to 
children . A story is told about 
Saint N icholas w anting to help 
th ree  very poor and desperate  
sisters. One night he went to their 
hose and threw  three pieces o f 
gold into the chimney. Instead of 
dropping onto the hearth, -howev­
er, as Saint Nicholas had intended, 
the co ins fe ll in to  the s is te r 's  
stockings, which they had hung 
near the fire to dry. Word of their 
good fortune spread, and soon 
other people began to hang stock­
ings near their fireplaces hoping 
for similar surprise.

Some a u th o ritie s  have 
interpreted the Christmas tree with 
its lights as a variation of the nine- 
branched candelabra or Menorah 
which the Hebrews us in their 
m id-w inter Festival o f  L ights, 
known as Channukah. This holi­
day commemorates the victory of 
the Hebrew leader, Judas Macca- 
baeus, over the Syrians.

A fam iliar and popular 
Christmas decoration, the mistle­
toe, was one a tree, according to 
one old English legend. Because, 
like the D ogwood, it is said to 
have given its wood to be used for 
the cross in Christ's crucifixion, it 
was changed into a creeping vine.

Som etim es we see the 
word "Christmas" spelled xmas. 
This abbreviation probably came 
from the Greek letter Chi which 
was written as "X". Then too, in 
the early  days o f  C h ris tian ity , 
when believers were persecuted, 
they driven into hiding and were 
forced to become a secret society. 
"X" was used as th e ir  sacred 
symbol that stood for the cross on 
which Christ was crucified.

Christm as is one of the 
most joyous holidays of the year. 
The customs surrounding it spread 
generosity and love. Its true spirit 
has been beautifully stated by Tiny 
Tim in Charles Dickens' Classic 
work, A Christmas Carol, when 
the little crippled boy, in gratitude 
for his Christm as bounty says, 
"God Bless Us, everyone!!" We 
wish you and yours the same!!

F irs t o f  a ll, the Bible 
reveals that Jesus Christ is trichot- 
omous; He is true God, He is true 
humanity, and He is the God-man, 
that is, He is the only mediator 
between God and Man because He 
is co-equal with God and co-equal 
with man. When the sayings of 
Christ are quoted in the Gospels, 
they emanate from one o f these 
three sources: When He said, "I 
th irs t, " it em anated from  His 
humanity; when He said, "If you 
have seen me, you have seen the 
Father," it emanated from His 
deity; when He said, "I am the 
way, the tru th , and the life ,"  it 
em anated from  the G od-m an.
There are numerous references in 
the Gospels that state Jesus was led 
of the Holy Spirit to go to a certain 
place or do a certain thing. In His 
humanity Jesus was indwelt by the 
Holy Spirit, and was constantly 
filled and led by the Spirit. Since 
this same Holy indw ells every 
C h ris tian , every  C h ris tian  is 
capable of being controlled and led 
by the spirit. So then, this is the 
first way we can "follow Christ".
A second way is found in Luke 
C hapter 4 w here we read that 
Jesus was "full of the Holy Spirit" 
and was "led" by the Spirit into the 
wilderness where He was tempted 
by the devil for forty days. In the 
three recorded temptations of Jesus 
by Satan, it is important that we 
see how Jesus answered Satan;
Jesus didn't try to engage in intel­
lectual arguments with Satan, nor 
did He call upon H is deity  to 
impress or overpower the devil.
He simply quoted Scripture! If we 
know our Scripture, we can apply 
it in any of life 's  situations and 
challenges, and Scripture is always 
relevant.

P ecans are  am ong the 
tastiest o f  nu ts, but the grow er 
faces some real problems maintain­
ing the quality of the nut meat.

Dr. John Lipe, Extension 
Service h o rticu ltu ris t, said that 
insects and drought are the major 
problems that lim it quality, but 
disease and inferior varieties are 
also culprits.

Often a small one-eight 
inch diameter hole appears in the 
shell o f  the pecan. These holes 
are caused by 'redheads,* creamy 
white worms w ith red heads that 
are the larvae of the pecan weevil. 
The weevil larva eats the nutmeat, 
then bores an exit hole in the shell 
to escape to  o v erw in te r in  the 
ground. Old shucks and debris 
around your yard trees provide an 
excellent habitat for these pests. 
Pecan weevils are one of the worst 
pest problems for pecan producers 
in the H ill Country and Central 
Texas.

M any unsp rayed  trees 
have had heavy damage this year. 
Lipe said that one or more sprays 
in late August and September are 
necessary for reasonable control.

Pecan shucks that don 't 
open o r have tro u b le  opening 
u sua lly  signal an in fec tio n  o f 
hickory shuckworms. These small 
white worms are about three-eights 
inches long; they tunnel into the 
shucks and cause ex tensive  
damage to the shuck tissue. This 
damage can cause the shuck to 
remain tightly closed, or to open 
partially if  the damage is only at 
the base of the shuck.

Shuck damage results in 
poorly  developed  nu tm eats. 
Properly timed insecticide sprays 
are e ssen tia l fo r c o n tro l, and

1 in fested  shucks should  be de­
stroyed or plowed under to reduce 
the population o f overwintering 
shuckworm larvae.

Shuckworms a ren 't the 
only cause o f shuck damage. A 
condition termed sticktight also 
results in this problem. Sticktight 
shucks gradually blacken as the 
nuts approach maturity in August 
and September. Affected shucks 
don't open, and the nuts are very 
difficult to shake from the tree. 
Tree stress, both drought and heat, 
are associated with sticktight.

Insect damage also causes 
the kernel not to fully develop. 
Aphids sucking sap from pecan 
leaves during the summer and fall 
rob the pecans o f nutrition. The 
b lack  m old that grow s on the 
“honeydew" secreted by the aphids 
blocks sunlight and thus photosyn­
thesis.

Vivipary, another prob­
lem limiting the quality of pecans, 
refers to nuts sprouting the shuck. 
This is usually caused by drought 
stress as nuts develop in the fall. 
Certain varieties such as Burkett 
and Wichita have particularly bad 
sprouting problems. Vivipary is a 
serious prob lem  in W ichita 
orchards this year. A recent check 
of highly stress versus moderately 
drought stressed Wichita trees in a 
Hill Country orchard revealed 60 
percent and 5 percent sprouted 
nuts respectively.

Black spots or breaks on 
the nutmeats usually are associated 
with stink bugs and related sucking 
insects that feed on the nuts. 
Insect feeding before the nutmeats 
gel causes the nuts to drop, but 
nuts fed on after the nuts reach the 
dough state (late August) remain

on the tree and develop the black 
spots on the K ernels. These 
blackened spots sometimes have a 
bitter taste, but the recommended 
spray schedule for hickory shuck­
worm and pecan weevil will usual­
ly keep this problem  at a m ini­
mum.

M oldy k erne ls , dark 
kernels and rancidity are problems 
that are caused by excess water. 
These problem s can be easily  
cured by allowing the pecans to air 
dry in a well ventilated place for a 
couple of weeks.

The Kinney county office 
o f the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service has bulletins dealing 
with just about all aspects of pecan 
tree management. Most are tar­
geted toward the homeowner but 
information for the commercial 
grower can be obtained also.

Don Juan  de O nate, a 
wealthy citizen of the mining town 
of Zacatecas in northern Mexico 
was sent by the Spanish Council to 
colonize new  lands n o rth  o f 
Mexico. So, in 1598 Onate set out 
with a large party. When they 
crossed the Rio Grande near El 
Paso they stopped and held an 
impressive ceremony. On the east 
bank of the river he declared his 
first capitol and named it San Juan 
de los Caballeros. He later moved 
it to San Gabriel on the west bank 
in what is now New Mexico.

Onate's nephew, Zaldivar 
was k illed  by the In d ian s. In 
revenge the Spaniards virtually 
destroyed the g rea t pueblo  of 
Acoma. The Acoma Pueblo is on 
the top of a steep mesa some 357 
feet high and had been founded 
about ad-1150. Since its people 
revived it after the Spanish de­
struction it is considered the oldest 
continuously inhabited community 
in North America.

Onate sent out two major 
expeditions, one in 1601 took him 
to Oklahoma and over to an area 
near present Wichita, Kansas.

It is believed that it was 
this expedition that introduced the 
horse to the Plains Indians which 
completely changed their way of 
life.

On his second expedition 
Onate traveled to the west and 
reached the Colorado River and 
followed it down to the Gulf of 
California. While he was gone the 
Spanish C olonists and Indians 
became discontented and in 1609 
Onate was replaced as governor 
and was called back to Mexico to 
face several charges, including the 
use of undue force against the 
Acoma Pueblo. Finally Onate was 
pardoned in the year 1624.
