Rosemary's paper they could have 
read all the nice things that have 
been said about us."

S heedy 's answer referred  to 
newspaper clippings and did not 
even faintly resemble an answer to 
the question that was directed to 
him.

" If  you w ere hav ing  a legal 
b a ttle  w ith  som eone and your 
attorney advised you not to talk 
about it, would you go out on the 
street and talk about it" questioned 
Sheedy. He was asked if  he was 
having a legal battle  w ith Lee 
Lawson as he just implicated with 
h is answ er. He m um bled an 
inaudible answer.

Sheedy continues to react vio­
lently when Rosemary Slubar's 
name surfaces around him. His 
tem per fla red  during  M onday 
morning's regular Commissioners 
Meeting when Mrs. Slubar's name 
was brought up while Kay Smith 
was giving a report on the EMS.

It had been noted during the 
meeting when Lawson was noti­
fied  o f h is te rm in a tio n  that 
Commissioners Sheedy, McClure, 
and Fuentes voted for the termina­
tion while Commissioner Frerich 
and Judge Ward voted against it. 
It was quite obvious the crowd 
was aware of the vote and that was 
the primary reason for the ques­
tions being focused on McClure 
and Sheedy.

After the spectators were thor­
oughly convinced the Commis­
sioners were not going to cooper­
ate, the crowd dispersed to the hall 
and the steps outside.

"Why wasn't the County Attor­
ney present? Why was he not here 
to answer our questions after he 
instructed the Commissioners to 
remain silent." These were the 
theme of some of the questions tht 
were circulating on the outside of 
the courthouse.

Follow ing the m eeting after 
Lawson was fired , Judge Ward 
and County Attorney Shahan were 
both asked to describe Lawson's
work record. Shahan very em­
phatically answered, "impeccable. 
He has saved the County thou­
sands of dollars by doing his own 
mechanical work. The County 
roads are in better shape today 
than I can ever remember them. 
He has never recorded a single 
workman comp case against the 
County. The list goes on and on." 
Judge Ward commented that he

Sheedy answered, "Our attorney 

advised us to not say anything."
One spectator asked the Com­

missioners, "why have the meeting 
i f  you are going to re fuse  to 
answer our questions?"

Again Sheedy said, "the law 
says that we have to give him a 
hearing, but it don 't say nothing 
about us answ ering your ques­
tions. "

Again the question was asked 
what Mr. Lawson had done wrong 
and why was he being fired . 
A lvin  M cC lure answ ered the 
question by stating the reason 
given for firing Lawson was told 
to him in executive session. "If he 
wants you to know w hy", said 
McClure, "he'll tell you."

The questions continued to pour 
in, but to no avail. The Commis­
sioners stood hard and fast on the

advice given to them  by th e ir 
attorney.

The question, "If a man is doing 
his jo b  and making the county 
money why would you fire him?" 
Still no answer.

The crowd began to grow very 
restless with the refusal on the part 
of the Commissioners Court to 
answer any questions.

When questioned about a notifi­
cation of an official firing Lawson 
replied, "I have received an un­
signed letter informing me that my 
job has been terminated. As far as 
I am concerned anyone could send 
a le tte r  like that. If  it w a sn 't 
signed, how could it be legal?"

The question of the Court not 
answ ering any q uestions was 
directed to Judge Ward and he 
responded by saying, "the Court 
was advised by their attorney not 
to answer any questions." Judge 
Ward was also asked if the termi­
nation was legal since the letter 
sent to Law son had not been 
signed. The Judge answered that 
the firing was legal.

Sheedy reprimanded one of the 
spectators for conducting himself 
in an insulting way. That repri­
mand came about five minutes 
after Sheedy had responded in a 
simular way over the quetions that

were being directed at him.
David Seargeant questioned the 

Court on their ability to run the 
County. Sheedy answ ered by 
saying, "we can run the county, 
but not the legal part." Seargeant 
asked Sheedy to name the Coun­
ty 's  attorney and he said, "it is 
Tully  S h ah an ." "W here is he 
tonight," and Sheedy answered 
again, "I don't know where he is, 
but I'm  here. I'm  not going to 
argue about why he's not here. If 
you people want to go look for 
him that's up to you."

It was called to the attention of 
the Commissioners that the court­
room was filled by citizens of 
Kinney County who voted for 
them. They were asked if they did 
not feel an obligation to answer 
the questions that w ere being 
asked.

C9 URTHOUSE -  The Com­
missioners met Monday evening at 
seven o'clock in the County court­
room  w ith  the d iscussion  and 
planning o f the red istric ting  o f 
p rec in c ts  the p rim ary  item  o f 
business.

Judge Tim Ward opened the 
meeting with an explanation as to 
the purpose of the project and the 
approach that was being taken by 
the Commissioners.

A detailed  explanation as to

Mr. Hackney cautioned 
the Court on preparing themselves 
in the event the Justice Department 
chooses not to accept any of the 
plans that are now under study.

After the meeting adjourned 
Judge Ward was questioned as to 
when the new proposal could be 
vo ted  on. He answ ered , 
"Wednesday evening there is a 
scheduled m eeting for a public 
hearing on Lee Lawson and during 
this meeting there is the possibility 
the Commissioners could vote to 
accept one of the proposed plans."

— The regular Commissioners 
Court convened this past Monday 
morning at nine o 'c lo ck  in the 
County C ourtroom  w ith Judge 
Tim Ward calling the meeting to 
order. W ith the p resence o f 
Com missioner Ruben Fuentes, 
Freddie Frerich, Alvin McClure, 
and Plunker Sheedy a quorum was 
established.

Librarian, Mary M itchell, ex­
plained to the Court that no prob­
lem existed between R ory 's and 
the library in regards to tapes that 
were available at the library. She 
assured the Court that the tapes in 
her possession were in no way 
competitive with the tapes avail­
able at Rory's Video.

EMS Coordinator, Kay Smith, 
was on the agenda to answer any 
questions by the Commissioners 
pertaining to the operation of her 
organ ization . C om m issioner 
Sheedy questioned M rs. Smith 
extensively about personnel, hours 
turned in, runs per month, and the 
schedule of workers who are on 
call. Smith very m eticulously 
answered Sheedy's questions with 
the same analytical approach she 
takes to her job  as Coordinator. 
Sheedy appeared to be rattled on 
occasion over her precise manner 
in answering his questions.

Sheedy was surprised to discov­
er the EMS using volunteer help 
when Mrs. Smith reported  the 
names o f these w o rk ers . He 
responded to this list of names by

saying, "I was not aware of using 
volunteer help."

She went on to tell the Court, "a 
two car accident with three major 
injuries woyld be considered a 
disastrous situation for us. Even 
though we have two ambulances 
one of them is the only one we can 
really depend on. The oldest one 
is 13 years old and spends a lot of 
time in the shop. There is no way 
we could accommodate more than 
three accident victims. It would 
really tax our resources."

Sheedy continued his relentless 
question ing  o f the am bulance 
service by saying, "I think if we 
could go back to the volunteer 
thing and use more volunteers we 
could  reduce th is cost to the 
County." He continued by asking, 
"when you have your little EMS 
program how come no one was 
notified and invited." Mrs. Smith 
answered Sheedy by saying, "the 
State limits us to how many people 
can take the course. The course 
was filled before I had a chance to 
advertise ." Sheedy challenged 
M rs. Sm ith on her system  of 
accepting applicants and told her, 
"I would like to take that course 
myself but I didn't know about it."

"In the fu tu re , "continued  
Sheedy, "I th ink the C ounty 
should know when you are having 
these training sessions. After all, 
even though you are heading the 
EMS the county is funding them." 
Judge Ward spoke up and told

Last week, the Brackett News 
printed a story written by Norman 
Hooten that stated "a couple of 
crim inal cases currently  under 
investigation by Chief of Police 
Johnny Fritter and the Sheriff's 
Department have led investigators 
to obtain the services of a DPS 
polygraph (lie detector) technician 
to interview possible suspects in 
the cases."

The a r tic le  con tinued  on by 
stating "the city case involves the 
loss or disappearance of several 
hundred dollars from the city that 
evidently never reached the night 
depository of the local bank a few 
weeks back."

The City Council met Tuesday 
evening in regular session and 
were questioned on the Hooten 
story. They were asked if  the 
missing deposit had been officially 
recorded as a criminal case. They 
were also asked if a city employee 
or employees had been targeted as 
a suspect or suspects.

The C ouncil unanim ously  
agreed that the missing deposit had 
not been declared as a criminal 
case. They also agreed that

Hooten was completely out of line 
in referring to the incident as a 
"criminal case under investigation" 
and overstepped his authority by 
publicly writing about it.

Ginger Dodson, 13 year veteran 
of City Hall, was interviewed by 
this newspaper. According to Ms. 
Dodson, neither she nor any of the 
other employees have ever been 
questioned by C hief o f Police, 
John Fritter, nor Norman Hooten 
or any of his deputies about the 
incident.

W hen the question  o f  an 
employee being named as a sus­
pect was asked, the Mayor Pro- 
tem and the City Council unani­
mously answered no. Alderman 
Ralph Gonzalez answered, "no 
city employee has been named as a 
suspect nor is any employee under 
investigation. Where Hooten 
got h is in fo rm ation  we d o n 't  
know. But you can rest assured 
we intend to find out."

The city officials were obviously 
disturbed over the information that 
was given to the Brackett News 
and Norman H ooten's failure to 
get his facts straight regarding an 
incident directly concerning the 
city of Brackettville and not the 
County.

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Old Army Days

Maricopa County, Arizona, 1976, 
1st Cavalry Regiment, Company 
"A", (Memorial). This company 
o f v o lu n teer cavalrym en are 
shown during the beginning of an 
a fte rn o o n  d em onstra tion  o f 
mounted cavalry in action, follow­
ing the guidelines of a Civil War 
U.S. Army manual describing 
mounted tactics and drill. This 
demonstration took place at the 
opening of a new subdivision of 
homes, Fountain Hills, just out of 
Phoenix, Arizona. In the photo­
graph, 1st Lt. Henry Stute, and his 
brother Trooper Jim  Stute, are 
leading the demonstration as they 
p rep are  to gallop  th rough  the 
mounted pistol course, and then 
run the heads with their civil war 
model light cavalry sabre, and the 
guidon. Their entire uniforms and 
equipm ent are either replica or 
original for the Civil War period. 
The term "Company" was used by 
the Army for mounted units until a 
later period, when it changed to 
"Troop".

1976 was one year after the 
celebration of Am erica's Bicen­
tennial. The Bicentennial year 
was the beginning of many histori­
cal memorial military units being 
formed. However quite a few of 
then had their beginning several 
years prior, due to needed time for 
assembly of volunteers, needed 
preparation and training so as to 
be ready for perform ances and 
demonstrations during the Bicen­

tennial year. In Arizona alone, 
there were mounted cavalry units 
located at Scottsdale, Tucson, Fort 
Huachuca, and F lagstaff. An 
infantry unit was located at Tuc­
son, as w ell as a C onfederate  
horse drawn field artillery unit, 
and a Confederate infantry unit at 
Globe. There may have even been 
m ore. All o f them  w ere very 
active, even as late as 1980, that I 
know of. The horse cavalry unit 
located at Fort Huachuca remains 
very active through the present, in 
fact it has grown. I have listed 
only one state, there were units 
such as this all over America. 
Some of them faded away during 
the 1 9 8 0 's , how ever in Texas 
alone, more seem to be forming 
during the present time. I know of 
horse cavalry units at Fort Sam 
Houston, For Lancaster Historical 
Site, El Paso, Kileen, and the one 
19cated at Fort Hood, which is 
special army assignment for active 
duty military assigned to the 1st 
Cavalry Division.

The participants in these units 
are very authentic, to every detail, 
includ ing  th e ir un ifo rm , 
equipment, regulations pertaining 
to the period in which they perpe­
trate, and even the unit designation 
and name. Normally these units 
portray some old historical unit 
which was once assigned duty in 
that locality.

Q uite o ften , when you are 
watching a late made movie which 
includes military units of long ago, 
chances are that the military unit is 
a memorial unit, and not made up 
of professional actors.

Com mittee on Friday (A ug.9) 
unanimously approved SB 104, 
which would allow law enforce­
ment officers to take immediate 
possession of licenses of drivers 
who fail or refuse to take tests to 
determine blood alcohol content.

Authored by Sen. Judith Zaffir­
in i, D -L aredo , and Sen. Bob 
Glasgow, D-Stephenville, SB 104 
would authorize law enforcement 
officers to issue a 40-day tempo­
rary  licen se  to d riv ers  whose 
licenses are confiscated. If  DPS 
records indicate that the person's

driver's license has been suspend­
ed or revoked, or if  the person 
does not have a Texas d riv e r 's  
licen se , the tem porary  perm it 
would not be issued.

During that 4-day period, the 
offender would have up to 15 days 
in w hich to request the Texas 
Department of Public Safety to 
schedule an administrative hearing 
w ith  the new ly created  State 
Office of Administrative hearings. 
DPS would have 15 to 20 days to 
schedule the hearing.

If no hearing is requested, the 
offender's driver's license will be 
suspended fo r 90 days i f  the 
person's driving record show no 
p rio r alcoho l or d ru g -re la ted  
enforcement action during the five 
years prior to the arrest. Repeat

offenders would be subject to a 
one-year license suspension. A 
$100 reinstatement fee would be 
charged.

"Automatic license revocation 
is a sw ift and sure deterrent to 
drunk d rivers,"  said Z affirin i. 
"The message is clear that if you 
drive drunk, you will lose your 
license."

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Watering tips for Kinney County residents

WATERING TIPS

W ith the cu rren t h o t, dry 
weather, homeowners must give 
careful attention to watering their 
yards and gardens.

T his w eek, I w ould  like  to 
offer some tips for homeowners in 
Kinney County to consider as to 
help keep plants and lawns healthy 
While maybe keeping water costs 
down at the same time.
- Practice slow, deep watering to 

allow roots to penetrate deeper 
so that plants become more 
stress-resistant.

- Soaker hoses and d rip  
irrigation systems work well 
on trees and shrubs.

It's more efficient to water at night 
or early in the morning because 
evaporation is less. However, 
night-time watering can promote 
more disease problems.
- Too m uch w ater can be as 

detrimental or even worse than 
not enough.

The rate at which water is applied 
should be nor more rapid than the 
rate at which the soil can absorb 
it. Never fertilize landscape plants 
when soil is dry. It's best to water 
the area one day, apply fertilizer 
the next day, and then w ater 
again. Fertilizer will do no good 
unless it is dissolved and moved 
down into the soil.
- Shrubs and trees near 

foundations, under eves or on 
sou thern  and w estern  
exposures need frequen t 
watering because they often get 
less benefit from rainfall and 
have to deal with heat reflected 
from walls.

- P lants on mounds or slopes 
su ffe r from  d rough t stress 
more easily than those on level

areas, so they require more 
frequent watering.

- Use an organic mulch of pine 
bark, chopped straw, hay or 
s im ila r m ateria l to reduce 
irrigation needs.

- T reat w ater as a valuable 
resou rce . Use it to w ater 
plants when needed, but do not 
w aste w ater. A lthough 
considered  a renew able 
resource, good water supplies 
are becoming scarce in Texas.

Africanized honey bee tracking

A U.S. scientist tracking the 
Africanized honey bee in Mexico 
said a surprisingly large number of 
sw arm s could  land in the Rio 
Grande Valley by next month.

Judging  by the increased  
activity in the Mexican state of 
Nuevo Leon (150 miles south of 
the border), the bees will likely 
take up in the Rio Grande Valley 
in a similar fashion.

The Texas Rio Grande Valley 
is ecologically similar to Nuevo 
Leon says D r.. Orley R. Taylor, a 
Kansas S tate U n iv ersity  
entomologist who is in Mexico to 
monitor bee movements. Nuevo 
Leon was bom barded by the 
Africanized honey bees this year 
with more than 370 swarms caught 
ju s t  in Dr. T ay lo r 's  research  
alone. Countless other swarms 
were observed landing near baited 
hives but eluded trappers. Less 
than 120 Africanized honey bee 
swarms were caught in Texas in 
the same tim e period  but 
en tom olog ists  w ith  the Texas 
A gricultural Extension Service 
estimate that as many as 200 more 
swarms may have migrated across 
the U.S. border undetected.

During the Africanized bee's 
first year since arriving in Nuevo 
Leon, Taylor had expected only 40 
percent of the swarms to be

A frican ized  and the rest to be 
ordinary European honey bees. 
Instead, more than 90 percent 
were Africanized.

The extremely large numbers 
are due to the weather and habitat. 
Nuevo Leon is very similar to the 
African habitat the bees are used 
to calling home.

The large numbers are creating 
a different problem. Taylor says 
the bee population in Nuevo Leon 
is rap id ly  becom ing m ore 
Africanized as the migrating bees 
breed with the native population. 
Taylor gathered  data on all 
European genetic baseline before 
the Africanized bees arrived. He 
says that one thing's for sure, the 
European traits disappear when the 
two bees are crossed.

The Texas Africanized Honey 
Bee m anagem ent P lan , w hich 
cu rren tly  app lies to 12 South 
Texas counties where Africanized 
bees have been found, calls for all 
com m ercial beekeepers to 
requeen, or put a new, certified 
European hone bee queen into 
each hive annually. Taylor also 
recommends requeening at any 
time bees in a hive show unusually 
defensive behavior.

The more isolated an area is 
from European bees, the more 
Africanized the bee population will 
be to the point that the population 
is virtually indistinguishable from 
bees in Africa. The Africanized 
honey bee is not as adaptable to 
the changing environment in Texas 
and may not make it as far as 
halfw ay up the s ta te . As the 
A frican ized  bee reaches its 
climatic limits, the numbers will 
thin out. Taylor says that areas 
tha t w ill have the h ighest 
populations of Africanized bees 
the h ig h est po p u la tio n s of 
A fricanized bees w ill be those 
which do not have a high number 
of managed domestic bees.

Eternal Security, Part VII

"If we say that we have no sin, 
we are deceiving ourselves, and 
the truth is not in u s ....If  we say 
that we have not sinned, we make 
Him a liar, and His word is not in 
us" I John 1:8,10.

"No one who abides in Him 
sins; no one who sins has seen 
Him or knows Him....No one who 
is born  o f God p rac tices  sin , 
because His seed abides in Him; 
and he cannot sin, because he is 
bora of God" I John 3:6,9.

These two groups of verses are 
typical of those that cause confu­
sion among Christians, and tend to 
support the charge that the Bible 
co n trad ic ts  itse lf . In the 1st 
Chapter of I John, the writer says 
that C hristians sin, and then in 
C hap ter 3 the w rite r  says that 
Christians cannot sin! Was the 
Apostle John senile when he wrote 
this epistle? Did he contradict 
himself? All four of these verses 
are copied from the New Ameri­
can Standard translation o f the 
Bible. What explanation is there 
for this seeming contradiction?

The answer lies in the fact that 
the New Testament was not writ­
ten in English, but in GREEK! 
U nless we can read the koine 
Greek that the New Testament was 
written in, we have to translate it 
in to  a language that know  to 
properly understand it. And what 
type of translation do we want to 
make? As I stated in Part V, there 
are generally three types of trans­
lations available in English today;

a word-for-word translation, and 
expanded translation, and a para­
phrase. The King James, the New 
American Standard, and the New 
International are all examples of 
translations that attempt to trans­
late word-for-word, as much as 
the Greek syntax (word order) will 
allow. One of the major problems 
in attem pting a w ord-for-w ord 
translation from Greek into Eng­
lish is that Greek has more tenses, 
moods, and voices for its verbs 
than does English. A single Greek 
verb (a single word) may take two 
or three or more English words to 
accurately translate, and if we do 
that we have departed from the 
idea of "a word-for-word" transla­
tion. So, in order to get the full­
est, most accurate translation of 
the meaning, we need to consult 
an "expanded" translation. The 
one that I use and highly recom­
mend is the W uest's Expanded 
Translation of the Greek New 
Testament by Kenneth S. Wuest 
(It is available in paperback in 
Bible book stores for less than 
$15.00).

Let me copy the above verses 
of I John from the Wuest expand­
ed translation: "If we say that 
[indwelling] sin we are not having, 
ourselves we are leading astray 
[nobody else], and the truth is not 
in us....If we say that we have not 
sinned and are now in a state  
where we do not sin, a liar we are 
making Him, and His word is not 
in us (1:8,10)....Everyone who in 
Him is constantly abiding is not 
habitually sinning. Everyone who 
is constantly sinning has not with

discernment seen Him, nor has he 
known Him, with the result that 
that condition is true of him  at
p re s e n t__ Everyone who has
been born out o f God w ith the 
present result that he is a bora-one 
of God does not habitually commit 
sin because His seed remains in 
him. And he is not able habitually 
to sin, because out of God he has 
been bom with the present result 
that he is a b o rn -one  o f God" 
(3:6,9). Do you see how much 
clearer the meaning becomes when 
the expanded translation gives us 
the full Greek text? All seeming 
contradictions vanish! In the 1st 
chap te r John was s ta tin g  that 
Christians continue to have the sin 
nature and continue to sin, and in 
the 3rd chapter John states that 
Christians do not now habitually 
sin because of their relationship to 
God through Jesus Christ. Most 
of us will not learn Greek to be 
able read the Greek New Testa­
ment for ourselves. But an ex­
panded translation gives us a more 
exact, more complete, and clearer 
p icture o f what the Greek text 
actually says. The reason Chris­
tian seminaries make our future 
pastors study Hebrew, Aramaic, 
and Greek is so that they may then 
share with us their knowledge of 
what the Word o f God actually 
said and meant from the original 
languages in which it was written. 
Mature Bible students would never 
attempt to formulate Christian 
doctrine only from an English 
translation.

What is the most overlooked 
and at the same time the singularly 
most important step the homeown­
er can take to improve the quality 
of h is or her landscape in our 
area?

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Board of Trustees imple­
ments no smoking policy
recommended by the Brackett Advisory Council

Brackett ISD employees will 
start the 1990-91 school year with 
a ban on tobacco p ro d u c ts  in 
school buildings. No smoking or 
use o f tobacco products will be 
permitted by anyone in any school 
building. Staff may not use tobac­
co products on school property 
during the school day or in the 
presence o f students while spon­
soring school activities.

Mr. Frank Taylor, a member 
of the Advisory Council, presented 
the recom m ended policy to the 
Board. The Council stopped short 
o f recommending a total ban of 
tobacco products from all school 
events and did not implement the 
fine for use o f tobacco products 
provided in the Penal Code.

The Board felt that enforce­
ment would be difficult and not 
cost effective. The Board's intent 
was to prohibit the use of tobacco 
in the presence of students.

In further action, the Board 
approved  an ad m in is tra tiv e  
recommendation to implement the 
m inim um  sick  leave p rogram  
outline in SB 351. The plan will 
allow all employees to earn five 
sick leave days each year. All 
employees can accum ulate sick 
leave indefinitely. Previous policy 
had allowed teachers to accumulate 
sick leave but placed limits on the 
accumulation of sick leave for non­
p ro fess io n a ls . P ro fessio n a l 
em ployees w ill be ab le  to use 
personal days accumulated in past 
years until the days are depleted.

The Board heard Mr. McCall's 
recommendation that Sixth Grade

remain a part of the elementary 
campus until the 1992 school year. 
Mr. McCall told the Board that he 
did not feel that adequate prepara­
tion had been done to accept the 
new middle school concept. He 
suggested that a year's grace to 
train staff would help make the 
change more effective instruction- 
ally. The Board concurred with 
the administrative decision. The 
Board declined to reverse their 
earlier decision to close the Jr. 
H igh Cam pus. Mr. M cC all 
thanked the Board for their under­
standing and answered a question 
on preparation from Mr. Bader by 
saying, "The administrators and 
staff should be evaluated by the 
Board on how well we advance 
toward the Middle School Educa­
tional philosophy. Our goal is to 
make the change in o rder to 
im prove in s tru c tio n a l quality , 
techn ique and a ttitu d e  tow ard 
learning. With a year to prepare, 
we should be accountable to the 
Board if it doesn't happen."

The T rustees accepted the 
resignation of Kathy Adams. Mrs. 
Adams resigned to accept a teach­
ing p o sitio n  in Del R io. The 
Board also hired Delia Curry as an 
English Teacher and M ary Pe- 
trosky as a Math and Gifted and 
Talented Teacher.

Ede and Com pany was 
accepted by the T rustees as 
independen t aud ito rs  for the 
District. This is the third year that 
the Knippa, Texas firm will audit 
the financial statements for Brack­
ett ISD.

STRAWBERRY-WATERCRESS SALAD 
Vi cup orange juice 
Vi cup grapefruit juice 
1/4 cup fresh lime juice 
1/4 cup honey 
Dash of salt
2 pint baskets fresh California strawberries, stemmed 
2 avocados, pitted, peeled and cut into wedges 
1 cup stemmed seedless grapes

In large bowl, mix citrus juices, honey and salt to blend. Add strawberries, 
avocados and grapes; toss. Cover and marinate in refrigerator one hour. To 
serve, arrange watercress and fruits on eight salad plates. Serve with brie or 
blue cheese, and crackers. Makes eight servings.

ICY STRAWBERRIES AND MELON
2/3 cup sugar
2/3 cup water
2 pint baskets fresh California strawberries
11/2 cups cantaloupe cubes
2 tablespoons lemon juice
3 tablespoons creme de cassis, black currant liqueur (optional)
11/2 cups cantaloupe and/or honeydew melon balls
V4 cup whipping cream
1 tablespoon powdered sugar
Mint sprigs
In small saucepan, stir sugar and water over medium heat to dissolve sugar. 

Bring to boiling; reduce heat and simmer five minutes. Cool to room 
temperature. Stem one basket of berries and puree in container of electric 
blender with cantaloupe cubes, lemon juice and cream de cassis. Stir in 
cooled sugar mixture. Pour into shallow bowl and freeze until mixture is firm 
about one inch around the edge. Break up with spoon and beat until almost 
smooth. Cover and freeze several hours until firm.

To make sauce, stem remaining berries; puree half in container of electric 
blender. Stir in cream and powdered sugar.

To serve: Let strawberry-cantaloupe ice stand at room temperature 20 
minutes. Spoon two tablespoons sauce each into shallow serving dishes. Top 
with small scoops of ice, melon balls and remaining strawberries, equally 
divided. Garnish with mint springs. Makes eight servings.

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Senate Finance Committee

AUSTIN - The Senate Finance 
C om m ittee m et th ro u g h  the 
weekend, last week, try ing  to 
solve the s ta te 's  budget crisis. 
Every agency is being scrutinized 
for efficiency and service to the 
citizens. Several agencies are 
undergoing m ajor restructuring, 
includ ing  the d ep artm en t o f 
Human Services, the Department 
of C om m erce, and the Texas 
Education Agency. Other agen­
cies are being consolidated into 
la rg e r ag en c ies , such as the 
D epartm ent o f T ransportation , 
w hich in c lu d es the Texas 
D epartm ent o f  H ighw ays and 
Public T ransporta tion , and the 
Natural Resources Conservation 
Commission, which will combine 
several ex isting  environm ental 
agencies, including the Texas Air 
C ontro l B oard  and the Texas 
Water Commission. The Texas 
.Senate passed the Texas Depart­
ment of Commerce restructuring

On Thursday, August 8, the 
Senate Finance Committee heard 
testimony on House Joint Resolu­
tion 8, the proposed constitutional 
amendment creating a state lottery. 
The resolution was reported fa­
vorably to the full Senate, which is 
to convene at 5:30 p.m . Friday, 
August 9, to consider the legisla­
tion. Senator John Leedom o f 
Dallas is expected to filibuster, 
and says he can talk for up to 45 
hours, perhaps even until Tuesday 
the end of the F irst Called Ses­
sion, to kill the legislation. House 
Jo in t R esolution 8 must be ap­
proved by the voters in order to 
take effect. The Senate is still in 
session.

THE BMBs — BIG MOVING 
BLUES: For many older people, 
moving away from the towns, cities' 
and neighborhoods they lived in for 
most of their lives is done with rela­
tively few problems. For others, it 
doesn’t always worlf out quite the 
way they had planned or hoped. One 
major problem is adjusting to what is 
basically culture shock. People from 
the Midwest, for example, may find 
the more relaxed behavior patterns 
of Floridians or Southern Califor­
nians rather startling. Those who 
come from a population that is more 
or less the same may find themselves 
sharing the same space with folks not 
just from other parts of the country, 
but from other countries as well. 
While for most folks, this would be 
an exciting prospect, for some it can 
be daunting; the differences some­
times seem overwhelm ing. Of 
course, in most cases, it remains a 
fact of life that when you get to know 
a stranger you soon find a new 
friend. Some seniors, however, may 
find it’s not easy making new 
friends. They may be shy, or find it 
hard to relate to those whose back­
grounds are different from what 
they’ve experienced for most of their 
lives.

Others may find they miss the 
changing seasons and chafe under 
the relative “sameness” of one day to 
the other. The following tips come 
from people who have made the

move and encountered some of the 
culture shock described above:

1. Before you move, try to spend 
more time in the area Rent an apart­
ment or a room away from the touris­
ty or resort areas. If possible, get one 
in the neighborhood you plan to set­
tle in. Check nearby shops as well as 
the shopping centers.

2. What about transportation? Can 
you take a bus from where you plan 
to live to the shopping center?

4. Talk to the clergy of the church 
or synagogue you might attend. They 
can tell you about social programs, 
and even suggest volunteer projects. 
(A great way to make new friends.)

5. Read the local newspapers from 
cover to cover. You don’t want to be 
surprised by anything, such as local 
crime statistics. You should also be 
aware of any problems with the local 
banks or area economy, especially if 
you plan to buy your new digs.

6. Check the local hospital and its 
facilities.

Senate passes bill to in­
crease Federal Funds for 
rural and urban hospitals
AUSTIN - Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock 
on Sunday app lauded  Senate 
passage of a bill designed to bring 
a lm ost $40 m illio n  in federal 
money to rural hospitals across the 
state in the next two years.

The le g is la tio n , w hich is a 
result of a three-year study per­
formed under Bullock's direction 
as State Comptroller, will overhaul 
funding  p ro ced u res to tap the 
federal governm ent's Medicaid 
Disproportionate Share Program 
fo r an estim ated  to ta l o f  $996 
m illion in the 1992-93 budget 
period for rural and urban hospi­
tals who treat Medicaid patients.

"I've seen what the cynics and 
detractors ca lled ' pie-in-the-sky' 
become reality in the Texas Senate

and I couldn't be more pleased," 
Bullock said. "Texas taxpayers 
have been shortchanged at the 
federal level for far too long. 
Now in one fell swoop w e 'v e  
lassoed almost a billion dollars in 
federal funds for hospitals partici­
pating in the Medicaid program 
and it won't cost the state another 
dime."

Lawson 
notified McClure that he was off 
work at 4:30 p.m. and could meet 
him then. Lawson was somewhat 
reluctant to meet McClure while 
he was on duty but he did.

Mr. Lawson reported  that he 
was not in the Fort Clark mainte­
nance office three minutes before

McClure was screaming at him for 
acting like Bill Bizzell. Lawson 
responded by saying, "there you

go again, talking about one of my 
friends. Everytime we try to talk 
you end up bad mouthing Bizzell."

McClure had informed Lawson 
that he was having a change of 
heart over the firing  and m ight 
reconsider if he would agree to 
taking a few weeks of probation. 
Lawson was told by McClure that 
his firing was not the result of not 
hav ing  a G .E .D . It was fo r 
hanging around the courthouse and 
talk ing back to him . "No one 
talks back to me, ’ stated McClure.

According to the minutes of the 
spec ia l ca lled  m eeting by the 
Commissioners on July 8, 1991 
Lawson was fired pursuant to 
article 6702-1, sec. 3, point 206 
according to the Texas Road and 
Bridge Law. Nothing was said 
about firing Lawson, as McClure 
told him, for "talking back to me."

It is quite obvious the county is 
in trouble in more ways than one. 
Not only are they faced with the 
impossible job  o f balancing the 
budget, but they have Commis­
sioners who place more impor­
tance on the termination of one of 
Kinney County's most respected 
and capable employees than they 
do the w elfare  o f  the County.

W hile Kinney County 
citizens are being warned o f the 
im pending financial crisis that 
looms so threateningly  on the 
horizon, some of the Commission­
ers are running around engaged in 
political games like, "Support Me 
and I'll Make You A Millionaire." 
With the county going broke faster 
than the sound of a speeding bul­
let, these Commissioners are still 
assuring anyone who will vote for 
them that money is not a problem. 
We have plenty of it.

The bidding:
North East South West
1 <i> Pass 2 0 2 *
4 0 Pass 5 0
Opening lead — king of spades.
Some players talk about a squeeze 

as though it were as much beyond 
their comprehension as, say, the 
theory of relativity. Actually, a 
squeeze is usually an uncomplicated 
play requiring three elements to 
make it work. These are:

1. Declarer must have all the 
remaining tricks but one.

2. He must have two-way com­
munication with dummy when the 
squeeze card is played.

3. One defender must have to 
guard two suits.

So in this deal, Element No. 1 is 
met after West cashes two spades. 
Declarer now has 10 of the remain­
ing 11 tricks.

Element No. 2 is met because 
there are entries to the North and 
South hands.

Element No. 3 is met because only 
East can guard the hearts and clubs.

L e t’s see how the squeeze 
operates. Assume West shifts to a 
club at trick three, won with the king. 
South draws two rounds of trumps, 
then cashes the ace of clubs, an im­
portant part of the procedure.

Declarer next plays three more 
trumps, discarding a club from 
dummy with the A-K-Q-7 of hearts, 
while South has the 9-3 of hearts and 
J-9 of clubs. But what has happened 
to East in the meantime? On the last 
trump lead, East must choose a dis­
card from J-8-5-4 of hearts and the 
queen of clubs.

He is in bad shape. A heart discard 
establishes dummy’s last heart; a 
club discard establishes South’s J-9 
of clubs. East must succumb.

Note that the squeeze would fail if 
declarer did not first cash his A-K of 
clubs. In that case, dummy’s high 
clubs would block the suit and 
destroy the pressure exerted by 
South’s jack. Element No. 2 — two- 
way maneuverability at the crucial 
point — would be lacking.

School audit experiment sucessful

AUSTIN - "The experiment was a 
$12 m illion  success,"  S tate 
Comptroller John Sharp says of 
the pilot management audits on 
eight selected Texas school dis­
tricts.

"We've found ways to improve 
services for students, give more 
resources to teachers and s till 
conserve tax p ay ers ' money," 
Sharp said of the Texas School 
P e rfo rm a n c e  R eview  audits 
conducted in the San A ntonio, 
Lubbock, Victoria, West Orange- 
Cove, Lake Travis, San Saba, 
Cherokee and Richland Springs 
school districts. "I strongly be­
lieve the process should continue 
at other school districts across the 
state. "

"By weeding out waste and 
duplication ---and encouraging 
innovation— we can ensure that as 
many of our limited school dollars 
as possible flow to the two most 
important parts of the system: the 
teachers and the students. *

The C o m p tro lle r 's  O ffice 
supervised the audits, authorized 
by the Legislature in 1990 and 
conducted by three outside consult­
ing firm s: MGT of American, 
In c ., D e lo itte  & Touche, and 
KPMG Peat Marwick. The exper­
imental audits were designed not 
only to identify possible savings 
and better management at the eight

selected  d is tr ic ts , bu t also  to 
com pare various m ethods o f 
evaluating school districts.

"We were successful on both 
counts," Sharp said. "The consult­
ants found about $945,000 in one­
time savings and another $11.5 
million that the districts can save 
year after year. At the same time, 
we gave the auditors a relatively 
free rein so that we could identify 
those elements that must be in­
cluded in an effec tiv e  school 
district audit, and the best ways to 
go about evaluating them. ’

Sharp said the next step in the 
process lies with the local commu­
nities, school boards and admin­
istrators, who must decide which 
of the recommendations to put in 
place.

"We're more than willing to 
help them, if they want our help, 
but we w ill not force them  to 
accept any o f these changes,"  
Sharp said. "None of these dis­
tricts need another set of out-of- 
town bureaucrats telling them what 
to do."

One o f the few spec ific  
instructions given to the consulting 
firms was to identify successful, 
innovative programs and proce­
dures that other schools could 
replicate.

"T h a t's  the beauty  o f th is  
process," Sharp said. "There's no 
reason to believe that Dallas or 
Laredo or Muleshoe can 't learn 
from and adapt a dropout preven­
tion program that works in San

Antonio or a teen mother educa­
tion system form Lubbock or San 
S ab a 's  app roach  to educating  
gifted and talented students. "

T he au d ito rs  also  found  a 
number of common issues among 
the districts that have statewide 
implications. Their recommenda­
tions included:

o Increased use of the expertise 
offered by the regional Educa­
tion Service Centers; 

o C hanges in  sta te -m an d ated  
school purchasing policies' 

o Reducing detail the state re­
qu ires  in bookkeep ing  and 
financial records;

o Increasing energy conservation 
programs;

o Consolidating state and federal 
inspections o f food service 
operations; and

o Reducing the resources d is­
tr ic ts  m ust devo te  to  s ta te  
accreditation visits.
