Capt. Lloyd has visited the monument
regularly during all these years to gee
that it was not desecrated by religious
fanatics, and on holiday occasions he
has decorated it with flowers.

Capt. Lloyd is an extremist on the
subject of personal liberty and, like
Paine, has risked his life in the de
fense of his convictions. In the days

of the civil war he was so radical on |
the guestion of States’ rights that he |
actually ran for office in New Rochelle
on & ticket indorsing the Confederate
Constitution, and so angered the citd
gens that a mob attempted to hang

wife, who attempted  to defend the
house with a small ship’s cannon, the
mob broke im and dragged him out.
LJoyd fought with his captors and man-
aged to escape to New York.

This experience so enraged him that
he decided te join the Confederate
army as a spy. Hastening to Wash-
ington, he was introduced to John C.
Breckenridge by a relative, and was
told where he could join the Confeder-
ates.

Capt. Lloyd walked seven days and
seven nights until he reached Green
River, in Kentucky. When within
twenty-five miles of Polk’s camp he
metl a party of cavalrymen and saluted
them. The cavalrymen at once sus-
pected him of being a Yankee spy and
demanded his pass,

Treatment of Floors for Rugs.

The hygienic advantages of floors
covered with removable rugs instead
of dust-collecting carpets are so well
known and realized that the tendency
now is to have bare floors and rugs
for the sake of comfort and conveni-
ence as well as to follow the trend of
fashion. Good hard wood floors are
blessings that certainly are anything
but disguised, for they always look
well, form a pleasing contrast to any
kind of rugs and above all they are
easy to keep clean. In case, however,
one has an old floor of Soft wood that
is hard to treat satisfactotrily and the
laying of a hard wood floor is not pos-
sible or practical, 4 floor of hard pine
put down on top of the old floor may
be made to look almost as well as one
of expensive hard wood. For this pine
floor a stain, one of those especially
prepared, should be used, a light or
medium color being preferable to a
dark one, and it should be remem-
bered that several thin coats will wear
much better than one thick one. After
the stain is put on the floor may be
olled or varnished with good results.

IN A NAVAL BATTLE

ﬁOW RUSSIAN WARSHIP FARED
AT PORT ARTHUR.

Deadly Accuracy of Japanese Gunners
Left Vessel a Wreck in. Few Min-
utes—Sailors See Their Comrades
Slaughtered on All Sides.

Here is a fragment of a description
of the sea battle last summer near
Port Arthur, when the Russian squad-
ron attempted to break out from the
beleaguered port and escape into the
open: “In a moment the bridge re-|
sounded with the strident voice of the
admiral. The lethargy vanished. Even |
before the signal flag had left the yeo-
man’s hand the squadron had passed
the bugle call along. To fight now was
imperative. It had already begun; the
rattle of the Novik's quick-firers rolled
across the summer sea; she was en-
gaging the more enterprising of Togo’s
scouts. Back the little boats steamed
to shelter under the guns of the bat-
tle squadron. The Russians would
fight—the battle flags were bent. The
great ship quivered and then quivered
again. It was only the twelve-inch
guns, but they made the conning tower |
rock. The Japanese had maneuvered |
and were now standing in on the star-|
board beam. The Russian admiral |
changed his course. Great projectiles |
were ricochetting overhead and rais- |
ing geysers of salt spray all armmd;
them. But for the present the flagship |
could answer shot for shot.

His face |
was still pale, but the fighting light |
was in his eyes.

It was in the eleventh century that
Conrad II, Bmperor of the Germans,
conceived the idea of building a cas-
ile on the summit of a huge rock,
which rose abruptly from the level
plain near the bank of a quiet little
river, and one can imagine the infant
Nuremberg springing up like a mush-
room in the protecting shadow of the
rugged pile. We close our eyes upon
this picture and let five hundred years
slip past, then opening them again are
dazzled by the vision of a powerful
city, The castle still stands on its
lofty rock, but it looks down upon a
sea of red gables hemmed in by a
strong wall which sweeps from the™
castle rock and back again in an un-
broken circle, and is guarded by 300
beetling towers. The lord of the castle
has his eminent position and his title
of Burggraf von Nuremberg, but little
power in connection with either, for
the patrician rulers of the free city
down below have paid his ancestors
to desist from meddling in their af-
fairs.

And down in the streets what throb-
bing life!

Every art and craft is there being
plied by men whose object is to do
all things better than they have been
done before. It disturbs them little

that, outside in the world, kingdoms
are rising and falling—princes squab-
bling with one another, huge armies
marking paths of destruction across
the map of Europe.

They are too busy spinning the great
cords of commerce which bind all na-
tions to them—too busy building and
inventing, thinking and feeling paint-
ing and chiseling. Their power and
ingenuity has become a byword in the
proverb, “Nuremberg’s hand goes
through every land,” and wealth in
full measure streams into the city
through.a thousand channels.

They love their city, these men of
active brain and skillful hand, love her
as a man loves his bride, and spend
lavishly of the highest and best that
is in them, that she may be beautiful,

not for to-day or to-morrow, but as
long as brick and stone may last.

And in the center of the market
square, looking calmly over the heads
of buyers and sellers, is the statue of
Hans Sachs, the man who spent his
life in the small house across the way,
spinning good poetry and making good
shoes, with equal facility—the man
who shares with Albrecht Durer the
largest part of the Nuremberger’s love.

Houses rise straight from the
water’s edge, on either side—a waver-
ing vista, following the vagaries of
the river—a picture of which one
would never tire. In the opposite di-
rection, a short distance above us, a
pointed island divides the stream, and
one of the arms thus formed is
spanned by a covered bridge of heavy
masonry, flanked by two towers of
unequal size. Condemned criminals
walked across it once, and were seen
no more. It is a northern “bridge of
sighs,” but, alas, for our sensibilities,
it bears the name of *“Hangman's
Bridge,” the Teutonic mind being in-
capable of calling a spade aught but
a spade. The sunbeams themselves
seem to shiver away from it, leaving
it cold and gloomy - when all else is
warm with light.

But now the castle, its rugged walls
and towers outlined against the sky,
begins to beckon insistently to our
curiosity Nothing appeals more
strongly to the American imagination
than an old castle, and it is with
breahless awe and delight that we
climb the rude steps cut in the side
of the rock, and follow the steep stone-
paved way leading te the entrance.

Looking Over the City.

Passing through a gloomy archway,
we find ourselves in a wide court (or
is it a terrace?) and forget to look at
the buildings grouped about three
sides of it, in our delight at the view
over the town to which the fourth
side lies open.

The guaint red-tiled roofs, what a
picture they make, their gables turned
at every imaginable angle in follow-
ing the crooked lines of the streets!
To the right, the river escaping from
between the rows of houses, meanders

Gothic churches cast long, thought-
ful shadows into the open market
places?and across the lives of the peo-
ple passing and repassing every day.
Round about these spreading spaces
the merchant princes have built their
homes, making them a delight to the
eye with carving in wood and stone on
balconies and doorways. Fountains
appear in every available place—foun-
tains into which the sculptor bas
wrought sometimes his fairest dreams,
sometimes his vagrant fancies, or
again some legend of the people.

From here we
see, too, the modern suburb which has
sprung up outside the walls, and
where all those whose taste runs to
squareness in architecture and the
“latest improvements,” may indulge it
to the utmoot.

Inside
we climb upstairs and downstairs into
various oddly-shaped and sparsely-
lighted chambers in which are kept
all kinds of instruments of torture—
some in use as late as the seventeenth
century—some dating from the Middle
Ages—and all horrible beyond de-
scription. Come quickly out into the
open air and let the sunshine chase
these terrible specters of past agomy
from our brain. Through the halls of
state and rooms of eyery size and
shape we pass, lingering at last, en-
tranced, on the battlements, to look

the moat lying far below, and then
away across the stretch of plain, into
the blue and hazy distance.

rattles her big keys impatiently, and
one awakes with a start to the con-
sciousness of being a modern Ameri-
can, free, if need be, to depart by the
next train.
