A TREATY ALARM

POSIBLE COMPULSORY PAYMENT
OF SOUTHERN BONDS.

SPECULATORS REPORTED BUSY.

These Bonds Were Repudiated Over
Twenty-five Years Ago—Treatics
May Not Be Acted Upon.

Washington, Dec. 19.—Senator Fos-
ter of Louisiana has taken alarm at
the arbitration treaties which have
been signed with England, Germany,
Italy, France and Switzerland. He
fears they may be the means by which
the Southern states will be compelled
to pay $200,000,000 in repudiated
bonds. In a letter written to the New
Orleans Board of Trade Senator Fos-
ter says:

“l will call the attention of the
Board of Trade to the well defined re-
port that there lurks in the treaties
under the fair guise of peace and ar-
bitration a great menace to the South,
more particularly our own state.

“As you probably know, a few New
York speculators, under the pretense
of performing a charitable act, recent-
ly donated to the state of South Da-
kota a few bonds of the state of North
Carolina issued during the reconstruc-

tion days and subsequently repudiated
by that state when the people gained

control of their government.”

Mr. Foster also says: “It is said
that a coterie of American and Euro-
pean capitalists have acquired obli-
gations which the Southern states re-
pudiated more than twenty-five years
ago, and with accumulated interest
now amounts to more than $200,000,-
000.”

Fourteen letters have been received
by the foreign affairs commitiee of
the senate protesting against the rati-
fication of the treaty with Great Brit-
ain. The Southern bonds question fig-
ures in some of them.

Time for Gifts, Frolics and General
: _Rejoicing.

With members of the Greek church
Christmas is a holy day but not a holi-
day, and therefore New Year's day
takes its place as a time of gifts, frol
ics, family gatherings and general re-
joicing. The women generally give
presents of beautiful embroidery,
often their own work, but the father
of the family, however poor, must give
his wife and each child a present of
money. The children’s money is
placed in a little earthen jar and kept
so when the child grows up there is
a snug little sum for his start in life.
The gentlemen of the wealthier classes
call on their fair friends and must al-
ways take a present. The caller is
offered sweetmeats, a gless of water, a
cup of Turkish coffee, but no wine or
liquor. . When he leaves he finds the
servants drawn up in a row, and he
presents them each with a piece of
money. This is repeated in every
house he visits, and he must visit all
his friends on New Year's day or be
forever deprived of their friendship.

He must also give his own servants
presents of money. The children have
a few cheap toys, candles and dried
fruit. “Watch service is held, and on
returning from cburch the head of the
family breaks a pomegranate on the
floor to insure good fortune and
health. They then have a feast of all
kinds of nuts, candied fruits, raisins,
figzs and dates. Some nutshells are
thrown into the four corners of the

room to nd the evil one. At night
they have an immense cake in which
are two s. It-is set upon the table
and eac rson receives a piece. The
ornes hav the coins are elected king

and queen of the feast and are crown-
ed with mu¢h ceremony. The young
girls bite off a piece of their cake,
wrap it in blue paper, and place it
under their pillow to dream on’; the
man they dream of is their future hus-
band.

Xmas Fare 500 Years Ago.

In the old days the standard Christ-
mas dishes were the peacock and the
boar’s head. Each of these dishes was
served up with every circumstance of
pompous ceremony, preceded by trum-
pets d followed by a numerous
train of ladies, knights and squires.
The boar’s head was brought into the
hall by a server, sometimes mounted
on a horse, who sang a carol as he
placed the dish upon the table.

The peacock, “the food of lovers
and “the meat of lords,” was usually
served in all its natural splendor of
plumage, and this was doubtless the
masterstroke of the chef de cuisine.
The royal bird was “eten roysh: zyn-
gere,” and no expense was spared
over him. According to Massinger in
his “City Madame,” they used the car-
casses of three wethers, bruised for
gravy, to make sauce for a single pea-
cock. The boar’s head was served by
& man, but the ceremony of distrib-
uting the peacock was usually reserv-
ed for the noblest lady present at the

THE FIRST CHRISTMAS TREES.

Long a Central Figure of Festivals the
World Over.

Most of us know that the Christ-
mas tree comes to us direct from
Germany; and we know of the tree
worship of the Druids which obtained
in England and France, and which
probably had some influence on the
later use of the tree in the Christmas
festival.

But we do not all know that a simi-
lar festival, with the tree as a crown-
ing feature, is observed among many
heathen nations. Our tree, with its
small candles, its gilded nicknacks
and toys for the children, is a direct
descendant of this old festival which
was held in bonor of the sun.

Traces of it exist in Iceland, where
the “service tree” is found adorned
with burning lights during Christmas
night. The English yule log is a
faint survival of this festival.

But it goes further back than all
this—to China. It has been shown
that a tree with 100 lamps and flow-
ers was placed in the steps of the au-
dience hall.

This appears in the records of Prin-
cess Yang, who lived 713-715 B. C.,
and who caused a 100-lamp tree 80
feet high to be erected on a mountain.
—Stray Stories.

A Russian Christmas.

In Russia the boys. are the chief
celebrators of Christmas eve, and
they disguise themselves in the forms
of animals—wolves, bears, ostriches,
tigers and cameleopards, and roam
the streets until the small hours.

To enter a dwelling at their pleas-
ure and sit at the family table is no
breach of decorum at such a time,
and often the children of a home are
startled to see a wolf or a bear enter,
take a seat at the supper table, and
eat as a wolf or bear only can eat.

Sometimes long processions of
these animals parade the streets with
bands and a chorus of singers: but |
the most interesting of these Christ-
mas performances is the religious
play, in which boys take part. Upon
this scene the Russian peasant looks
with profound interest and venera-
tion, and the population generally
throw money to these performers with ‘
generous heart and lavish hand.

The Mexican Christmas Jar.

Novel is the method of distributing !
the Christmas presents at the Mexi-
can embassy. Following the custom
which prevails in the land to thel
south of us, there is suspended from |
the ceiling a huge open-mouth jar in
which have been placed all the pres- |
ents, each neatly tied and addressed
to ‘the intended recipient. The chil-
dren and grown people of the party
are armed with long, slender canes,
and with these first one and then an- |
other makes a dash for the swinging
jar, striking it or at it as they pass.
Of course it is only a matter of time
until the frail treasure house is de-
molished, and then ensues a grand
scramble for the gifts.—Washington
Times.

TORPEDOES FIRED AT RUSSIAN SHIP!

The Japs Are Trying to Sink the Sevastopol, Cnly
Remaining Warship at Port Arthur.

Tokio, December 16.—A partly suc-
cessful tornvedo attack on the Sevasto-
pol was made in the face of almost
msurmountable obstacles and makes
another inspiring story of the splendid
bravery of a number of officers.

The entire crew of the torpedo boat
destroyers and torpedo boats volun-
tcered for the attack, courting deatin
in their efforts to déstroy the ouly
floating Russian battleship at Port Ar-
thur, '

Ficing a driving snowstorm and
heavy seas, the flotillas separated,
and, under individual commanders, the
vessels attacked independently. The
destroye#s and torpedo boats Wwerc
coated with ice and the men suffered
acutely from the cold.

The Russians resorted to the most
extreme precautions to protect the
Sevastopol, They dropped torpedo
nets which shielded the bows of the
warship, and the Sevastopol was fur-
ther protected by a specially constiuc’-
ed wooden boom, :ne frame work of
which was composed of iron bound
logs and cables 2nd Leavy chains,
ierlaced and ertangled. From ihc
surface ¢f this boom aung a decp cur
tain, made of torped nets taken from
the sunken battleships, the purpose
of which was to catch and destroy the
torpedoes and their mechanism.

The Japanese probably refrained
from attempting to cut or jump the
bcom, « plan demonstrated by tie
British, but the torpedo boats and de
stroyers evidently forced the openings
which the Russians had left so as to
allow communication with the harbor.

STATEHOOD NEARER.
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Committee Will, After Many Months,
Make a Report.

Washington: The senate committee
on territories is at last to make a re-
port on the bill introducing New Mex-
ico and Arizona, Oklahoma and Indian
Territories to the Union as states.
There has been a division in the com-
mittee of so close a character that the
death of Senator Quay made a tie. It
seems the chief difference was as to
whether thé territories should be
brought in singly or in pairs. Senator
Dick of Ohio was placed on the com-
mittee a few days ago in the place of
Quay, with the result that the report
will recommend two states, Arizona
and New Mexico, as one, and Oklaho-
ma and Indian Territories as the oth-
er. The senate committee has agreed
to insert in the bill a provision that
no whisky or intoxicating liquor shall
be sold in the Oklahoma or Indian
Territories for a period of ten years.
This provision is ostensibly inserted
to protect thé Indians, and from the
reading it looks as if the committee
believs the Indian will have disap-
peared or become so he can stand in-
toxicants at the end of ten years. A
lady of views appeared bhefore the
committee and asked that the word
male be stricken out (;f the section
which prescribed qualifications of vot-
ers for members of the constitutional
convention, but the committee has not
complied.

! the Southern Cotton Corporation will

take its first definite step, and if so,

with the plans we have under consid-

E eration, it should not be long in plac-

ing the cotton belt in an independent

position with regard to its great prod-
uct.”
