Choose to Save: Practical Savings 
Tips for Every Day Saving

Tip No. 1: Hide it before 
you can spend it Out o f sight 
is out of mind. When it comes 
to money, out of sight means 
in the bank; in sight generally 
means in your wallet. Sign up 
for an automatic savings plan 
so that your money is auto­
matically moved from your 
paycheck to a savings account.

Tip No. 2: Entertain your­
se lf on a frugal budget Re­
member that having a good 
time doesn’t mean spending a 
lot o f money. Go to restaurants 
that offer buffets or try  a 
BYOB (bring your own bottle) 
where entrees are usually less. 
Ethnic dining also tends to of­
fer better bargains. And if  you 
are going to the movies, skip 
the concession stand.

Tip No. 3: Pay- debts for­
ever, but become the payee 
Many of us have monthly loan 
payments, whether for a car 
loan, credit card debt, a mort­
gage, or all of the above. When 
you’ve finally paid off a  debt, 
try to keep it up. But instead 
o f sending a check to the 
lender, deposit the money into 
a savings account. You’ve in­
creased your net worth by pay­
ing off the debt; now keep up 
the good work by building up 
your assets.

Tip No. 4: Use your credit 
card wisely Are you reaching 
for your credit card for every 
purchase you make? Try using 
cash or a debit card for every­
day items, and limiting credit 
card usage for large ticket 
items only.

Do your research 
and look for off-peak travel 
dates and destinations. Take 
advantage of weekend or mid­
week deals.

Tip No. 10: Watch out for  
impulse shopping Sometimes 
it’s hard to say “no” to that 
great new outfit or music CD. 
But if  you want to save, you 
probably are better off without 
it. Many times, we purchase 
items because they “catch our 
eye” - this can lead to wasteful 
spending. The next time you 
see-something that you want 
but didn’t plan on purchasing, 
ask yourself if you really need 
it and stick to your savings 
goals.

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Our Garden Still Grows

The daily joys/exaspera- 
tions of working in a school are 
inherent to the position. And, 
the blessings/headaches often 
extend way beyond the bus, the 
classroom, or the cafeteria. 
The perfect metaphor for the 
school setting is a g a rd e n -  
watching, and helping, kids 
grow is what we do.

The Galvan Family came to 
Borden County in 1992, living 
near the Vealmoor Community. 
Aida, the oldest, enrolled first 
as an 18-year-old and would 
soon be follow ed by Juanj 
Karina, Javier, Noemi, and 
Judith. Aida went on to finish 
school, getting her GED. Juan 
and Karina graduated from 
Borden County in 1995 before 
the family moved to Humble, 
Texas, near Houston where the 
youngest w ould graduate. 
Only Aida spoke English be­
fore coming.

The G alvans cam e— as 
people are prone to do—to find 
something better. The only dif­
ference in their journey and 
m ine is history. H isto ry ’s 
events put this land that used 
to be theirs in my hands. Here 
this fam ily from San Luis 
Potosi came, almost 150 years 
after the Mexican-American 
War, wanting to return to their 
native land but not knowing 
the English language. I’ve of­
ten wondered why we couldn’t 
have found a way to peacefully 
co-exist, sharing land and lan­
guages. Had we done so, we 
could all be bi-lingual now as

is much of the world.
Reality being what it is, 

though, we tended  these 
ch ild ren’s language garden 
with our special version o f 
ESL: daily conversations, 
photo vocabulary books, ath­
letics, relying on friends such 
as Miguel, Cande, and Jerry 
Hernandez along with Eva and 
Rachel Abalos and Brenda 
Griffin. Mrs. Lydia Baeza, 
Coach Baeza’s mom, was also 
w orking w ith  the B orden 
County ISD at that time and 
played a major role in nurtur­
ing the G alvans. S isters 
C onnie H art and K athy 
Underwood provided encour­
agement along the way as the 
kids worked in the schools dur­
ing the sum m er m onths.

Communications

(Gail)— Under a new law, 
chief appraisers of county ap­
praisal districts, appraisal dis­
tricts, and appraisal review 
boards may communicate elec­
tronically through email or 
other methods with property 
owners or their designated rep­
resentatives. Written agree­
ments are required for notices 
and other documents to be de­
livered electronically in place 
of mailing.

How does it work? Certain 
guidelines must be followed 
for this local option commu­
nication:

• Written agreements with 
the county appraisal district 
must be entered first, ensuring 
what electronic means of de­
livery are acceptable. If you 
are in terested in receiving 
communications in electronic 
format, you should contact 
your local appraisal district.

• Public notice regarding 
the availability of agreement 
forms authorizing electronic 
communications may be pub­
lished in a newspaper of gen­
eral circulation in the district 
on or before Feb. 1 each year, 
or agreement forms may be de­
livered on or before Feb. 1 
each year to property owners 
shown on the certified ap­
praisal roll for the preceding 
tax year.

• The chief appraiser may 
determine the medium, format, 
content and method to be used 
for electronic communications 
other than notices required by 
Section 25.19 of the Tax Code, 
w hich are p rescribed  by 
Comptroller rule.

• A decision by the chief 
appraiser not to enter into 
agreements may not be the 
subject of an appraisal review 
board protest, a lawsuit or a 
complaint to the Texas Depart­
ment of Licensing and Regu­

lation.
