.dollars each. The experi-
ments with sheep on the farm
demonstrates that sheep can be{
made to pay in this country. |
The sheep to be carried to
Fort Worth have coats of wool
at least three inches thick, and
are perfect as any picture ever
shown. They are being pre-
pared for the show by Mr. Jones
who has charge of the sheep
department, and we are confi-
dent that the Spur sheep will
bring in the blue ribbons.

“A BILL TO REQUIRE ALL
LEGAL NOTICES PUBLISHED

A bill providing for the pub-
lication in newspapers of notice
of any act or proceeding which
by law is now required to be
posted in a public place, has
just been favorably returned
by committee in both the sen-
ate and the house.

Notices affected by the pro-
posed bill are those required
by law or contract to be given
of any act or proceedings,
-whether public or private, or
‘relating to judicial, executive
or legislative matters, which
notice is now authorized by law
or contract to be made by post-
ing notices in one or more pub-
Iic places.

The law provides that $1.00
per square of 100 words be paid
for the first insertion and 50
cents per square of 100 words
for each subsequent insertion.
The publication fees are to be
taxed as other costs in the case.

VASTNESS OF THE
GRAND CANYON

Few persons can realize on a
first view of the Grand Canyon
that it is more than a mile deep
and from eight to ten miles
wide. The cliffs descending to
its depths form a suceession of
huge steps, each 300 to 500 feet
high, with steep rocky slopes
between. The cliffs are the
edges of hard beds of limestone
and sandstone; the intervening

| slopes mark the outcrops of

softer beds. This series of beds
is more than 3,600 feet thick,
and the beds lie nearly hori-
zontal. Far down in the can-

\\ yon is a broad shelf caused by

the hard sandstone at the base
of this series deeply trenched
by a narrow inner canyon cut
a thousand feet or more into
the underlying granite.. The
rocks vary in color from buff
and white to red and pale
green. They present a marve-
lous variety of picturesque

forms mouﬂy on a htamc scale
fashloned mainly by erosion by
running water, the agent whick
has evacuated the-canyon.—U.
S. Geological Survey.
