Remarkable Shifts in Population
in United States Because
of European War.

CALCULATIONS ARE UPSET

Figures for 1920 Expected to Reveal |

Striking Changes in Growth
and Character of Popula-
tion of This Country.

Washington.—Striking
the growth and character of the popu-
lation of the United States are ex-
pected to be shown by the 1920 cen-
sus, preparations for which are under
way.

The shifting of population because
of the war has upset the calculation
of census experts, who since 1917
have considered it useless to attempt
to estimate population of any other
units than states. Before that it was
possible to predict with a fair de-
gree of accuracy the number of per-
sons in any given locality.

The “center of population,” it is be-
lieved, has stopped its westward move-
ment, which was continuous from 1790
to 1910, when it was located in Bloom-
ington, Ind. This is because indus-
trial cities in the central east, such
as Cleveland and Detroit, have been
growing at a greatly increased rate
during recent years, as have manu-
facturing centers farther esst. For-
merly, the Rocky mountain and Pa-
cific coast states increased in popu-
lation with twice the rapidity of east-
ern and central states.

Modifications Are Seen.

During this year, however, certain
modifications of the usuval situation
may be made. The opening of recla-
mation projects in the west, the re-
sumption of immigration, and other
causes, it is thought, will change the
abnormal distribution. There will also
be a tendency to return to normal
now that the war has ended.

Pronounced changes are expected
also in the “copstitution of the popu-
lation”’—the ratio of males to females,
the proporticns ofi native and for-
eign stock and the age distribution.
When a city ~experiences a rapid
growth due to industrial and com-
mercial activity the gain in population
is largely made up of persons in the
young and early middie ages. Among
these persons there will be more men
tha® women. For example, in Okla-
homa City, where the population grew
nearly 500 per cent between 1800 and
1910, the ratio of males to females
in the latter year:was 126 to 100, and

62 per cent of the population was be-
tween 15 and 45.

The usual claims and counter-
claims as to the return of strikers to
the plants were in evidance, the most
pignificant being an announcement
from Illinois Steel coempany sources
at South Chicago that for the first
time since Sept. 23 seme skilled work-
ers had returned to their jobs.

Greatest interest again ceatered in
Gary, where some 1,500 regulars held
a firm grip on the situation and busied
themselves in carrying out a general
order issued by Major General Leon-
ard Wood immediately on his arrival
in the steel city. Furthering the
campaign of federal authorities to
squelch radicalism, raids were made
on socialist headquarters and four
residences.

A quantity of literature was seized
in the raids and several arvesis were
made. The persons and evidence
were turned over to department of
justice agents.

WILL ABANDON SUNDAY
FUNERALS IN DALLAS

Undertakers, Cemetery Workers and
Pastors Want Sundays Off
Hereafter.

QUEET 1S ENFORCED

Dallas. — TUndertakers,
workers and members of
Pastors association have agreed to
abandon. the practice of holding fun-
erals on Sunday in so far as it is pos-
sible consistent with public health.

“At a meeting of the General Pas-

tors’ association Hood F. Smith, rep-
resenting the undertakers and the
cemetery companies, appeared and
made the following statement of facts,
to-wit:
- “That the practice of holding fun-
erals on Sunday worked a hardship
on the werkmen in the cemeteries and
deprived them sand all employes of
the undertaking companies of the day
of rest which by right belongs to all
men. That the cemetery employes
have requested that mo funerals be
held on Sunday and have all but re-
fused to work. The undertakers and
cemetery committees have requested
that no funerals be arranged for Sun-
days.”

A TRIP TO ARIZONA.

Dear Mc:—I have gone, come and
got back, and perhaps you haven’t
missed me out of the country, but I
have missed Dickens county and Dick-
ens people.

Now I want to state some facts about
Arizona. As some are wantin gto
know as to land. There is land there
that a man can file on, costing him
$26 per section. The soil is rich but
nearly all of it is rocky, so when you
break it up for cultivation you have
to pick the rock off of it. There is
plenty of water in lakes and the wells
are shallow, some springs, lots of
wood. ‘- As to crops, didn’t see much,
although wheat and oats do well there
and I saw the best garden in the way
of turnips, beans, and pumpkins I ev-
er saw in my life on Mr. Childress’
place. He also is a farmer resident
of Dickens county. Lots of fencing
posts and a saw mill up in the moun-
tains 18 miles from where I was. But
as to socety, there s any church house,
no Sunday school, no preacher or any-
thing of that kind. The Mormon re-
ligion is in the lead there and the
most I heard of them is a big dance
every Friday night—Bishop and all.
They told me there was about 100
families in those parts, but nobody
doing anything in a social way, but
as I took in the situation I saw a vis-
ion: I saw church houses, churches
and schools and the truth of Jehovah
as taught in the Bible and by the Bap._
tist people established in those parts.
I think there is a great future for that
country but some one will have to
bear the burden.—G. W. Jackson.

ANOTHER INDUSTRIAL
PROGRAM PRESENTED

DECLARE FOR “OPEN SHOP” AND
ACCEPT RIGHT OF STRIKE
OR LOCKOUT.

Washington. — Deadlocked in the
committee of fifteen, or the “steering
committee,” over labor’s proposal to
arbitrate the steel strike, has brought
about adjournment of the National In-
dustrial conference until Tuesday. In
the meantime the ‘‘steering commit-
tee” will hold a meeting in an attempt
to agree on a report to lay before the
conference when it reassembles.

Adjournment came after the confer-
ence had received the 'proposals of
the employers’ group declaring for the
principle of the open shop and affirm-
ing that “no employer should be re-
quired to deal with men or groups of
men who are not his employes or
chosen by or from among them.”

The latter principle created quite a
stir in the conference and was con-
sidered by some of the delegates as
approval of the stand taken by Judge
Bibert H. Gary, chairman of the Unit-
ed Steel corporation, in refusing to
meet the steel strikers.

Other principles enunciated in the }

declaration of the employer included:

Acceptance of the right of strike or|

lockout, except in the case of govern-
ment employes.

Opposition to sympathetic strikes
and lockouts. ¥y

Insistence on the function of man-
agement in directing industry.

Emphasis of shop unions as opposed
to the industrial councilg proposed
by organized labor.

A declaration that co-operative re-
lations between capital and Ilabor
should be worked out in individual

.establishments with due regard to lo-

‘cal factors, instead of along the lines
of entire industries, as suggested by
labor.
