COTTON MILL AGENT
MAKES TEXAS SURVEY

Possibilities of Texas as the great­
est textile mill state in the world arc 
being investigated by John A. Mc­
Pherson, engineer, representing the 
J. E. Sirrine Company of GreenviPe 
S. C., who was a visitor in Fort 
Worth Saturday.

In an informal conference with o f­
ficials ofthe Chamber of Commerce, 
McPherson declared there is no rea­
son why Texas should not be the 
greatest cotton manufacturing state 
in the world. The State has the raw 
product in larger volume than most 
any other section, the railroad facili­
ties and ports adequate to furnish 
ample shipping facilities, he said. On 
top of this, the State produces coal 
and fuel oil in volume, obviating the 
necessity of a mill sending to other 
states for a single essential to mill­
ing.

He is looking over the situation 
from an engineering point of view 
for the firm he represents.

The following' interesting .article 
war. published in the editorial col­
umns of the Fort Worth Star-Tele­
gram of August 30th and should be 
read by all persons concerned in the 
agricultural interests of Texas.

It has come to our notice that in 
County Commissioner’s Court has 
three or four counties-» |n Texas the. 
discontinued support W  thé county 
farm demonstration work. The reas­
on given in each case is that the 
times call for retrenchment in most,, 
if not all of these cases, local sup­
port has been provided through pri­
vate agencies and the work will go 
on, so that there will be no actual 
loss in the progress of the work. But 
the action of the county commission­
ers indicates that there is a woefu 
lack of appreciation of the real situa­
tion at present and of the real signifi 
car.ee of the work.

-The plain truth is that there is no 
public work going forward at presetq 
that is so. important as that of the 
county farm demonstration agents. 
This is not so obvious for the reason 
that the results are, for the most 
part, intangible and difficult to ap 
praise but that they are considerable 
and of permanent character here can 
be not the slightest doubt. The dif 
ficulty is that the work that needs 
doing most in directing of a county 
into the proper agricultural channels, 
will requirei years for accomplish­
ment, and this must be achieved in 
the face of great difficulties even 
under the most favorable conditions.

The average man does not appre­
ciate what is happening in Texas. 
The immense reduction in cotton ac­
reage has been due to a temporary 
condition, to be sure, but it is none 
the less part of a real crisis in agri­
culture in the South, and especially 
in Texas. We are at the cross road« 
If we attempt in the near future to 
return to a one crop sustem, or to in­
crease the production of cotton to 
anything like normal, we are doomed 
to discover that we have gone in the 
wrong djrecion. The ¡réduction of 
cotton acreage this year was forced, 
and in most instances does not repre 
sent the adoption of a real program 
of diversification. In many instan­
ces farmers have been compelled to 
make the best of things in a fashion 
that is not ini keeping with intelli­
gent diversification. In most instan 
ces, and we say $iat deliberately, 
there is no comprehensive idea among 
‘he people of the county as to what 
can be produced profitably and what 
¡the best,1 ivrogrhm Would, be. The 
need in these cases is intelligent 
study of the possibilities of the coun­
ty, and a soil and agricultural sur­
vey of the county and the working 
out of a comprehensive program. It 
is here that the county agent comes 
'n. No mere survey conducted in a 
single session can yield and contri­
bute toward a real program what a 
competent farm demonstration agent 
can gather_ and) contribute ip the 
course of his work from year to year 
an the first step that any country 
should take toward gong ahead agri­
culturally is to employ a competent 
farm demonstration agent.

It is because the real demand of 
the times is to drive ahead in this 
respect instead of to retrench on the 
few dollars it would cost, that the ac 
’ ion of these county commissioners 
is discouraging. It is the counties 
that drive ahead now and revise their 
agricultural programs now that are 
going to enjoy continued progress. 
There will be no miracles to be sure. 
Farm demonstration agents are not 
magicians. But for the money ex­
pended they will return in the course 
of a few years bigger dividends than 
any other agency upon which a coun­
ty may expend money. It is this 
that needs to be driven home at this 
time. Let every man who appreciates 
this fact talk it in season and out of 
season in his own community. What 
we need more counties with farm 
intelligent effort to direct their ag 
ricultural activities and that means 
that weneed more counties with farm 
«Jîemo,nlstiration agents, not less of 
them.
