- Second: Dickens county has been
conditionally granted about twice as
much state aid as it received last
year, notwithstanding the fact that
the aid was reduced one-fBurth, and
several thousand more schools ap-
plied for aid this year than last.

Third: There are sixty five teach-
ers in Dickens county, and ofly eight
have second grade certificates. Over
fifty per cent of the teachers of Tex
as now only hold secong grade cer’u‘
cates. Last year over fifty per cent
of Dickens county teachers held only
second grade certificates.

Fifth: Every school in Dickens
county, save one, have met the re-
quirements for state aid.

. The above 'is hentioned only for
the purpose of preparing yvour minds
for the suggestion which we are go-
ing to make. Dickens county is
awake to goo dschools and has made
the long sten in that direction. g
