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PROCEEDINGS OF DISTRICT 
i COURT NOW IN SESSION

The proceedings of the district 
court now in session indicates that 
the “ way of the transgressor is hard” 
since every case tried up to date has 
met with a conviction of guilt and a 
sentence to the penitentiary, except 
one in which thei*e was a hung jury 
reported to be eleven for conviction 
and one for acquittal. Each case 
tried was on a charge of transport­
ing whiskey.

Last week D. G. Brooks, charged 
with transporting whiskey, was found 
guilty and sentenced to one year 1 \ 
the penitentiary. His case was ap­
pealed to the higher courts.

Jim Shirley, was given a three year 
suspended sentence, charged wren tran 
sporting whiskey.

This week the first case tried was 
that of Bert Little, Charged with 
transporting whiskey, a mistrial re­
sulting and the case continued for 
the next term.

Charley Crausby, charged with 
transporting whiskey, met with con­
viction and a sentence of one year 
to the pen. An appeal bond was gjv 
en.

Roy Scott, transporting whiskey, 
found guilty and given a one year 
suspended sentence.

Wednesday afternoon the Joe Kim 
brough case, charged with bigamy, 
was called and continued for the term 
because of some fault in the indict­
ment., Upon the continuance of this 
case the petit jurymen summoned for 
service were dismissed, and only non- 
jurv cases will be tried during bal­
ance of court term.

The grand jury was also dismissed 
Wednesday afternoon, having found 
twenty three bills o f indictment, sub­
mitting the following report:
To Hon. J. H. Milam, District Judge,

District Court of Dickens County, 
Texas:

We the Grand Jury of Dickens 
County, at this term of Court do res­
pectfully submit our report;

1st. That we have exhausted every 
clue and effort to find Mr. Shephen- 
son and Mr. Wells, reported missing 
without success. We have found that 
the officers of Dickens County have 
faithfully and energetically made 
every effort to locate these two men.

2. That the officers of Dickens Coun 
ty are to be highly comimended on 
their work in enforcing the law and 
suppressing crime. We wish to thank 
the deputies and bailiffs for their 
prompt preduction of witnesses •
quested by the Grand Jury.

We have inspected the jail and find 
it to be in a safe and sanitary condi­
tion but can not commend the Court 
House closet. We wish to call atten­
tion to the roads of Dickens County, 
more especially to the fact that most 
of the road overseas ¡-re not using 
those who are subject to road work 
for the repair and improvement of 
the road system, and suggest that the 
Commissioner's Court see that* this 
be done according to law. «:

Also that the Commissioners' Court 
at its next term 'of Court take steps 
to see to the enforcement and pay­
ment of the unpaid taxes in Dickens 
County and collection thereof.

As the result of Sitr investigation 
we have found 23 true bills of indict 
ment.

Stamford, May 8.— Motion pic 
tures showing views of West Texas 
towns, irragated projects, mountains 
streams, wheat fields and other in- 
tresting feathures will shortly be tak­
en by the “ movie”  department of the 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce 
in its plan to thoroughly advertise 
West Texas over the United States.

Hamilton Wright has been appoint 
ed publicity manager, of the organi­
zation effective May 9th.

The West Texas Chamber of Com ­
merce proposes to issue a news ser­
vice for the larger papers of the coun 
try. When the moving picture depart 
ment begins to function edcational 
films will be sent out over all of 
West Texas. Other films will be sent 
to the North and East in a campaign 
to put “ West Texas across.”

LINE TO PLAINS DISTRICT

Messrs. John. King and Jim Sam­
ple, have formed a Petroleum Pro­
ducts Company and are now estab­
lishing a wholesale house in Spur, 
adjoining ^the railway tracks near 
the depot.

Dallas, June, 4.—-Representatives of 
the Cleburne Chamber of Commerce 
who joined with the Dallas Chamber 
of Commerce in presenting a proposal 
to the Santa Fe Railroad that a .line 
be constructed from Weatherford to' 
Crosbyton, untilizing the present 
route from Dallas to Cleburne and 
from Cleburne to Weatherford, were 
given no encouragement when they 
interviewed G. F. Pettibone, general 
manager of the Santa Fe lines in Tex 
as, yesterday in his private car here. 
Pettibone listened to the proposal 
and in an interview given to The Star 
Telegram this afternoon he makes it 
clear that the officials of the Santa 
Fe had no plans for the construction 
of a railroad from the Plains to any 
Central Texas point which would just 
ify their discussing, at the present 
time, proposed routes.

The formal statement of Pettibone 
follows: “ The interview with the Cle­
burne and Dallas representatives do 
not indicate, neither should it be tak­
en as giving any assurance that the 
Santa Fe company will in the near 
future undertake additional construe 
tion through the Plains country.

“ I have no information which 
would warrant the assumption that 
our company is intending to build at 
an early date. If, and when, the Sai 
ta Fe company decides upon build­
ing a railroad through the Plains 
country it seems to me it will be then 
time . enough to consider the routs 
which the road should take.”

Pettibone has recently visited the 
Plains country, but be said he had 
not made any tour of the inland re­
gion. He refused to talk about the 
attitude the Santa Fe company would 
have toward a projected line. Neit­
her he nor G. C. Merritt, his chief 
engineer, have any knowledge, he 
said, of any surveys that had been 
made north of Weatherford toward 
the Plains.

PURE BRED CATTLE
IN WEST TEXAS

The Hereford cattle originated in 
the County of Hereford, Great Brit­
ain.

Since these cattle originated in 
Hereford, or Herefordshire, as it is 
better known, naturally the breeders 
of America went to England to pur­
chase Herefords, and continued to 
import cattle from England to im 
prove their herds until the year of 
the recent war.

The first importation of Hereford

man named Williams Henry Sotham, 
a native o f Oxfordshire, who had 
originally come to thé States in 1831. 
Mr.Wilson sent Mr. Sotham to Eng­
land, and they imported 22 head of 
Hereford cattle, which were placed 
upon Mr. Coming’s farm near Al­
bany, N. Y., and were later bought 
by Mr. Sotham and removed to a 
farm at Blackroek, near Buffalo, N. 
Y.

Although making frequent chang­
es Herefords were exhibited at differ­
ent places in New York State for 
many years, and tipon occasion made

cattle from England is credited t o ,an exhibit at Louisville, Ky.
Mr. Henry Clay and Col. Lewis Many other importation were
Sanders, in the year 1817. In 1840 
Mr. Ebenezer Wilson, a beef pack­
er, of New York, had in his employ, 
as a cattle buyer, a young English-

made, and the Hereford cattle soon 
became nrominent and popular in all 
of the Middle West, Northeast and 
Atlantic States.

And when the breeders of West 
Texas requiredpure bred sires to im­
prove their herds of Mexican and 
Texas cows, they naturally went to 
the breeders of the Middle West; 
but many of the Texans were not 
¡satisfied, ándj imported . their ¡own 
six*es from England.

William Powell, an ^Englishman< 
who bred and handled Herefords ex­
tensively in Texas, imported many 
Herefords in 1872.

In the summer of 1883, Finch, 
Lord & Nelson arranged with J. K. 
Price & Son, of Williarnsville, 111., to 
make a joint importation from Eng­
land. They imported about 80 bulls 
and 20 cows. Out of this importation 
there was sold to Adair & Goodnight 
and delivered at Wichita Falls, Tex­
as, in March, 1884, 40 bulls at $400.00 
per head.

When the West Texans were not 
importing their cattle from England 
they were selecting the choicest spec­
imens from the herds of Amreica, 
and for a long time auctioneers of 
Hereford cattle depended upon the 
cattlemen of West Texas for their 
market.

In the spring of 1897, Col. C. C. 
Slaughter, owner of one of the lead­
ing herds of West Texas, bought a 
big lot of good bulls, including An­
cient Britian at $2,500.00; and in 
1899 Col. Slaughter created a sensa­
tion by paying $5,000.00 for Sir 
Bredw'ell, which he bought from Mr. 
Thos. F. B. Sotham, a son of the im­
porter I mentioned above'.

Several years ago the writer had 
the pleasure of driving all over the 
Midland country with Mr. Sotham, at 
which time he -was buying all of the 
good white-face stocker calves he 
could find for shipment to Illinois, 
where they were sold to the feeders 
of that state.

At the World’s Fair in 1904, the.-XV .
Seharbaurers, of Midland, paid 
$1,000.00 for the first-prize calf, 
Sagamore.

I will not bore the i*eaders with a 
list of many high-priced sires which 
our West Texas breeders have select­
ed, but want to say that they have al­
ways bought the best, until today the 
world is convinced that the choicest 
Hereford cattle are located in West 
Texas.

It is ^generally conceded that 
Messrs. Gudgeil & Simpson, of Inde­
pendence, Mo., have done more for 
the advancement of Herefords than 
any other breeders in America, and 
many breeders insist that the name 
of Gudgeil & Simpson on a pedigree 
of pure-bred Hei'efords adds consid­
erably to the value. Messrs. Gudgeil 
& Simpson imported many cattle 
from England, and always found 
their best buyeils, both for males 
and females, in Texas; and when the1 
Gudgeil & Simpson herd was dis-J 
persed and the buyers of the Middle I 
West could no longer go to this firm j 
for such animals as they needed to ; 
increase and improve their herds, the 
prairies of West Texas were scoured 
for pure-bred Hereford bulls which 
for many years had been doing ser 
vice producing steers and grade cows, 
and placed these sires at the head of 
pure-bred herds in the North and 
Middle West. Many5 of the pure-j 
bred cows were shipped back to Mis-; 
souri, Nebraska and Iowa, but in the i 
most instances the Texas breeders | 
have refused to part with their cows, jI

They have, however, been tempted 
by the fabulous prices offered for the! 
sires, and many of them have been 
moved from the barb-wire pastures j 
of West Texas to padded stalls in the 
states above mentioned.

Beat! Randolph and ,Garl’sl Mis­
chief both did service on ranches a 
few miles west of Midland, and now 
Beau Randolph is one of the best ad­
vertised bulls in America, and is do­
ing service at the head of the herd 
of Gaudreault & Son, in Nebraska, 
while Carl’s Mischief has won many 
'Champions since he left Texas, and 
is now at the head of the herd of 
Biggs & Son, in Oklahoma.

Beau Capitan is another famous 
bull that was shipped into West Tex­
as .Towel! & Jowell, and later sold 
to Mr. Moser, of Kansas City, and is 
now famous as the sire of Beau Best, 
at the head of the herd of the Goods 
of Missouri.

Hereford, Texas, is now at the head 
of the Sullivan herd, in Colorado.

I could go on and name many more 
instances of the same, but do not 
wish to make you think that all of 
the best bulls of West Texas have 
been shipped out or that all of the 
best bulls of West Texas originated 
in other.states, because with the seed 
stock that the Wejst Texans have

J

been selecting for the past fifty years, 
they are now producing Hereford 
cattle which are, if not superior, 
equal to those produced in Hereford­
shire itself.

1. As far as I have been able to 
test them, the cross, when high grade 
is immune from all diseases. I have 
sent them to the coast, our tick-in­
fested country; none of the full 
bloods have died, and of the one- 
eights one out of three have died.

2. They thrive and do well on less 
food than other cattle. They put or. 
more flesh for the food they eat 
than any animal known, but do not 
carry the great extra fat which is a 
waste in common cattle. 'Their tal­
low is worth from two and one-haif 
to three cents more on the pound.

3. In my efforts to establish this 
race, I hope to establish the four­
teenth rib the same as the buffalo. 
This varies greatly— a few of the 
high grades have the extra rib. Time 
and patience alone can add this per­
fectly. This will insure greater har­
dihood and a longer and deeper line.

4. They live to a great age and 
produce. They do not get as light 
when old as other cattle.

5. They will cut off the range 70 
per cent to the gross weight. It does 
not take as much, range for them as 
common cattle. The cows will weigh 
from 1,100 to 1,600 pounds.

6. They do not drift in storms.
7. They do not run from heel flie;. 

They rise on their fore feet instead 
of their hind feet, which enables 
them to rise when much weaker. This 
causes much loss in common, cattle. 
They never lie down with their back 
down the slant. This causes much 
loss in range hejrds.

8. Under same conditions they are 
more gentle than either race. They 
are good mothers and thoroughly 
protect their young. They do not 
seem to want to run, and so far as 1 
know none has shown a disposition 
to fight.

9. They locate and do not have a 
tendency to ramble as other cattle.

10. They carry more brains than 
common ¡ciattle, hence' take better 
care of themselves. This of course, 
comes from the buffalo side, and is 
carried in proportion to the blood of 
the animal.

There are many other small points 
in their favor.— Henry M. Halff, 
Midland, Texas.

He reports about an inch rain ae 
Highway Tuesday morning. He re­
cently returned from a two weeks 
visit to the Eastland county oil belt 
where be owns some land near oil 
developments. During the heightb. 
of the oil K<om in that section Mr. 
Jones leased a few acres of his land 
for a considerable sum, and was off­
ered six hundred dollars an acre for 
two hundred acres moi*e of his hold­
ings, which he failed to accept. He 
is now offering to give the lease on 
the two hundred acres to any con­
cern with the assurance of having a 
well drilled.

BEING PROMOTED IN SPUR

Last week the Spur Chamber of 
Commerce had a. called meeting for 
the purpose of considering the orgahi 
zation of a feed crushing company 
now being promoted by Eb Johnson, 
and the following prospectus was sub 
mitted and endorsed:

Object: The utilization aL home
grown feeds, especially the grain sor­
ghums. It is contemplated to crush 
this feed and mix therewith such 
other products, including perhaps cot 
ton seed meal and syrup or molasses, 
as will make a balanced ration for 
live stock. It is the opinion that in 
this way may be utilized a large pro­
portion of the feed grown in this im­
mediate section for which there is 
little or no market and which is so 
largely wasted.
As conditions permit and suggest the 
company intends to feed cattle In a 
limited, oonseiwative way.

Capital Stock: It is purposed to
incorporate a company with stock of 
$25,000.00 the stock to have a par 
value of $100.00, nonassessable. 
Those subscribing will be expected 
to pay 50 per cent in cash, and evi­
dence the balance by their personal 
note due November 1, 1922, bearing 
interest at the rate of 8 per cent. 
There is to be no promotion expense 
of any nature.

Management: It is contemplated
that Mr. Eb Johnson, of Spur, Tex­
as, now Manager of the Citizens Gin 
and Power Company, and of the Spur 
Oil Mill Company, will manage the 
contemplated company. He will bs 
willing for the first year, and until 
the plant is entirely successful, to 
limit his salary to $100.00 per month. 
At all times the Board of Directors 
would endeavor to see that the plant 
was managed economically .

Murder, in the first degree, with an 
eighteen year penitentiary sentence, 
was the verdict returned by the jury 
in the case of R. L. Storey, charged 
with the murder of Marion Jordan; 
and whose trial came up in this weeks 
term of district court.

The jury was presented with the 
case and went out yesterday after­
noon at 5:30, and there was seemingly 
no hindrance to a decision except the 
determination of Storey’s penitentia­
ry sentence. The evidence in the case 
quickly led to a unanimous verdict of 
‘‘guilty,”  but it is reported that some 
of the jurors' ¡favored seventy-five 
years in prison, while, others would 
have: made it five years.. About ten 
o’clock this morning the jury return­
ed to the court room and asked to be 
dismissed, stating that they were un­
able to agree on the length of the pri­
son sentence; but they were charged 
to go back, and reach a decision. 
After an hour of further considera­
tion, they agreed on the eighteen year 
term, and the verdict was read to 
the court.

According to the evidence introduc 
ed by the State, Storey had shot Ma­
rion Jordan m cold blood, with a 
pistol, from behind the latter’s back; 
without giving the deceased an oppor­
tunity to defend himself. It is said 
that there had been some drinking 
among a group of men, including Ma­
rion Jordan, R. L. Storey, George

Barnes, and a man named Simpson 
The evidence, of the defense statec 
that Jordan had insulted Story’s wife 
by cursing in her presence, and thai 
she had told her husband, who in turr 
took it up with Jordan. However 
when the cross examining of the Stat* 
was gone into, it developed that Storej 
had not talked to his wife between the 
time she is reported to have been in­
sulted and the time when Jordan wac 
killed; so that the argument seem­
ingly had'nothing to do with the al­
leged insult. This was the chid 
ground on which the defense hoped tc 
secure a lighter sentence, reducing the 
crime to manslaughter; but the fact 
that Storey was unable to corrobor­
ate the time o f his conversation with 
Mrs. Storey practically made this 
claim void. - The defense plead sell 
protection, on the part of Storey, bas 
ing the trouble on the alledged insult 

The self protection theory was not 
in accord with the evidence introduc­
ed by witnesses for the State, and 
with the fact that Jordan was shot 
in the back of the head as he was go­
ing into the house. District Attorney 
Leake and Judge Morton handled the 
case well, and consumed very little 
time in presenting it to the jury.

R. L. Storey leaves a wife and three 
children behind him. He will prob­
ably be sent to the penitentiary with­
in the next week.— The Childress 
Index.

In a preliminary ¡statement Mr.
! Werner says:

“ I have been hopeful that Judge 
Napier or some other strong candi­
date with time to do so would make 
an active canvass against Governor 
Neff for a second term and'am most 
regretful that Judge Napier has 
been compelled to withdraw. I shall 
be able’ to make only a very partial 
canvass, of course. Considering the 
plight of the schools of Texas—-city 
and rural— I shall devote myself 
principally to that matter. But I atn 
also of decided opinion that Gov­
ernor Neff has fallen far short in 
many other matters and that he i3 
lacking in the moral courage which 
should be possessed by the executive 
of Texas.

“ The plight of the schools of the 
State is most pitiful and yet the Gov 
emor, with petitions, letters, tele­
grams memorials piled high upon ids 
desk (unless he has thrown them in­
to the waste basket), delays in call­
ing a special session of the Legisla­
ture, the only thing which may be le­
gally done, to find a remedy for tbo 
situation. The members of the Legis 
lature are; fully as patriotic as is the 
Governor, ,and his strictures upm 
them are not deserved. I am convinc 
ed that the members of the Legisla­
ture would, if called together, speed­
ily find remedy for the deplorable 
condition o f the schools of the State 
and, in his stubborn refusal to adopt 
this course, Governor Neff is adding 
to the perplexities of the dilemma 
which confronts thousands of teach ­
ers, other thousands of trustees and 
more than a million school children 
with their parents. There is no issue 
so pressing at this moment as the fu ■ 
ture of the public schools o f the State 
and I charge that Governor Neff is 
row directly responsible for that con 
dition in that he has, without just 
cause and with no plausible reason, 
¡refused «to take the constitutional 
step to provide a remedy.

Mr. Warner was for many years 
managing editor of the Houston Pcsf 
prior to removing to Paris, where he 
took charge of the Paris Morning 
News. He is one of the best-know/.* 
newspaper men of Texas.
