There is not
50-cent moving picture show inviting
his purse every night, there is no 50-
cent ball game or $1 matinee almost
constantly asking the patronage of
himself and his family in the after-

PLANT SOME KIND OF FORAGE
SUPPLEMENT GRAIN SHORTAGE

s

Just at present a very deplorable
situation prevails in Dickens county,
as in most of the West, with regards
to the feed situation. Weé go into
the winter facing an undeniable short
age of feed. This shortage is due in
part, of course, to the dry weather,
but more directly to the fact that
very few farmers planted a sufficient
acreage in feed to have made enough
feed to do them had the season been
more favorable,

At this time of year there seems
but one way in which to offset this
shortage, and that is through the
planting of either wheat or rye for
winter grazing, and this, in order to
be profitable, should be done at once.
It is hardly worth while to wait for
more rain before planting, las the
cost of seed and labor are trifling as
compared with the possible grazing
to be secured should there be suffi
cient rain. A piece of rather tight
firm ground which will not blow too
badly should be selected, and seed
drilled in as soon as possible. A rea.
sonable mixture of oats with t}la
wheat is very desirable, as the oats
will make grazing somewhat earlier
than the wheat, but will probably be
winter killed later in the season.

If every farmer in Dickens county
will sow a few acres of winter graz-
ing it will mean a thousand dollars
saved on feed bills. Both rye and
wheat for planting are available here
in the county, and this should be done
before the season is further advanc-
ed if best results are to be had.—R.
B. Johnston, County Agricultural

We know of no better way than
to caponize them. 4(By' ‘caponizing
them, they will grow about two
months longer, they will grow a lit-
tle larger, the meat will bring more
per pound, they will make a more
economical gain and may be sold at
2 time of the year when all poultry
meat is worth more on all markets.
It is true that at the present time
capons are a scarce and more or
less unknown article on the market,
vet we believe that by the time peo-
ple generally practice -caponizing
they will have fmade a place for
themselves on all markets. In fact
more and more the markets are
calling for them.

There appears to be a general im-
pression that capons grow to beinz
twice as large as unsexed males.
This is not true because experience
and experimental data clearly shows
that they increase in size only about
at the rate of one pound per six
péund bird. By that we mean a
six pound cockerel will grow into
a 7 pound capon and a 10 or 12
pound cockerel will grow into a 12
pound eapon. The increased size
not so much as the increased qual-
ity of the meat is what makes cap-
on growing profitable.
