IDENTIFY YOUR
TAX RETURN

“When will I get my refund?”
is one of the most frequent tax
questions according to Ellis
Campbell, Jr., District Director
of Internal Revenue. He said
that the failure to receive a
refund — check or savings bond
— is usually caused by illegible
names or addresses.

Mr. Campbell said that it is
permissible to sign your name at
the bottom of the return the
way you always sign your name,
even if your signature is a hur-
ried scrawl. At the top of the re-
turn, however, your name
should also be carefully printed
or typed along with your social
security number. In other
words, eliminate any doubt as
to who you are and where you
live.

Each year thousands of re-
fund checks are returned to In-
ternal Revenue offices because
the postman cannot deliver
them.

Director Campbell said that
if the taxpayer has moved, he
should show his new address to
promptly receive refunds and
other mail from Internal Re-
venue. If he moves after filing,
a forwarding address should be
left with the post office.

Loans are made only to bor-
rowers who cannot obtain credit
from banks, Production Credit
Assoclations, and other conven-
tional lenders.

Mr. Cappleman reported that
in 1963 Farmers Home Admin-
istration supervised loan pro-
grams had two major results
of importance to the economy
of the state.

“Loan to family farmers en-
abled them to make a major
contribution to the well being
and progress of the state's ag-
riculture during 1963,” he said.

“In addition, Farmers Home
Administration loan services for
the broader rural community
resulted in new homes and bet-
ter rural neighborhoods in
many parts of ihe state. These
services of Farmers Home Ad-
ministration were expanded in
1963. We believe they will con-
tinue to grow in line with in-
creased emphasis of national
and state leaders on rural and
area development programs”
Mr., Cappleman said.

Mr. Cappleman gave the fol-
lowing breakdown of FHA's loan
programs in Texas for 1963.

A total of $35,000,000 went to
6,755 Texas farmers to pay for
equipment, feed, seed, livestock
for other farm and home oper-
ating needs, and to refinance
chattel debts, carry out forestry
purposes, and develop income-
producing recreational enter-
prises.

Farm ownership loans total-
ing about $10,000,000 were used
by 436 farmers to enlarge, deve-
lop, and buy farms not larger
than family size, and to refin-
ance debts, carry out forestry
purposes and develop income-
producing recreation enter-
prises.

Emergency loans amounting
to an estimated $18,000,000 were
made to 3,785 farmers to as-
sist in maintaining normal
farming operations following
the various emergencies in dif-
ferent sections of Texas such
as drouth, excessive rain, storms
or tornados, insect damage, etc.

Rural housing loans estimat-
ed at $6,000,000 were made to
671 farmers and other rural
residents.

Water development and soil
conservation loans totaled an
estimated $5,300,000.

Immunization against diph-
theria should start at a very
early age, possibly two to three
months. Physiclans today rou-
tinely give the “DPT” shots to
babies, immunizing against
diphtheria, pertussis (Whooping
cough), and tetanus (lockjaw)
at the same time. Another In-
jection several months later is
recommended for full protec-
tion, plus boosters every few
years as the child grows.

Your doctor will be aware of
the schedule of shots, and what
shots are needed in your fam-
ily. If your children haven't
had a booster diphtheria shot
in the last three years, ask your
doctor to bring your family’s
protection up to par.

If someone in your family is
exposed to diphtheria, check
with your doctor immediatey as
to whether a shot of diphtheria
antitoxin is needed. This is a
short-term protection, lasting
only a few weeks, that may help
prevent the disease after expo-
sure.

Immunization can prevent
diphtheria. Even though the
disease is almost gone, enough
cases still occur to make diph-
theria a threat to the unim-
munized, or to those whose
shots are too far in the past
to be effective.

SHEEP: A
TEXAS PARADOX

College Station — Texas, the
nation’s leading sheep prodnc-
ing state, is one of the lowest
consumers of lamb, says Frank
Orts, meats specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

The national average per cap-

ita consumption of lamb is
about five pounds per year
while Texans eat only 25

pounds per capita. according to
the specialist. Some states, such
as California consume as much
as 13 to 15 pouncs per person
yearly,
The specialist says that the
main reason for this paradox is
that Texans have come to think
that all lamb is strong smelling
when cooking and greasy when
eaten. He points out that this
is due mainly to improper cook-
ing and preparation of lamb.
In the cooking of lamb Orts
advises that low heat be used,
not over 300 degrees F. and he
warns the housewives not to

Ten March of Dimes Medical

Advances Are Listed

Ten March of Dimes-financed projec!; in birth defects
and arthritis have been cited by The National Foundation

for outstanding progress in

1963.

“In 1963 the arthritis riddle continued to baffle the ex-
perts and despite many informative studies by scientists,

nosignificant breakthroughs
concerning cause or preven-
tion were reported,” accord-
ing to Dr, Theodore E. Boyd,
the organization’s director
of scientific research.

“In birth defects research,
grogress was more promising,”

e stated. “New light was shed
on the genetic code of life, on
how a baby develops normall
and abnormally in the wom
and on the causes of some of
the hundreds of defects which
affect more than a quarter of
a million newborns in the U, S.
each year.”

Dr. Boyd reported that in
1963 The National Foundation-
March of Dimes awarded more
than $3,812,000 for research
grants. Dr. William S. Clark,
medical director, also called at-
tention to the continued rapid
growth of the Foundation's
treatment and research center
program.

There are now 48 March of
Dimes centers for birth defects
and 29 for artbritis across the
country, he said. Aplgroximate-
ly 1,000 National Foundation
chapters granted more than
$1,500,000 to finance such cen-
ters in 1963,

The list of top ten March
of Dimes-financed projects and
achievements follows:

1. Test for Galactosemia, De-
velopment of an accurate blood
test to detect both victims and
symptom-free carriers of an in-
herited chemical defect called
galactosemia, which causes
mental retardation in babies
when they drink milk., Test
perfected by Dr. Arthur Rob-
inson and associates at the
University of Colorado.

Test for Maple Syrup
Urine Disease. Development of
a simple blood test to identify
infants with an inherited condi-
tion named maple syrup urine
disease, because of a teiltale
odor to the urine of its victims.
The condition involves abnor-
malities in body chemistry and
generally resulls in death by
the age of two.

Austin, Tex. — A controver-
sial section of the new Texas
Regulatory Loan Act, passed
last year after 36 years of Legis-
lative wrangling over loan con-
trol, has been declared uncon-
stitutional.

District Judge Herman Jones
of Austin held invalid the pro-
vision that at least 51 percent
of stock in lending firms oper-
ating in Texas must be owned
by Texans.

Jones emphasized this was
the only section of the 1963 act
affected by his ruling in a suit
brought by three out-of-state.
firms.

The companies whose subsi-
diaries operate in at least eight
Texas cities charged the in-
state ownership requirement
violated state and federal due
process and equal protection
guarantees.

American Investment Com-
pany, a Delaware Corporation;
Industrial Finance and Thrift
Corporation of Louisiana; and
Consolidated Credit Company
of Charlotte, N. C,, joined by a
number of other out-of-state
firms, instigated the suit.

Their subsidiaries operate in
Houston, Dallas, San Antonio,
Fort Worth, El Paso, Waco,
Texarkana and Arlington.

Regulatory Loan Commission-
er Frank Miskell refused
licenses to them.

2,703 Deaths Listed
On Texas Highways
For Last Year

Auvstin — The Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety reported
today that a preliminary count
of traffic deaths in the state
for 1663 shows that 2,703 per-
sons were killed — by far the
greatest toll in history.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr.,, DPS
director, noted that this mears
282 more persons died in traffic
last year than in 1962, or an in-
crease of approximately 12 per-
cent. He also pointed out that
the 1963 toll of lives was 92
greater than the previous all-
time high of 2,611 in 1956.

DPS Statistical Services said
it is estimated that when all

“The records indicate consis-
tently that speed too fast for
conditions is the most prevalent
law violation involved in fatal
accidents. The second most fre-
quent factor involved in fatal
accidents is driving while drink-
ing. and the third is driving
0si the wrong side of the road.
A combination of these things
often is involved. And we do
know that in almost every fatal
accident there is at least one
violation of some traffic law in-
volved.

“Therefore, it would seem that
the best explanation for the up-
ward spiral in traffic fatalities,
both in Texas and in the na-
tion, would be a combination

regard for the law.

“As for the matter of speed,
we cannot over-emphasize that
the Texas law clearly states that
no vehicle shall be driven at a
speed greater than that which
is reasonable and prudent for
existing conditions. This holds
true regardless of what the
posted limits may be.

“In other words, the law
clearly places the responsibility
for not exceeding safe driving
speeds upon the driver himself.

Meats Are Featured
This Week

College Station — Choices at

the supermarket this week may
include many of the specially

priced meat cuts, says Mrs.
Gwendolyne Clyatt, Extension
Service consumer marketing
specialist.

Retail prices of red meats and
poultry are to the consumer’s
advantage, she emphasizes.
Specials on beefsteaks and
roasts, most smoked pork cuts
and chops, fryers, chicken hens
and turkeys can save money.
Late January is the low sup-
ply period for fresh vegetabls,
but it coincides with the in-
creased use of processed vege-
tables and fruits. Recent cold
weather and changes from one
growing area to another have
slowed growth and supplies of
head iettuce. As a result, most
head lettuce is only medium in
size, below average quality, and
slightly higher in cost.

Canned foods come to the
front as good eating for cold
weather Emphasis is being giv-
en canncd corn, tomato juice
and clingstone peaches. The
1963 canned corn pack was larg-
er than expected and more than
80 percent graded fancy quality.

There’ll be more smaller sized
grapefruit on the market in
the next few weeks, for Florida
grapefruit shippers voted earli-
er this 'nonth to ship a smaller
fruit. This friut is designated
as size 112, is the seedless vari-
ety, and includes both white
and pink. Until the recent ac-
tion, nothing smaller than size
96 could leave the state.

Food Store Offer
More Variety,
And Abundance

College Station — Food stores
offer more variety and abund-
ance for their customers than
ever before,

A recent survey in one fcod
market showed that 85 different
cuts of meat-or poultry were of-
fered, and this did not include
cold cuts or seafood, says Mrs.
Gwendolyne Clyatt, Extension
Service consumer marketing
specialist.

Many large food stores offer-
ed more than 70 different varie-
ties of canned vegetables and
the choice in one store was from
as many as 100 varieties. There
were nine different varieties of
canned green beans, not to
mention fresh and frozen green
beans. One store in the survey
offered 262 different combina-
tions of can sizes, brands and
varieties of vegetables alone.

Variety isn’t the only service
consumers enjoy from modern
food stores, the specialist says.
Convenience is another.

“Consumers have come to ex-
pect convenience in the form of
late hours and seven-day ser-
vice, and convenience in the
form and package of the food,”
Mrs. Clyatt says.
