Not from a
group of politicions who appro-
priate our money in the name of
the “general welfare” — and
not from a band of "gubuc—
spirited citizens who ought
the  nation needed cars and so
passed the hat to collect the
money.

The billion dollars of profit
came from millions and millions
of Americans who decided —
voluntarily, each as an indivi-
dual — that the low-cost car
was worth more than the money
involved. So each of these
Americans contributed $10 or
$15 apiece to Henry Ford's pro-
fit — and recelved iIn return a
whole new world of transporta-
tion convenience,

And there’s the profit; profits
are received from consumers
who freely decide that they too
can profit from each transac-
tion. The businessman gets his
monetary profit — while the
buyer receives a product that he
wants to have more than he
wants the money involved. Both
profit.

Take away the businessman’s
monetary profit and you auto-
matically take away the profit
the consumer receives in in-
creased pleasure and well-being.

Today, profits are being de-
stroyed by confiscatory tax
rates and back-breaking federal
regulations. When we succeed in
taking the government out of
our economic affairs, we will all
profit in many new ways.

We all profit — and it's justi-
fied, not by the use to which
profit is put, but because it is a
reward for human effort.

How much profit is too
much? There's no such thing as
“too much” profit -~ for high
profits mean a high standard of
living for all of us.

Remember, home accidents such
as falls and fires are the iead-
ing non-vehical cause of death
in Texas. Some 1400 persons
lose their lives in home acci-

were injured in home accidents,
an Increase of six percent over
the previous year. Some 110,000
of the injuries resulted in per-
manent impairment.
