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We suffered through a pretty 
rough time last Suixday at the 
hands of some law officials in 
Ooleman for i ,  minor traffic o f­
fense, whldh we were given to 
understand by a deputy was a 
result of the editorial that was 
published in this paper last 
week. This is a poor way to try 
to influence the press, since 
most weekly newspapermen 
have much in common with the 
mule—strong back, weak mind, 
and stubbomess—but the cir­
cumstances lead us to believe 
that this is what happened.

If so, we are not the first 
newsman to be persecuted for 
trying to do his Job, nor will we 
be the last. We know that any 
time we speak out on a problem 
with a controversial nature, we 
are risking retalliatlon of some 
sort or another, usually in the 
form of the advertiser who re­
fuses to support a paper that 
does not think exactly as he 
does, failing to see that he wants 
to limit freedom of the press by 
his attitude and actions. We 
have always said what we think 
needs to be said, although In 
many Instances it has been with 
considerable c(mcem about the 
repercussions. This is our job. 
As we have often said in this 
paper, we don’t pretend to 
think that we are always right, 
or that our answers are always 
the right answers—but if we 
start some thought about the 
problems, we have served our 
purpose.

We have to admit that we 
provided the perfect opening 
for what happened Sunday. We 
have been devoting so much of 
time to this paper that we 
neglected to take care of cer­
tain personal responsibilities, 
but we feel the way In which the 
Incident was handled leaves 
much to be desired. The press 
and public officials can either 
cooperate, or they can feud. We 
have witnessed some of the 
problems that have arisen in 
other communities when such 
feuds get started, and they are 
mutually damaging. The press 
can be one of the most impor­
tant partners of the public (^~ 
flclal in doing his job, and the 
officeholder can be of great 
a.sslstance to the news^per m 
the paper’s effort to bring the 
important news to its readers. 
We have enjoyed such a re­
lationship with most of the 
elected officials hereabouts, and 
we hope that this continues, but 
we reserve the right to say 
whatever we feel needs to be 
said, whether right or vrrong.

We encourage debate on any 
position taken in this paper, and 
are happy to Prlnt any views 
that may be submitted lo us. 
parUcularly If they disaeree 
with us, since we want our read­
ers to get every side of a quest­
ion. And if anyone feels that we 
have printed anything untrue or 
unfair, there are laws through 
which that person can seek re­
dress. We not only suggest. 1 ^  
we urge anyone who thinks we 
have published anything untrue 
or unfair about them to file 
libel action against us and let 
the courts decide. 'This 
proper way. We are positive that
we have never
but i f  we had, we would be trie 
first to want the situation cor- 
rected*

Now we will probably be su ^  
by some other newsman who 
didn’t like our comparing him 
to a donkey earlier in this tir­
ade We will just have to tell 
him. too, that we Just have to 
call ’em like we see ’em, and that 
we will continue to do so.

Santa Anna Schools Receive $23,480.05 
For New Educational Programs Here
The Santa Anna Independent 

School District has been okayed 
to receive $22,423.85 under Title 
1, and $1,057.20 under Title 2 of 
the Federal government’s Elem­
entary and Secondary Education 
Act of 1965.

The Title 1 portion of the 
program is established to pro« 
vide funds to add special and 
remedial teachers to assist stu­
dents who need additional work 
In one subject or another. In 
Santa Anna, the funds will pro­
vide for three additional teach- 

\ ers, and four teachers aides.
One of the new teachers will 

work with the first four grades,

from the Federal government 
may not be used to finance ex­
isting programs, but must be 
used to provide additional edu­
cational opportunities not now 
available in the school system.

Perry said the program will 
get underway here as soon as 
the required personnel are hired. 
Licensed teachers wiH be requir­
ed to fill the three remedial 
teachirig posts. The teacher aides 
will be required to be higs school 
graduates. Perry said it would i 
be preferable if they could type. 
Preference will be given to per­
sons who may have some college 
credits in education, if any of

lege experience. Perry said that 
anyone interested in applying 
for the remedial teacher or 
the teacher aide positions should 
contact him. Applications fori 
both types of position are being! 
solicited, he said. The remedial 
teaching positions wll pay state 
scale for teachers, and the 
teacher aide positions will pay 
ten dollars per day.

Commissioner White said that 
by constant Inspection and regu­
lation of scales, “The division in­
sures that a store will not give 
an underweight, and the consu­
mer will not get one.”

“In either case, the store will 
suffer,” Commissioner White 
said. Customers resent being 
short-weighted and the slightest 
indication of incorrect weighting 
can badly damage a store’s repu­
tation and consequently its bus­
iness.

COnON REPORT

A facelifting of the Texas 
roadside scene is about to take 
place.

Governor John Connally has 
pledged full Cooperation with 
the Federal Government in con­
nection with the new Highway 
Beautification Act. A legislative 
council committee here now is 
considering the legal steps 
necessary in Texas to enforce 
provisions of the Act. This to 
prevent loss of US funds.

State Highway Engineer D. O. 
Greer is outlining an initial plan 
of compliance with the Federal 
law which proposes control of 
scenery spoiling billboards and 
junkyards and general scenic 
enhancement along 17,589 miles 
of Texas’ Federal Aid highways 
alone.

Texas Highway Department. 
Greer reports, already is taking 
steps to put into effect an eX' 
panded program of landscaping 
and beautification, at a cost of 
about $10,000,000. Program will 
cover a two year period and will 
Include planting projects, rest 
areas, irrigation systems and 
possible scenic easements at sel­
ected overlooks and natural 
beauty spots.

Greer anticipates Texas will 
Bet about $6,000,000 a year in 
Federal funds for this work.

He has called for a complete 
inventory of junkyards and large 
outdoor advertising signs and 
devices within 660 feet of high­
ways.

Some of the junkyards, Greer 
emphasized, will be screened by 
plantings, fences and other 
means in the near future.

Meanwhile, information from 
the inventories will be used in 
studies of needed state leglsla- j tlon, including zoning o f indus­
trial and commercial areas along 
the state highway system as cal­
led for in the beautification act.
