Suxvey Commlttz_e
Sets Tour Sunday

A barn built in the 1870,
1878 . ranch . house, a 1856 tom
an 1857 cemetery and even the
grave of a famous cow will. be
the main stops of the Coleman
County Historical tour Sunday.

The tour, which leaves from/
the east side of the courthouse
at 1:30 p.m., is sponsored by
the Cobleman County Historical
Survey Committee, Mrs. Mau-
rine Burroughs, chairman. Mrs.
C. D. Bruce of Santa Anna is
tour chairman.

First stop on the tour will be
the Rafter 3 Ranch with the
early 1870 barn built by Clay
Mann. Except for the outside,
the structure is the original
barn, made from elm and pecan
lumber from the old sawmill be-
low Camp Colorado.

Also at the Rafter 3 Ranch is
the rock fence constructed by a
former slave called “80 John”
(whose real name was John
Wallace) about the same time
as the barn was built. The
Mann cattle brand was an 80 on
the left hip. Mann sold the

ranch in 1884 to Joe P. Morris,
who added thousands of acres
but kept the Rafter 3 headquar-
|ters at the same spot.
' “The second stop on the tour
will be the 8. C. Edmundson
home, built about 1878 by Sam
Gholson, a cattleman. The old
rock barn near the house was
an outpost of Camp Colorado
with slits for guns still visible.
According to reports, the out-
post was manned by small de-
tachments from the post.
Camp Colorado, one of a
chain of western forts built to
protect settlers from the In-
dians, will be the third stop.
The fort was first constructed
on the Mukewater in 1856 and
moved a year later to the Jim
Ned site. At one time, it in-
cluded a number of stone build-
ings and a stone corral to pro-
tect horses from Indians. Troops
were stationed at the fort until
1861 when the Civil War began.
After the war the post was

never manned and fell into dis-
repair. Henry Sackett bought
the property and in 1891 built |
a ranch house using stone from !
the post buildings. The old
guardhouse was left and at-
tached to the back of the'
home—the only remaining part;
cf the original post.

A replica of the headquarters
building was erected in the‘
Coleman City Park in 1936.

The tour’s fourth stop will be |
the marble monument of the .
first registered Hereford cow
brought to Coleman County.
The monument reads: “Breeze

21st, 31984.”
W. C. Dibrell came to Cole-
man County in 1883 and

bought the ranch near Camp
Colorado in open range days. In
1887 he attended the State Fair
in Dallas and saw a group of
English Hereford cattle on
exhibit. He bought two bulls
and two cows, and even though
tick fever got one bull and gne
cow, Breeze and a bull survived.

The Herefords were a novel-
ty in the Coleman area at that
time and attracted attention.

Fifth stop on the tour will be
the Camp Colorado Cemetery
which was located in 1857 for
burial of soldiers lost from in-
juries and sickness. The civil-
ians of the area placed their
dead there, and it became a
community cemetery. Some of
the markers are cut by profes-
sionals, and some by amateurs.

The Coleman tour is open to
the public. No admission will be
charged. !

To Recognize All

'State Secretaries

AUSTIN — Dedication of an
Official Texas Historical Mark-
er recoghizing the First Seere-
tary of State of Texas — Char-
les Bellinger Stewart and com-
memorating the services of all
those who have held that office,
will be held in Montgomery on
June 17, according to John
Ben Shepperd of Odessa, presi-
dent of the Texas State Histori-
cal Survey Committee.

Charles B. Stewart (1806-
1885) who still has several de-
scendants living in Montgomery
County, became Secretary of
State of the Republic of Texas
in November, 1835 and was one
of the signers of the Texas Dec~
laration of Independence. He
also helped write the Constitu-
tion of the Republic in 1836, as
well as the State of Texas in
1845.

“The Official Marker will con-
tain the names and period of
service of every Secretary of
State and will also include a
history of the duties of the of-
fice,” Shepperd stated.

The 17 living Secretaries of
State and the descendants of
the 69 deceased officials have
been invited to the dedication.

John L. Hill, now serving as
Texas’ 86th Secretary of State,
who was recently appointed by
Governor Connally, will make
the dedicatory address, Shep-
perd stated.
