A very interesting and infor­
mative demonstration of the use 
o f  various mechanical teacher’s 
aids for classroom and general 
instruction Ir the local school 
system was given by Supt. Cul­
len Perry at the Lions Club 
meeting Tuesday at nooti.

Bejuipment demonstrated in­
cluded a copying machine, an 
overhead projector and a visual 
reading projector. It was ex­
plained that the copying mach­
ine was used extensively by 
classroom teachers and cffice 
persom el for duplication o f var­
ious forms and papers. The 
overhead projector allows teach­
ers to project problems, assign­
ments and various other mat­
erials on an overhead screen in 
full view of students for more 
efficient classroom instruction. 
The visual reader is used to in­
crease the reading speed of a 
student.

Reserved seat tickets for the '

cording to announcement from 
school officials this week. 1

A chr-nge in the procedure of 
selling reserved seats in Moun­
taineer Stadium is being made 
this year, due to interest of the 
public in past seasons.

Plans for the coming season 
call for selling of the reserved 
seats for the five home games 
and the purchaser will receive a 
card which wdll admit him to 
the reserved section in the stad­
ium. The reserved tickets are 
selling for $1.25 for the seasra.

Admission tickets to the game 
must be purchased at the g.ote 
for each game, and season tick­
ets naay be purchased before the 
first home game. District rules 
provide for general admission 
prices of $1.25 per game, hence 
season tickets for five home 
games will total $6.25.

It is hoped that the change in 
procedure will cause the reserv­
ed section to be mo.’e complete­
ly sold out. Two hundred tick­
ets were printed for the 1965 
season and only about half were’ 
sold. The new procedure will al­
low the flexibility of a football 
fan holding a reserved seat but 
not being forced to purchase a 
season ticket to hold it. The 
cost of admission will be spread 
out over the season, and this 
should be o f benefit to many 
fans who have found the im­
mediate cost of all tickets at 
one time too heavy.

Season tickets and reserved 
tickets are being prepared in a 
different format which will re-, 
duce printing costs since seasoia 
tickets will not carry seat nam- 
bers. Seat numbers will be on 
the reserved seat ticket.

Tickets are being put on sale 
by the Athletic Department of 
the school.

Dr. Moore has served the local 
congregation and the communi­
ty with fervor and zeal, accept­
ing each responsibility with 
eagerne.ss and enthusiasm, for 
the past twenty three years. 
His retirement ^̂ '1I1 no doubt 
leave a vacuiun in the church 
as if a giant pillar had been 
withdrawn.

Dr. Moore delivered liis regu­
lar eleven o ’clock sermon, which 
was followed by spreading of 
lunch at the noon hour Sun­
day. After the lunch hour, mem­
bers assembled in the sanctuary 
where they heard Mrs. Jack 
Allen deliver a very touching 
and befitting eulogy of Dr. 
Moore’s services and devotion 
to his church and congregation 
throughout the years.

A cash gift of $1151.00 was 
then presented to the pastor 
by Mrs. Allen from the congre­
gation, a token of their love 
and high esteem in which he 
was held. A beautiful tribute 
to a wonderful person was read 
in conjimctlon with the gift 
presentation, with all members 
forming a Friendship Circle and 
singing “ Blest Be The Tie That 
Binds.’’

And, so ended the pastorial 
services of Dr. Ben Moore at 
the local church.

Following is the complete 
text of the eulogy as read from 
the pulpit by Mrs. Allen:

•Tn August, 1943, the resigna­
tion of Rev. M. L. Womack, 
\vho had .*<frved as our pastor 
for tlio prfvioHS iourtcen years, 
created a vacancy In our pul­
pit. Tile church had just com­
pleted a wonderful meeting, 
led by Dr. y.am Jcckel, chat en­
abled us tn withstand being

of Drownwcx)d Presbytery, say 
Ing, T can preach for you the 
fifth Sunday in October.’ On 
October 31, 1943, the tall power- 
lul figure o f Ben II. Moore stood 
in our pulpit for the first time 
and preached the Word of God. 
He returned the following Sun­
day, November 7, and a call was 
extenaed for an indefinite time, 
which he accepted.

“It was much more simple to 
secure a pastor those days than 
now. This was to be the begin­
ning of a long, fruitful ministry. 
What better bargain from .such 
a small start -i— a penny post 
card?

“ It was difficult at times for 
Dr. Moore to get here because 
of gas and tire rationing dur­
ing World War II. He would 
come on the 'little doodle bug’ 
train that ran through here 
at that time and would have to 
catch it about 4:00 for the re­
turn trip. As soon as restric­
tions were lifted he secured a 
car and would come spend the 
day with us.

“ It would be Impossible to 
write a complete account of this 
man’s ministry here; but we 
know d full record is recorded 
in Heaven’s Book. To refresh 
our memory may we list some 
of the events.

“ As life comes and goes there 
was a luneral the first month 
of his ministry — that being 
Mrs. E. F. Land. The first baby 
to be baptized was Jeffery Dan­
iel. Th ■ fifst marriage being 
that of Gale Collkr a-nd Jack 
Allen.

“ It \v‘;s early in hi.s minlstrj- 
bere that CMe Collirr organized 
and directed tht: Youth Choir- 
the fruits o f which can b<> .seen 
on any S u n d a y  m o r n i n g  
throughout the far corners of

our laud as her ‘products’ make 
a ‘joyfu’ noise unto the Lord.’

“ The securing of the Fellow­
ship Hall in 1948 was the first 
big pro.1ect requiring large ex­
penditures, to be undertaken by 
our church under Dr. Moore’s 
leadership. The relative ease 
with which it was done showed 
us what wonders God can per­
form. Next came the remodeling [ Santa Anna, 
of the manse in 1957.

“The last meeting of the 
Brownwood Presbytery was held 
In our church in December,
1959. It was then consolidated 
into the larger Brazos Pre.sby- 
tery. It is a coincidence the 
last meeting of the Brazos Pres­
bytery attended by Dr. Moore as 
our pastor, was held here on 
July 12, 1966. This was one of 
the many examples through the 
years of our ‘little’ church doing 
a ‘big’ Job through the dynamic 
positive vision of this man of 
God.

In 1955, we gi-anted Dr. Moore 
u four month leave o f absence 
to make a trip to Europe. This

When the Department o f Ag­
riculture recently announced an 
increase In the 1967 wheat al­
lotment, it was also announced 
that there would be no diversion 
program for 1967.

In 1967, a producer can plant 
his entire allotment — with­
out any diversion — and be eli­
gible for certificates and a price- 
support loan.

It was pointed out that wheat 
■growers participatirig in the 
1987 wheat program will again 
be guaranteed full parity on the 
oart of their wheat crop which 
is allocated for domestic food 
use. For each participating 
farm, this will be the project­
ed production on 40 percent o f 
the wheat allotment.

The domestic marketing cer­
tificates, available on this “ do­
mestic” wheat, will be valued at 
the difference between full par­
ity as of July 1, 1967, and the 
$1.25 loan value aomounced for 
the 1967 crop. (The certificate 
value for the 1966 crop is $1.32 
per bushel.)

Since there’s no diversion pro­
gram for wheat for the 1967 
crop. It Is Important for farm­
ers with small wheat allotments 
who have been diverting all or 
a part o f their wheat allotment 
for payment to remember that 
diversion p-asmients are no long­
er available and no income can 
be derived from the wheat pro­
gram in 1967 unless the crop is 
planted.

Further details on this and 
other program provisions o f the 
1967 wheat program are avail­
able from youi ASC County 
Committee.

Washington, D. C.—The news 
media shouts dally the crisis in 
our large American cities. In 
most issues of every «newspaper 
is the report o f racial strife, 
rising crime rates, the threat 
o f air and water pollution, in­
adequate transportation facili­
ties, overcrowded schools and 
hospitals and low treasuries.

Funds to provide needed ser­
vices to the great population is 
an increasing challenge for city 
governments, and the natural 
result is for them to turn in des­
peration to the Federal Treasury 
for their money sources'.*

In the meantime, cities and 
communities aggressively com­
pete with one another for new 
industry to provide jobs for 
their burgeoning populations 
and to generate new tax reven­
ues. Cities of high industrial 
development work with busi­
ness leaders to hold the busi­
ness-industrial base V hich they 
already have, and to broaden it.

There are no answers in sight 
to the bulk o f problems faced 
by our great cities, but it is ap­
parent that millions o f  residents 
o f the great metropolitan areas 
desire improvements in the qual­
ity o f their living. Many o f these 
people were attracted to the 
city in the first place because 
the economic opportunities in

the rural and small towns ap- 
(>eared to be less and less at­
tractive.

The fact remains that there 
should be increasing opportun­
ity in such places as our great 
Central West Texas area. It 
should attract new busine.ss and 
Industry on which a regional 
economy can be greatly stregth- 
ened. We have the people, the 
community leadership, the cli­
mate, the transportation struc­
ture, recreational f a c i l i t i e s  
which afford a pleasant life of 
friendly cities and towns where 
families can put down roots and 
feel at home. We have the rich 
mineral and agricultural re­
sources which provide the es­
sential raw materials for -num­
erous Industrial enterprises.

The age old problem of water 
continues to be exactly that — 
a problem. But this handicap 
can and will be overcome be­
cause of pure old necessity.

The great Central West Texas 
area offers unlike any other 
area in the State and, in fact, 
unlike any other area anywhere 
in the Country, which has oth­
er resources to go with a place 
to expand.

The State Water Development 
Board, now in the process of 
holding hearings over the State, 
has said that Central West Tex­
as and West Texas are not to 
share in the distribution of 
water within the State, but, 
rather, must look outside the

State’s borders for Itsj water
supply. With this suggestion 
and recommendation we can 
not agree.

Estimates of population as a 
basis of need were developed 
by a survey made by the Uni­
versity o f Texas, which showed 
our immediate area not to be 
sharing in the increase in pop­
ulation as coinpared to other 
parts of the State. As was said 
to the Water Board holding its 
hearing in Abilene on July 18, 
it is a matter of which comes 
first, the chicken or the egg. It 
is surely true that if we do not 
have water as a primary con­
sideration along with other re­
sources, our population and ec­
onomic advances may not com ­
pare favorably with other areas 
in the State, but with water and 
the other natural advantages 
we have to offer, our area 
should advance and expand be­
yond the percentage ascribed to 
certain other areas.

The bidding for Industry is 
already highly competitive be­
tween localities and will doubt­
less become more so. Not only 
is it competitive between neigh­
boring communities, but it is 
competitive between regions 

(and States. Some cities and 
I towns have voted tax exempt 
bonds to provide facilities to at­
tract industries, which has 
brought loud complaint from 
areas in the North and East 
from which industry is invited 
to move.

On the other hand it is pos­
sible that Congress may, in a 
year or two ahead, consider 
some form of Incentive plan to 
assist new plant construction 
in the more rural and small 
town communities. Legislation 
may be proposed, providing Fed­
eral Income Tax incentative for 
such development, although 
there is no doubt it will draw 
opposition from Representatives 
from the large cities. There is 
precedent for it, set some years 
ago by Congress in approving 
legislation to help disperse in­
dustries as prime targets in the 
event of nuclear attack. This 
theory could be applied to our 
normal economy.

Ixx:al leadership and dedica­
tion to future development is 
the first prime Ingredient for 
success.

ZOWIE! ’The friendly advisers 
had added that the rise would 
be six feet and the time would 
be 2 pan.

The Ranger and his staff no­
tified the unbelieving guests 
they had five hours to quietly 
fold their tents, pack up their 
equipment, move back up on 
higher ground and enjoy the 
water show.

Garner, the first state park 
ever to approach the 1,000,000 
annual visitation mark, had its 
usual thousands. And they 
lolned the river bank evacuees, 
all very skeptical, what with 
the sun shining and the birds 
singing and the air very fresh 
from the dainty shower.

But the highway folks had 
calculated well whta wolduaph 
calculated well what would hap­
pen when up to seven inches of 
rain cascaded down the barren 
canyons. Almost on the dot at 
2 p.m. here came a modest wall 
3i  water, about like a boat wake, 
said Oliver. Slowly the stream 
climbed six feet, covering the 
bank camp area.

South Zone Dove 
Hunters Get Break

South Zone hunters will 
again open the mourning dove 
season just preceding the peak 
population o f this popular fea­
thered migrant, according to E. 
A. Walker, director of wildlife 
services for the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department.

He said this was assured when 
the Texas Parks auid Wildlife 
Commission set September 24 
as the opening South Zone date.

Walker pointed out that the 
Department had collected con­
siderable data on the mourning 
dove population trends during 
the last five years and the De­
partment’s recommendation for 
the early opening date to the 
Commission was based on this 
material.

The season on mourning doves 
will be the same as last year 
in the North Zone.

Dates are September 1 through 
October 30 for 60 “ half days” 
o f shooting. The South Zone

season will run from September 
24 thi'cugn November 22, except 
In those counties having a 
whitewing season where it wiE 
be September 3, 4, 5, 9, 10, and 
11, and September 24 througb 
November 16.

Shooting hours for both spe­
cies will be from noon to sun­
set. The daily bag limit for eaiEi 
species will be 12 birds each, 
and the possession limit after 
the first day will be 24 birds o f  
each species.

SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 33 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 6, Ar­
ticle XVI, (institution of the 
State of Texas, to authorize 
state participation in programs 
financed with funds from pri­
vate or federal sources and 
conducted by local level or 
other private, nonsectarian as­
sociations, groups, and non-
f»rofit organizations for estab- 
ishing and equipping facilities 

for assisting the blind, crip­
pled, or othei-wise physically 
or mentally handicapped in 
becoming gainfully employed, 
for their rehabilitation or res­
toration, or for providing 
other services essential for 
the better care and treatment 
of the handicapped.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 6, 

Article XVT, Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amend­
ed to read as follows;

"Section 6. (a) No appro­
priation for private or indi­
vidual purposes shall be made, 
unless authorized by this Con­
stitution. A regular state­
ment, under oath, and an ac­
count of the receipts and ex­
penditures of all public mon­
ey shall be published annual­
ly, in such manner as shall 
be prescribed by law,

“ (b) State agencies charged 
with the responsibility of pro­
viding services to those who 
are blind, crippled, or other­
wise physically or mentally 
handicapped may accept mon­
ey from private or federal 
sources, designated by the 
private or federal souree as 
money to be used in and es­
tablishing and equipping facil­
ities for assisting those who 
are blind, crippled, or other­
wise physically or mentally 
handicapped in becoming gain­
fully employed, in rehabilitat­
ing and restoring the handi­

capped, and in providing other 
services determined by the 
state agency to be essential 
for the better care and treat­
ment of the handicapped. 
Money accepted under this 
subsection is state money. 
State agencies may spend 
money _ accepted under this 
subsection, and no other mon- 

 ̂ey, for specific programs and
firojects to be conducted by 
ocal level or other private, 

n o n s e c t a r i a n  a s s o r i a -  
tions, groups, and nonprofit 
organizations, in establishing 
and equipping facilities for as­
sisting those who are blind, 
crippled, or otherwise physic­
ally or mentally handicapped 
in becoming gainfully employ­
ed, in rehabilitating and re­
storing the handicapped, and 
in providing other services de­
termined by the state agency 
to be essential for the better 
care or treatment of the 
handicapped.

“ The state agencies may de­
posit money accepted under 
this subsection either in the 
state treasury or in other se­
cure depositories. The money 
may not be expended for any 
purpose other than the pur­
pose for which it was given. 
Notwithstanding any other 
provision of this Constitution, 
the state agencies may expend 
money accepted under this 
subsection without the neces­
sity of an appropriation, un­
less the Legislature, by law, 
requires that the money be 
expended only on appropria­
tion. The Legislature may 
prohibit state agencies from 
accepting money under this 
subsection or may regulate 
the amount of money ac­
cepted, the way the accep­
tance and expenditure of the 
money is administered, and 
the purposes for which the 
state agencies may expend the 
money. Money accepted under 
this subsection for a purpose 
prohibited by the Legislature 
shall be returned to the entity 
that gave the money.

“ This subsection does not 
prohibit state agencies au­

thorized to render services to 
the handicapped from con­
tracting with privately-owiK-d 
or local facilities for neces­
sary ami essential services, 
subject to such conditions, 
standards, and procedures as 

be prescribed by law.” 
Sec. 2. llte foregoing Con- 

stitutioaal Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified voters of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1966, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed on 
them the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional 
.Amendment authorizing as­
sistance to the blind, crip-
filed, or otherwise physical- 
y or mentally handicapped, 

in the form of grants of 
public funds obtained from 
private or federal sources 
only, to local level or other 
private, nonsectarian asso­
ciations, groups, and non­
profit organizations for es­
tablishing and equipping 
facilities to assist the 
handicapped in becoming 
gainfully employed, for 
their rehabilitation or res­
toration, or for providing 
other services essential for 
the better care and treat­
ment of the handicapped.” 
“ AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment author­
izing assistance to the blind, 
crippled, or othci'wisc phys­
ically or mentally handicap­
ped, in the foi-m of grants 
of public funds, obtained 
from private or federal 
sources only, to local level 
or other private, nonsec­
tarian associations, groups, 
and nonprofit organizations 
for establishing and equip-
iiing facilities to assist the 
landicapped in becoming 
gainfully employed, for 
tlieir rehabilitation or res­
toration, or for providing 
other sendees essential for 
the better care and treat­
ment of the handicapped.” 
Sec. :i. The Governor of the

48 proposing an 
Amendment to Ai-ticle IX of 
the Constitution of the State 
of Texas, providing the meth­
od and manner for dissolution 
of hospital districts created 
under Article IX of the Con­
stitution.
BE IT RFJ50LVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 9,

Ai'ticle IX of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be 
amended to read as follows:

“ Section 9. The Lepslature 
may by law provide for the 
creation, establishment, main­
tenance and operation of hos­
pital districts composed of one 
or more counties or all or any 
part of one or more counties 
with power to issue bonds for 
the purchase, construction, ac­
quisition, repair or renovation 
of buildings and improvements 
and equipping same, for hos­
pital pui^oses; providing for 
the transfer to the hospital 
district of the title to any 
land, buildings, improvements 
and equipment located wholly 
within the district which may 
be jointly or separately owned 
by any city, town or county, 
providing that any district so 
created shall assume full re­
sponsibility for providing 
medical and hospital care for 
its needy inhabitants and as­
sume the outstanding indebt­
edness incurred by cities, 
towns and counties for hos­
pital purposes prior to the 
creation of the district, if 
same are located wholly with­
in its boundaries, and a pro 
rata portion of such indebted­
ness based upon the then last 
approved tax assessment rolls 
of the included cities, towns 
and counties if less than all

the territory thereof is includ­
ed within the district bound­
aries; providing that after its 
creation no other municipality 
or political subdivision shall 
have the power to levy taxes 
or issue bonds or other obli- 
g;ations for hospital purposes 
or for providing medical care 
within the boundaries of the 
district: providing for the levy 
of annual taxes at a rate not 
to exceed seventy-five cents 
(75c) on the One Hundred 
Dollar valuation of all taxable 
property within such district 
for the purpose of meeting 
the requirements of the dis­
trict’s bonds, the indebtedness 
assumed by it and its main­
tenance and operating ex­
penses, providing that such 
district shall not be created 
or such tax authorized unless 
approved by a majority of the 
qualified property taxpaying 
electors thereof voting at an 
election called for the pur­
pose; and providing further 
that the suppoit and mainte­
nance of the district’s hospi­
tal system shall never become 
a charge against or obligation 
of the Stated of Texas nor 
shall any direct appropriation 
be made by the Legislature 
for the construction, mainte­
nance or improvement of any 
of the facilities of such dis­
trict.

Provided, however, that no 
district shall be created ex­
cept by act of the Legislature 
and then only after thirty 
(30) days’ public notice to the 
district affected, and in no 
event may the Legislature 
provide for a district to he 
created without the affirma­
tive vote of a majority of the 
taxpaying voters in the dis­
trict conceiTied.

The Legislature may also 
provide for the dissolution of 
hospital districts provided that 
a process is affoixicd by stat­
ute for:

(1) determining the desire 
of a majority of the qualified 
voters within the district to 
dissolve it;

(2) disposing of or trans­
ferring the assets, if any, of 
the district; and

(3) satisfying the debts and 
bond obligrations, if any, of the 
district, in such manner as to 
protect the interest of the 
citizens within the district, in­
cluding their collective prop­
erty nghts in the assets and, 
property of the district, pro­
vided, however, that any grant 
from federal funds, however 
dispensed, shall be considered 
an obligation to be repaid in 
satisfaction and provided that 
no election to dissolve shall 
be held more often than once 
each year. In such connection, 
the statute shall provide 
against disposal or transfer of 
the assets of the district ex­
cept for due compensation un­
less such assets are transferred 
to another governmental agen­
cy, such as a county, embra­
cing such district and_ using 
such transferred assets in such 
a way as to benefit citizens 
fonnerly within the district.

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
the fii-st Tuesday after the 
rirst Monday in November, 
1966, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

“ FOR the constitutional 
amendment providing the 
method and manner for dis­
solution of hospital dis­
tricts.
“ AGAINST the constitu­
tional amendment providing 
the method and manner for 
dis.'jolution of hospital dis­
tricts.”
Sec. .3. The Governor of the 

State of Texas shall issue the 
nece.csary pi'oclamation for 
the election and this amend­
ment shall bn published in the 
manner and for the leng;th of 
time as required by the Con­
stitution and laws of this 
State.

Section 1. That Section 2 of 

Article VI of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be 
amended, effective February 
1, 1968, by deleting the fol­
lowing language:

“ and provided further, that 
any voter who is subject to 
pay a poll tax under the laws 
of the State of Texas shall 
have paid said tax before of­
fering to vote at any election 
in this State and hold a re­
ceipt showing that said poll 
tax was paid before the first 
day of Februa^ next preced­
ing such election. Or if said 
voter riiall have lost or mis­
placed said tax receipt, he or 
she, as the case may be, shall 
be entitled to vote upon mak­
ing affidavit before any of­
ficer authorized to administer 
oaths that such tax receipt 
has been lost. Such affidavit 
shall be in writing and left 
with the judge of the election. 
The husband may pay the poll 
tax of his wife and receive 
the receipt therefor. In like 
manner, the wife may pay the 
poll tax of her husband and
receive the receipt therefor.” 
and by substituting therefor 
the following language: 

“ provided, however, that be­
fore offering to vote at an 
election a voter shall have 
registered annually, but such 
requirement for re|:i8tration 
shall not be considered a 
qualification of an elector 
within the meaning of the 
term 'qualified elector* as 
used In any other Article of 
this (Constitution in respect to 
any matter except qualifica­
tion and eligibility to vote at 
an election. Any legislation 
enacted in anticipation of the 
adoption of this Amendment 
shall not be invalid because 
of its anticipatory nature.”

“ Section 2a. (a) Notwith­
standing any other provision 
of this Constitution, the Leg­
islature may enact laws and 
provide a method of registra­
tion, including the time of 
such registration, permitting 
any person who is qualified to 
vote in this State except for 
the residence requirements 
within a county or district, as 
set forth in Section 2 of this 
Article, to vote for (1) elec­
tors for President and Vice 
President of the United States 
and (2) all offices, questions

or propositions to be voted on 
by all electors throughout 
this State.
