But the most tantalizing as-
]pect of sailfishing and the
thing that keeps anglers pant-
ing after sails year after year
is their behavior at the bait.
These fish are often difficult
to find, and when located they
are sometimes impossible to
hook. For some reason, a
fish that is tough to hook al-
most always is gnaranteed a
spot on the top-ten popular-
ity list.

According to Tom Paugh,
Salt-Water Fishing Editor of
SPORTS AFIELD Magazine,
there are myriad how-to-
hook-a-sailfish attack plans.
One angler told Tom he al-
ways counts to four and then
socks it to ’em. Another in-
sisted the magic number is
15. A good fisherman Tom
knows insists that you should
let the line run “and as soon
as you feel a little slack, set
the drag and hit.” However,
the more common feeling is
that the time to hook your
fish is when the line starts to
move out rapidly, indicating
the sail has felt the hook.

It’s nice to have hooked
enough sails to be classified
as an experienced sail-fish-
erman. Then you too can have
an opinion. But fishing for
Atlantic -salis is pretty spot-
ty in most places. Pacific
sailfishing is better. In the
first place Pacific sails are
bigger. The record Atlantic
sail is 141 pounds, 1 ounce; the
Pacific record is 221 pounds.
A 90 pound fish is really good
in the Atlantic; only average
in Pacific. As yet little evi-
dence exists to indicate that
sailfish from the two rceans
are ceparate species. Pacific
sails are caught in southern
California and farther south.
{ The Gulf of Mexico provides
excellent fishing for Atlan-
tic sails.

Imperfect they may be, but
sails are popular. They are
exciting at the bait and fam-
ed for their gallant leaping
fight. Unless you intend tlo
mount your fish or have good
reason to believe that you
have established a new re-
cord, your sail should be re-
leased. It sometimes seems
hard to believe that a played-
out sail, regurgitated stomach
dangling from its mouth, will

What does the law mean by
a “dangerous instrumental-

{ity”? Obvious examples are
lguns and cars, the use of
which by children is often

regulated by local statute.

But an instrumentality is
not classified as dangerous
just because it is possible to
hurt someone with it. Take
this case:

During a game of cowboys,
a small boy inadvertently
struck his playmate in the
eye with a toy pistol. Could
the boy’s parents be held lia-
ble on the ground that they
had entrusted a “dangerous
instrumentality” to their son?

No, ruled a court, for that
would be stretching language
{too far. They judge said:

“The toy pistol is universal-
ly accepted as a child’s play
thing., If the instrumentality
is not inherently dangerous
and there is no negligence in
its use, there is no liability
even though, because of ac-
cident, damage is caused.”

MOVES ON

Governor Smith has signed
into law bills to raise state
|employee retirement bene-
fits an average 10 per cent
and to raise from five to six
and a half per cent the maxi-
mura interest rate on state
and local bonds.

The Senate passed 30-0
and sent to the House a com-
promise workmen’s compen-
satior; reform bill, raising
top benefits from $35 to $4¢0
a week for injured or ill
workers. Senate also passed
a proposed constitutional
amendment to authorize ap-
propriation of funds for gov-
erors - elect between general

Duek hunting in Texas as|

a favorite sport of the ont-
doorsmen has been in the
proce~s of evolution during
the past few years.

It wasn't too long ago when

the waterfowl hunter headed

to a nearby lake or river or

to the Gulf of Mexico for his
pleasure. But times have
changed.

Several factors have con-
tributed to this change. One
is an ever-expanding complex
of farm ponds and stock
tanks. Ten years ago water
supply was dictated by avail-
able rivers and lakes. But
not any more. More and
more tanks are popping up
on the landscape every day,
offering spots for ducks to
alight and feed. True there
are fewer ducks today, but
also they are spread thin-
ner over more waters.

This decrease in duck po-
pulation also has contribut-
ed to the change in duck
hunting. At one time the
daily limit dwindled to two.
This made an elaborate trip
not worthwhile, There just
wasn’'t much incentive to get
up before dawn, head for a
duck blind which had requir-
ed hours to construct, sit pa-
tiently in the dismal cold and
wait for ducks to hit the
scene. One flock could come
winging in and -—Kkaploie—
your limit was filled. All
that preparation for one flur-
ry of action?

At the same time there was
a drastic reduction in the
number of canvasbacks and
redheads, the most predem-
inaate species on the Texas
coast. A coastal ftrip just
wasn't worth it, not when you
couldn’'t shoot “eans or réd-
heads anyway. Emphasis was
off the diver ducks, like cans
and redheads, and was put on
puddler ducks, species like
the mallard, teal and gadwall.

Yes. duck hunting has
changed. But that doesn’t
mean it isn’t sporty anymore.
There’s new Kkind of duck
hunting available' today that

iyou can enjoy at a fraction of

the cost and with little pre-
. yet you ‘can
still kill just as many ducks.

This “plain vanilla” duck
hunting is done on stock
tanks. Basically, there are

two ways you can go about it.
One is conventional , duck
hunting with decoys. The
other is stalking ‘ducks and
jump shooting them, Both
have their merits.

The former is for the hunt-
er who enjoys seeing a flock
of ducks coming in to a
stool of imitations, watching
them circle warily and then
finally lock their wings and
drop in unsuspectingly.

Since puddler ducks, like
mallards, teal and gadwalls,
habitually travel and feed ‘in
small bunches, you won't

Just place your decoys out
about five yards from shore
and space them widely. A
tight knit bunch of decoys
indiLates to wary ducks ver-
head that it is an uneasy,
unsettled gathering.

Ducks, when they first a-
light, tend to remain tight-
ly bunched, until they have
had time to look things over.
Later they’ll disperse to feed.
Present an overall picture of
serenity, one of ducks feed-
ing. This will bring others
unsuspectingly into the am-
bush.

Just remember to put out
fresh decoys each trip. Don't
make the mistake of leaving
them in the water indefinite-
ly. When ducks visit a pond
in the afternoon, they will
detect that their “brethern”
are fakes and they’ll have lit-
tle appeal later.

And in this day
and time, the ouldoorsman
must learn to make do with
what he’s got. Try duck
hunting once and you’ll ad-
mit it’s fun.
