WATER WILL BE ONE OF the most critical issues
in the amendment voting on August 5. What will hap-
pen in Texas in the next 30 years is at stake.

As most West Texans know, the water table in the
western half of the state has been on a gradual decline
for a number of years. Consequently somewhere in the
future, that area is going to have to look elsewhere
for water.

The amendment looks far ahead and, as we must
also, faces the possibility of doing without water unless
the voters of the state approve the amendment.

The cost of the plan is in amounts impossible for
us to visualize. We can’t conceive what $9 billion would
be like, but we can imagine what it would be like to
have to do without water. As to the cost, Texas’ share
would be $3.5 ‘billion with local, state and federal gov-
ernment sharing in the cost. ‘

Why worry about it? If we don’t start now, we will
be ungble to cope with the water needs in 30 years
unless we do. The project is enormous. It will take a
lot of time to complete, and we need to get an early
start to assure that we will not have to do without water
in the future.

The plan looks forward 50 years. With the de-
velopment of our water resources, and the imported
supply from the Mississippi river, we can look for an
ample supply of water until the year 2020. But as it is,
by the end of the century, Texas will not have enough
water to operate and develop low rainfall areas.

We urge you to study this amendment, and vote
for it on August 5. —WTH

THE DEPARTMENT oif Health, Education and
Welfare seems to have taken authority beyond that
conferred upon it by Congress. They have even stepped
beyond the rulings of the Supreme Court, and decided
that the freedom of choice decree in school integration
was not good enough.

HEW has ruled that regardless of a school’s efforts
to abide by the rulings of the Court, they must trans-
fer students \zherever necessary in order to bring
about a balance of the races.

We do not believe that this was ever the intent of
Congress when they passed the civil rights bills, nor
can we believe that it is the intent of the Supreme
Court, even though they have done more legislating
than they have ruling in the reign of the recent ultra
liberal justices.

No one, of any race, wants to see his child trans-
ferred out of his district just to maintain a racial
balance.

A case in point is Anderson High School in Austin.
The enrollment is largely Negro. According to HEW’s
ruling, the school would have to be done away with.
But the patrons of the school raised such a fuss that the
Austin Board decided to keep the school. They have
pride in their school, and it is one of the better schools
in that city. Even though the students were largely
Negro children, they wanted it kept that way.

We. believe that it is time for Congress to start
putting pressure on HEW to stay within the bounds of

What is sonar?

Have you ever seen ants
carrying sticks or pebbles? A
scientist once saw an ant lift-
ing a stone out of its nest en-
trance, He took both the ant.

He
found that the stone weighed
52 times as much as the ant.
If a man of average weight
were as strong as the ant is
for its weight, he wculd be
able to lift nearly 4 tons.

The light from the stars
passes through the earth’s
atmosphere before reaching
your eyes. Within the atmos-
phere, at an altitude of 80,000
to 45,000 feet, is a layer of air
that is called the twinkling
layer. As the light from a star .
passes through the twinkling
layer, the light shifts and
continuously
seems to twinkle. Scientists
do not know what causes the
starlight’s path to change and
shift.
