Social Security 
Payments Total 
$3,400,404 Here

Some 4,40!) people in East- 
land county received a total 
of $3,400,404 in social security 
benefits in 1065, R R Tuley, 
Jr., social security district 
manager in Abilene, revealed, 
today, an increase cf $464,083 
and 340 people over 1964.

A large part of the increase 
in payments resulted from 
changes made by tho So< ial 
Security Amendments of 1965, 
Tuley said. Those change» 
which were in addition to the 
new program of Dealt i insur­
ance for the aged, included a 
7 per cent increase in monthly 
benefits retroactive t- > 
aiy 1965; benefits for widows 
as early us 60; benefits for 
full-time students between 18 
and 32; benefits for some peo­
ple over 72 who hadn’t worked 
long enough to get so 1 se- 
i urity before; and th iy- 
rnent of disability In urance 
benefits to workers who are 
unable to work because of a 
cl: ability that lasts 12 months 
or more.

“ In addition," Tuley contin­
ued, “ a good many oldor p i- 
ple, u|X)n applying for medi­
c a r e ,  fouund t h e y  were 
eligible for regular social 
security benefits, too, AH n 
all, the 1965 figures for East- 
land County include 2.443 re­
tired workers, 311 disabled 
workers and their funiihc:, 
and 1,173 wives and children 
of retired or deceased work­
ers. In addition, 567 widows, 
widowers, or dependent, age 1 
parents received benefits. Th - 
Eastland County beneficial: 
ity retirement b e n e f i t  f>r 
cry man, woman, and child 
amounted to $72.30 in 1965.”

Pour o ff this wa­
ter and rinse the iron with 
dist.lled or demineralized wa­
ter.

If this does not com­
pletely e’ean the iron, repeat 
the procedure.
