The scholastic population of Mitch­
ell county is 2.130, according to  a re­
port just Issued by the State D epart­
ment of Education, and the to tal ap­
portionment at $6.81 per capita Is 
114,500.50 for the 1912-13 term . Two 
thousand seventy-six of our school 
children are whites and 54 are  negroes. 
The to;,al number of school children 
over seven and uuder seventeen years 
of age in Texas is 1 017,133, and 812,- 
896 are white and 204237 are colored. 
The males number 515,603, and the fe­
males 501,530. Tho total apportion­
m ents are $6 967,361 for the state.

It is customary to m ultiply the 
scholastic population by five in order 
to ascertain  the true population of the 
county, and on this basis Mitchell 
county has a population of 10,650, an 
increase of 1,694 over the federal cen­
sus of 1910.

FISH CULTURE.

There will never in all probability- 
be u time when the price of meat will 
he very much lower in this country 
than now. There is little more graz­
ing areas to be utilized and tho cost of 
raising bay and grain to feed the ca t­
tle is expensive. Unless a substitute 
is found for pork and beef, the price of 
both will continue to be prohibitive to 
a large class of people. And just 
here is where the possibilities of a 
much neglected industry looms on the 
horizon. Here is where the farm  fish 
pond comes to-^Jio front. With a small 
pond on his farm, well stocked with 
hurdy fish, the average farm er can sell 
all his meat if necessary and still live 
well a t home. Many farmer» in West­
ern Kansas more than 100 miles from 
any stream , have built up a paying 
business in supplying tho cities and 
towns near them with fresh fish. The 
water Irf pumped from the ground as 
for irrigation and tho ponds kept filled 
with pure fresh water. The govern­
m ent-supplies tho fish to M art and 
buys all the farm ers will sell. They 
can not supply the demand from local 
dealers while the superiority of fresh 
water fish over fish from the sea gives

them a ready market.
