To the County Superintendent and 
Members of County Board of Educa­
tion:—Tim Thirty-third Legislature 
enacted a law amending Article 2894, 
Chapter 18, Title 48 of the Revised 
Civil Statutes of 1911, so at. to permit 
all pupils over seven years of age and 
not over twenty-one years of age on 
the first day o f the acholastic year to 
attend, free of charge, the public 
schools. The law, however, does not 
change the manner of taking the scho­
lastic census, and the state apportion­
ment will, as heretofore, be made up­
on tho basis of the enumeration of 
children between the ages of seven 
and seventeen.

This law has the effect of making it 
obligatory upon each common school 
or indeendpent school district to pro­
vide free school privileges for all pu­
pils residing in the district between 
the ages of seven and twenty-one 
years. Free high school tuition must 
be provided either In the school o f 
the district In which the high school 
pupils reside, or in the high school of 
an adjacent or convenient district. 
White the apportionment of Bchool 
funds to the district will be determin­
ed by the number of scholastics In the j 
district between the age« af seven and 
seventeen years, It should be under- \ 
stood by all school officials that the 
apportionment made to the district 
is In law as much for the benefit of all | 
pupils over seventeen and under twen­
ty-one years of age as it is for the | 
benefit of pupils between the ages of 
seven and seventeen years. In other 
words, the law makes no discrlmina-! 
tion between the rightu of scholastics 
enrolled in the census enumeration 
and the rights o f scholastics not en­
rolled in the census enumeration. 
Under no circumstances does the law 
contemplate that any pupil between 
seven and twenty-one years of age 
shall be deprived qf the right to at­
tend a public free school of proper 
classification.

The law in no way interferes with 
th* operation of the rural high school 
law as it relates to the classification 
of public schools by the county bofird 
of education. On the other hand. It 
makes more Important the necessity 
for the classification of schools, and 
the necessity for a careful considera­
tion of the individual needs of each 
school In connection with its classifi­
cation by the county board.

Should any school of a common 
school district be classified by the 
county board of education so as to 
exclude high school scholastics be­
tween the ages of seventeen rod twen­
ty-one years. It would be the duty of 
the county board of education to ne­
gotiate with the district boards of 
trustees at interest, for the free tui­
tion of sjch pupils In an accessible 
high school for so long a time ss the 
school o f the district In which they ac­
tually reside Is maintained; and the 
county board should order the trans­
fer of the proper amount of funds by 
the county superintendent Such ne­
gotiations may be done at any time 
during the scholastic year that there 
is a demand for i t  In fact, the trans- 
f r of any pupil o f high school ad­
vancement In the scholastic age may 
be made on order o f the county board 
at any time during the year If such 
transfer is necessary to provide high 
school instruction for such pupil. I f 
the school of the district, however. Is 
classified so as to give instruction to 
high school pupils, the law would not 
authorise the transfer of funds for 
their tuition by the county board of 
education. Any schoql which Is 
authorised by the county board of ed­
ucation to offer work In advance of 
the seventh grade Is required by law 
to employ a teacher who is the holder 
of a first grade or a higher grade cer­
tificate.

Attention is directed to the law au­
thorizing the county superintendent to 
transfer, on or before August the first, 
pupils between the ages of seven and 
seventeen yerre from any common 
school or Independent school district 
to any other common school or Inde­
pendent school district. The county 
superintendent has no Authority to 
transfer pupils between the ages of 
seventeen and twepty-one. Arrange­
ments for the transfer of tuition for 
such pupils must be made by the 

county board of education.

lation purposes. It has a 12 inch in­
take and discharges a solid stream of 
water 10 inches in diameter, it« ca­
pacity being the delivery of 4100 gal­
lons every minute. With abundant 
water and the pump running at full 
capacity. 3H acres o f land can be Irri­
gated In an hour. The entire lift o f 
the water .it the Doctrr's plant is 28 
feet. The pump will be placed about 
18 feet above tbe water; in which posi­
tion It will deliver four thousand gal­
lons o f water every minute and easily 
irrigate a farm sufficiently large to 
support any family In Mitchell county, 
and then some. We look for great 
things to develop from this beginning.
