For instance a farmer does not n
to be so very scientific to observe that
the supply of phosphate is heavily
drawn upon by the “general run” of
field farming carried on throughout
the country, and especially in the
South,

Experiments in certain sections of
Massachusetts however, have deter-
mined, it is claimed, that the crops
mainly grown and sold off the land
there, such as hay, vegetables, fruit
and milk, draw but lightly upon the
phosphorus content of the soil, and
that the heavy application of lot
manure made, return a good deal of
that taken out.

And thereby hang some lessons, one
of which is that local conditions and
prevailing crops should be largely
taken into consideration when esti-
mating demands of the soil upon cer-
tain elements of plant food.

In Massachusetts, fdr instance, the
soil demands heavy applications of
potash, because it is shy of that ele-
ment, and because the principal crops
grown, make heavy draft upon it.

In East Texas, on the other hand,
except possibly in ecases of a few
crops, such as potatoes, cabbage, etc., |
there seems to be sufficient potash in |
the soil to serve the demands of most |
crops.

Another lesson and a most import-
ant one is that the more lot manure
worked into the soil, the less phos- |
phorus need be applied, and the léss |
