by the Chamber of Commerce. It
reads as follows:

Colorado is on State Highway No. i
1, which follows closely the T. & P.!
Railroad from Texarkana to El Paso,
being everywhere in reach of telex |
phone and telegraph lines.  This is |
the best and shortes route from Dal-
las to El Paso, and Mitchell county’s |
part of the Highway is the best road,
with the best concrete dips and
bridges in Texas.

This road was built under the sup-
ervision of State and Federal engi-
neers, and the specifications were fol-
lowed throughout. All grades were |
cut down to the minimum, a firm base
of clay and sand, topped with the
finest road gravel in the world, taken
from the Colorado river.
