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Colorado and Mitchell County
Their Resources and Advantages
CHAPTER YU-REAL ESTATE

H AT Colorado and Mitchell County are facing an 
improvement and building era o f prosperity and 
general business and farm advancement is evidenced 
by the general spirit o f the community. Real estate 

activity is an index to this fact, though the real action w ill not 
open up until after the first o f the year, when the cotton money 
has been rounded up and the farmer takes an inventory o f his 
costs and expenses and then sets back with a happy feelign an« 
assurance that there is a nice, healthy deposit in the bank at* 
bis disposal for making those many modern improvements thai 
have so long been delayed.

While in the city lumber, as a base for i perations. has been 
gradually replaced by brick and concrete and tile, the farming 
section will stand by the basic product— lumber.

Four-room houses rent in Colorado for $15 to $25. depend- 
ing on the location. Good farms arc in demand for new ten­
ants. but those now on the farms do not desire to vacate, and 
are staying with the land until they get the full realization o f 
their expectancy. They /lesire to own thai or some other piece 
o f land in Mitchell county.

The values in city ami farm property has been rdvanced 
from thirty-five to sixty per cent, and is going higher.

Farm lands have advanced nearly 1(J0 per cent. Just th s 
week the Judge J. L. Shepherd section, just east o f Colorado, 
«old f«*r $43.00 per acre, for the whole section. B. C. Murphy 
sold his eighty acre farm, fifteen miles south o f Colorado for 
$125.00 per acre. C. G. Gay sold the Anderson farm, just west 
of town, for $00.00 per acre. Mrs. Mary Mann sold her place, 
just east of town, and W. L. Grists paid $10.00 per acre for 40 
acres adjoining him. some six miles west o f Colorado.

These instances an cited to show the recent increase in 
value of th/*se lands.

Many farms are changing hands, and in many instances 
_  the new owners are |»eople from north and east Texas.

All of the houses in the city are rented, and many more 
are in demand

There is little anticipation right now that building o f new 
homes will start immediately, though there will be a world o f 
improvements. Those farmers who have put off having th j 
extra room the other shed for the animals, or the implements, 
will now go to work ami have it done. This will l»e the firsi 
activity in building operations.

In the city the run down residences will be remodley. 
Those not so run down during the days o f adversity will be re­
modeled and modernized. That is what the lumber yards arc 
figuring chiefly. A fter the improvements, then will come the 
building era. It follows naturally, .nd ( ’«dorado must have 
more homes.

People are coming to Colorado to reside because it has the 
many advantages of the metropolis. Because o f its health con­
ditions. and right here it is interesting to mite the birth and 
death rate of the city ami county, ami these figures are taken 
from the records on file at the county clerk's office:

In 1919 there wire 128 births, nml o f this nunil»er five to 
one were girl babies.

In 1918 the deaths amounted to enlv fifty-six, and seventy 
per cent o f these di«sl from “ old ag* .“  Kpidemirs end mala 
rial diseases are scarcely known. During the awful epidemic 
o f influenza last year, ( ’«dorado was very lightly tou«*h<‘d. b« ing 
only two «ir three deaths from that disease.

Colorado and Mitchell county eoubl not hole h* r resources 
under a bushel even if they desired to do so. The worl«! is 
learning of them. The country is appreciating them.

\Vh«n home people begin to buy lands in their own neigh- 
borhoo«Is—that land that they are ptTsonally ac«|uainte«l with 
—and at 35 to 60 per <*cnt increase in valuation—that's eonfi- 
denee. And just realize that here is land that is n«»w in one 
year prodneing more than the taxable wealth df tbe county in 
one year. Can a fact like that stay real estate and farm values ! 
Not on your life.

Many renters this year in this county have made enough 
on the lan«l cultivated, to pay for the land; and many o f them 
ere buying the land with the crop grown on it this year.

With «he assistance of the Federal Land Bank, many rent­
ers are becoming land owners.

:nc to climb.

The main fact to be remembered in red estate ami real es­
tate values in Colora«lo ami Mitchell county is that all «»f it is 
substantial. They are la-ing placed upon producti«»n i.f the re­
source*. not up«in any ficticious produ«*tijns. Ami not upon 
any suppositions «if oil. or other resoure<-i that have not yet 
been exploited. These values have tome to stay. T h ey  are 
values that have a meaning, and an interesting meaning it is to 
Mitchell county.

Machinery and derrick material is on the ground for the test 
on the Morrison bloak, north of Westbrook And all material 
has been ahipped for the deep test on the Landers ranch, south­
east o f town. It  is claimed that money is in the bank as a 
forfeit on some six different contract) in this county.

Then again it only takes cheap fuel to reach the four hun­
dred foot salt beds that are lying dormant under the whole 
town o f oClorado. W ith cheap fuel this in itself, w ill be a 
resource that would be a great wealth producer. A t the pres­
ent time fuel is too expensive to pump the water which is sat­
urate with this salt.

These are great days for Mitchell county. They are not 
speculative days. The net bank deposits the first of the year 
w ill be over two million dollars.

The total valuation of the city property made on a seventy, 
five per cent rendition for assessment purposes is $1,177,565, 
which does not include the church exemption of about $43,(KX). 
The city tax levy is ninety-six cents. The county real estate 
valuation as shown by the tax assessors books is $1,096,210, 
oased on a 75 per cent valuation, which does not Include the 
¡f2.000.000 valuation in the towns o f the county.

The tax roll* of 1907— during the days o f the cattle barons, 
showed that the total assessed valuation o f the county was only 
$219,220. What u big difference now during the progressive 
day* o f the fanner. The days o f extensive farming and tilling 
of these virgin plains.

The*e figures go to show what Mitchell county is doing. 
Tht table has been turned on the assessment rolls. Personal 
property in 1907 was assessed at $3,500,195 Today the niral 
value is that and the personal property is $1,956,911.

There you have a big development in :he nut shell. There 
you have the argument against the open range and the agricul­
tural section.

Texas and Mitchell county in particular can be the 'i.ecca for 
the farmer.

Detroit, Mich., Dec. 31.— Henry
Ford and his son, Edscl Ford, an­
nounced today the distribution of r. 
$8,000,000 bonus amour.g the 80,00) 
employes of all branches o f «he Ford 
interests 1...J vhi laaugeration of an 
investent plan whereby every worker 
from the man who weilds a broom to 
the chief executive, may participate 
in the profits of the business.

Bonuses, which will be paid in 
cash today, come in addition to the 
profit sharing plan which was inau­
gurated several years ago ana which 
will be continued. It is the intention 
o f the Ford organization to make the 
distribution o f these bonuses an an­
nual event if  the earnings c f tho 
company permit.

In cash and in the number of men 
concerned, and without counting the 
moral effect on industry as a whole, 
this act o f economic justice surpasses 
anything in the history of labor.

The lowest award paid goes to men 
who are receiving the minimum pv/ 
of $6 a day and who have been in the 
employ o f the various companies 
three months. It amounts to $50. 
The highest award goes to the skilled 
workers who have been with the com­
pany five yearn and who are receiv­
ing $10.80 a day. The bonus receiv­
ed by the latter amounts to $270.

Employee who receive a salary will 
also receive bonuses. Ability and 
lenght of service will be the standard 
on which the award; will be based.

In announcing tho plan which per­
mits employes to invest up to one- 
third o f their pay in the organization 
and share in Jie prosepritv o f the 
company, the allied interests o f Hen­
ry Ford arc carrying out the ideal oi" 
Mr. Ford that labor* has a right to 
participation in the benefits of the 
prosperity which helps to create and, 
in the words of Henry Ford himself, 
‘should have a share as well nr a job.

When the complete ownership of 
the Ford Motor Company was acquir­
ed by Henry Ford and hie son last 
summer steps were taken immediate­
ly to work out the details of the bon­
us and investment plans announced 
today. It always has been the Ford 
policy to discourage big dividends to 
non-producing stockholders, and to 
use profits in rewarding labo- and in 
expanding industry. This policy, as 
Henry Ford regards it means not 
only good pay and a shave in tho 
profits for the workers, but the em­
ployment o f more and more people as 
the business grows.

Henry Ford holds, and has repeat­
edly stated it as his belief, that no 
man should be permitted to own stock 
in an industry unices he play« a pro­
ductive part in the operation o f that 
industry, and the initiation o f the in­
vestment plan Is a practical applica­
tion o f that belief.

ficates will be issued in the names of 
employes in denominations of $100, 
$500 and $1,000 . Only persons in 
actual and active service c f the or­
ganization will be permitted to buy 
or hold certificates.

These certificates will bear a guar­
anteed interest at the rate o f six per 
cent per annum and in addition to 
this further payments will be made 
semi-annually if the earnings o f the 
company permit, at a rate fixed by 
the board of directors.

Incase of death or disability cer­
tificates standing in the name o f an 
employe may continue, at the dis­
cretion of the directors, to draw in­
terest and payments for the benefit 
of his dependents.

Deposits toward the purchase o f 
certificates may be made within three 
days after employ has received his 
pay from the company; the amouqtR. 
deposited, however, is not to exceed 
one-third c f such pay. Deposits made 
toward the purchase of ceitificatcs 
will draw interest at the rate o f three 
per cent per annum, compounded semi 
annually.

Certificates must be paid for out 
of bonus or pay and no employes will 
be permitted to draw money from his 
bank account or other source to make 
payments.

A significant statement rnay be 
found in one of the closing sentences 
of the company’s announcement. It 
reads: “ Other plans for enlarging
the income and increasing power of 
the dollar of our employes nre under 
conisderation.”

The policy reflected by these an­
nouncements is not new with th » 
Ford organization. The history of the 
company for the last five years shown 
that its ideal o f industrial justics has 
always been high. In 1914 theFord 
Motor Company announced a mini­
mum pay of $5 a day since which tim 
it has distributed approximately 100 
million dollars in profits to employes. 
Following this Mr. Ford was sued by 
minority stockholders and compelled 
to pay dividends instead o f reinvest­
ing earnings and increasing wages as 
he desider. Sometime late-, however, 
came the announcement of a $6 •  
day minimum scale to pay and then 
the purchase of the holdings o f min­
ority stockholders by Henry and 
Edsel Ford.

No sooner was the organization in 
their complete possession than they 
began to arrange for an additional 
distribution of profits with their 
thousands of workers and the result 
u the New Year Announcement o f 
an $8,000,000 bonus and the right to 
share in the prosperity of the indus­
try.

The world scrutinizes very closely 

tho methods by which wealth is ac­
quired. I f  a man makes $25,000 a 
year out of a well mannged business 
employing 5000 people, his profit 
weuld be but $5.00 apcico of entirely 
divided up among his workers. He no 
urnbt helps them make many times 
$5.00 a year more than they would 
if the business was poorly conducted. 
Where that is the case he earns every 
cent of his money.

But others acquire wealth not from 
legitimate production, but by manipu­
lation and promotion nchemts. Many 
.-took mnrket fortunes are o f this 
kind. Th;s does not mean that specu­

lation should be abolished. Wert* 
there not a group o f men always will­
ing to pay a fair price fo r securities, 
perple who need to turn property 
into cash would have to sacrifice 
heavily to do it.

Lifting the ban of war aecrecy haa 

just now brought to light for the flret 
time one of the moat stupendous feet« 
of construction In history—the plan­
ning and building In lees than one year 
o f the largest ammonium nitrate plant 
In the world and of a city around It 
for the housing of Its 25,000 workmen 
and their families. At the same time 
la revealed one of the chief reasons 
why Germany suddenly surrendered a 
year ago. The German high command 
knew that the United States was 
ready at Muscle Shoals, Alabama, to 
manufacture 18 per cent of all the 
high explosives needed by all the Al­
lied armies on all fronts In the expect­
ed drive of the following spring.

The first person on construction 
work reached Muaçle Shoals on No­
vember 26, 1917. On February 16, 
1918, ground was first broken for a 
permanent plant building. On Octo­
ber 26, 1918, eight months and eight 
daya later, the manufacturing plant 
had begun the production of ammo­
nium nitrate.

When America entered the world 
war In April, 1917, she had no meaus 
of producing the enormous quantities 
of high explosive«« necessary to pro­
vide the huge army she planned to 
raise. The very fuct that our Indus­
tries were already worked to capacity 
providing ammunition to the allies 
seemed to make further production for 
our own uae Impossible.
Fertilizer Process Turned to War Use.

At this Juncture the Ordnance De­
partment turned to cyanamld, n com­
mercial fertilizer, which had for aome 
years been produced successfully at 
Niagara Falls, by a process the Ameri­
can rights of which were obtained In 
1907 from Germany by Frank Sher­
man Washburn, head of the American 
Cyanamld Company.

By tbla process cyanamld waa pro­
duced by extracting nitrogen from the 
air and combining it with calcium ob­
tained from limestone rock and carbon 
from coke. By putting cyanamld 
through three more processes both am­
monia and nitric acid can be extracted 
from It and combined Into the explo-

shortest possible time of an ammonium 
nitrate plant at Muscle Shoals, Ala 
bama, and a contract between his com­
pany and the United States was enter­
ed Into under date of November 16, 
1917.

To bare general supervision of plan­
ning and carrying out the work an or­
ganization known sh tbe Air Nitrates 
Corporation was formed to set v  
agent of the Ordnance Department 
This corporation provided the general 
designs, supervised sll the work snd 
operated the camp, the town and the 
plant It also Installed all equipment 
In the chemical plant The various 
other sections of the work were sub­
let to organisations that were special­
ists In the directions In which they 
were asked to help.

New City ^ullt From the Ground.
It was necessary to hnlld a new 

town to house the laborers. For this 
Job Westlnghnuse Church Kerr Com­
pany was called In as contractor. This 
company also built the buildings of the 
chemical plant. Within four months
12.000 workmen had been assembled 
snd s city capable of accommodating
25.000 inhabitants had been completed, 
with lodging, restaurants, stores, of­
fices, police headquarters, schools, fire 
departments, hospitals, motion picture 
theaters, electric light snd sewerage 
systems.

The construction of the plant proper 
was begun on February 16, 1918. Just 
eight months and eight days later the 
Mg plant began s steady output of am­
monium nitrate.

To provide the electric current It 
waa necessary to build s steam power 
electric plant, for It would have taken 
three years or more to complete the 
dam and hydro-electric station now un­
der way.
