Mitchell County is becoming more
and more the mecca of the oil fra-
ternity as each succeeding week
passes. During the past week more
geological exploitation parties have
been in the field than ever before,
more rig materials and tools have
been uniocaded anf moved in than
during any week since the discovery
well was drilled in almost two years
ago, and the demand for acreage
is as great as at any time in the his-
tory of the field.

That the entire western end of
Mitchell County is to have a big play
in development is now a fact. Prac-
tically every acre of land in that end
of the field is under lease and much
of it is controlled by companies whe
de-
velopment program.

Zilpha Morrison No. 1 of the A
T. Spaulding Company, which was
shot with sixty quarts of mnitro-
glycerine two weeks ago, will be on
the pump the latter part of this
week. Storage tanks have been set
up near the well and the crew are
completing cleaning out. The well
flowed by heads for one hour and
fifteen minutes late Tuesday after-
noon. This well is the best producer
in the field from the upper sand. The
pay here is 2512 to 2540 feet. The
same sand in the discovery well, the
T. & P. No. 1, is producing only
cighteen barrels, and Morrison No. 2
produced only five barrels from the
same sand, The latter well was drill-
ed to 2973 feet and is pumping 250
barrels from below a shelf 2916 feet
ir depth.

The Underwriters Producing and
Refining Company T. & P. No. 2,
located 530 feeX south of Morrison
No. 2, was drilled into a rich sand
at 2360 feet Wednesday morning,
but drilling will be continued to the
lower pay. Hard gray lime was drill-

continues.
