Corley Bozeman has in his possess-
ion a price list issued by Sig. Simon
& Bro. at Colorado for the winter
season of 1892-1893. It is in the form
of a 20-page phamplet and was found
among the ruins of the old court
house which is now being torn down.
The front cover carries a picture of
the former Simon store, the old
three story Opera House building at
Second and Elm streets, site of the
new Levy building:

It is interesting to note the dif-
ference in prices of dry goods and
shoes during these days and now.
Best grade figured lawns were ad-
vertised at 4 cents per yard, satins
in “the newest colors and designs,”
at 10 cents per yard, and other prices
accordingly. Ladies silk imported
French' hose were listed at 25¢ and
corsets at from 25 cents to 40 cents.
Clarks O. N. T. spool cotton at 4b6¢
per dozen. French satin parasols were
quoted at 75 cents each, ladies kid
dress shoes at $1.25 and opera slip-
pers at 65 cents per pair. “The cele-
brated Ace of Diamonds boot, hand
sewed, calf upper and Morocco tops,
at $3.50 the pair.”

An announcement in the pamphlet
advised the few farmers who had
demonstrated that cotton could be
grown in the Colorado territory that
the company had completed arrange-
ments with the Weatherford Com-
press Company to purchase cotton
here.

FUNERAL SERVICES FOR M. T.
(PAPA) HALL HELD FRIDAY

Funeral services for M. T. (Papa)
Hall were conducted Friday morning
at the First Methodist church by Rev.
J. F. Lawlis, pastor, assisted by Rev.
C. E. Jamison of Snyder and Rev.
R. A. Stewart of Sweetwater. At con-
clusion of the services at the church
the body was taken in charge by the
Masonic lodge, conveyed to 1. 0. O.
F. cemetery and buried with Masonic
honors. Rev. Jno. E. Chase, pastor
of the First Christian church, acted
as master of ceremonies,

Mr. Hall was 94 years, 5 months
and 19 days of age at the time of
his death and no doubt was among
the oldest living citizens of West
Texas. Born in Ohio March 8, 1830,
he spent the major portion of his life
on the frontier. In 1850 when the
California gold rush attracted thous-
ands to that territory, Mr. Hall was
one of a party of hardy frontiers-
men tQ treke across the Rockies, fac-
ing the Indian and other privations
in quest of the treasure. After re-
turning to his native state he soon
again listened to the call of the West,
this time coming to Texas, in 1873.

In 1882, during the days Colorado
City was in the height of its cattle
boom days, Mr. Hall came to this
city and has since made his home
either in the city or immediate vicin-
ity. He had been a member of the
Masonic fraternity 73 years and of
the Methodist church 65 years.

He was married in 1854 to Mary
Jane Riggs and for 68 years they
lived together as man and wife, she
dying at Colorado four years ago.
There were three children born inte !
this family, two of whom, Q. D. Hall .
of Colorado and Mrs. I. M. West-
cott of Seminole, are the survivers.

The crop is as yet moving very
slowly, Up to Thursday morning
total receipts, counting round bales
as half bales, had reached only 15
bales., These had been ginned - by
three of the local plants, the other
three gins having not at that time
received their first bale.

Local cotton men and ginners were
not disappointed over the slow pace
at which the cotton crop is moving.
Cotton picking has been pradtically
tied up since the recent general rains
which covered Mitchell county and
it is the belief that the crop, in the
long run, will run up a production
almost equalling that of 1928, when
more than 30,000 bales were harvest-
ed in the county.

Cotton is putting on rapidly now
and with the excellent season in the
ground and a few weeks of warm
weather there are some fields which
will make as much cotton per acre
as last year. The leaf worm is wor-
rying the grower more than any-
thing else just now and scores of
farmers came to Colorado this week
to confer with the county agent as to
approved methods of combatting the
pests in the event they became num-
erous, A large supply of poison is
available for this purpose.

It will probably be two weeks be-
fore the cotton begins to move in
large volume. Farmers in need of
labor to assist them in gathering the
erop should confer wit?\ the cousty

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RATIONS IN SUMMER

Thousands of hens are practical-
ly forced to stop laying because of
the fact that many farmers stop feed-
Ing mash and ipcrease the graln feed
of their flocks. To get the most eggs
from the flock, it is just as necessary
that the hens have dry mash In the
summer as it Is in the winter,

Laying hens should be forced to eat
more dry mash than they do graln in
summer. A good way to do this Is to
give the hens a supply of mash and
keep them penned yp until ten o'clock

4 ] in the morning without any grain. If

the hens cannot be confined they can
still be forced to eat enough mash,
if grain Is fed only at night and the
dry mash kept hefore them at all
times in self-feeders or hoppers,

One of the maln reasons for kee
, Ing up the feeding of mash during th
summer is to insure the best resul
when the flock is culled In the fal
All flocks should be culled sometim
between the middle of July and the
first of September, but If the h
are not properly fed during the sum-«
mer they will all stop laying, thereby
making it Impossible to tell the :ood"
layers from the poor ones at culling
time. ‘

A good dry mash can be made from’
150 pounds of bran, 150 pounds of
shorts, 100 pounds of cornmeal and
100 pounds of tankage contalning at
least 60 per cent proteln. Some grain
should be fed along with this mash.}
Corn alone will do, but If oats or
wheat are avallable [t s best to add
80 pounds of one of these grains to
every 70 pounds of corn, to glve va-
riety In the ratlon. Oyster shells or
ground limestone should he before the
hens at all times, as they need this
material In making the egg shell. ‘

If as much milk as one gallon for
every 30 hens Is avallable, the dry
mash ean be omitted from the feed
of the hens and only the grain and
the milk fed.

Doctoring of Chickens
Not to Be Recommended

The doctoring of poultry Is not to be
recommended except In case of a few
diseases such as chicken pox, colds
and cases of intestinal worms, There
are two very good reasons for this
belief: First, the unit of production
of the Individual bird Is so small on
the commercial plant that If a man's
time is worth anything it is too valu-
able to spend treating sick chickens
individually unless they are show
specimens of great individual value,
Second, the cured chicken Is always
A menace to the health of the floek,
because Its Ildentity is likely to be
overlooked or forgotten, and It goes
into the breeding pen and may per
petuate through the offspring that con-
stitutional weakness that was one of
the primary causes of its belng 11,
The opinion of practically ail poultry-
men who rear large numbers of fowls
Is that In a large proportion of cases
of disease the birds ought to be
killed. The only treatment recom-
mended for the poultryman I8 to give
treatment when it can be applied to
a flock convenlently and with reason-
able expectation of beneficlal results,
Treat individuals only when the
treatment is simple, easy and needs
to be administered but a very few
times.—S8torrs (Conn.) Egg Laying
Contest.

Egg-Eating Habit Quite

Difficult to Overcome

The egg-eating habit is one easlily
acquired but very difficult to break,
once it becomes firmly established,
Often the hatchet is the best remedy.
However, If one takes certaln meas-
ures, it may often be stopped without
resorting to the extreme penalty.

One should arrmange all nests so
that they will be quite dark by plac-
ing under dropping boards or by hav-
Ing entrance from back of nest. Catch
birds that show egg stalns about head
and file or clip front of bill till quite
blunt,

Feed birds plenty of oyster shell or
lime and Include some animal feed like
milk, meat scrap, or tankdge In the
ration. A craving for substances in
meat often leads to the habit

The hens should be kept busy and
interested by providing deep litter to
| serateh In.  Let birds run out of doors
whenever weather conditions permit.

Finish Broiler Cockerels

Finish the broiler cockerels by milk
feeding, ten days or two weeks. While
earrying on this feeding, take time to
look up the best market outlet, This
is best done hy getting in touch with
several poultry buyers In near-by
cities. Tell them just what you have,
and If you fit the broilers for market
you ean, as a rule, get top quotations

DULUTH, Minn., Sept. 4.—With
12,000 tons of coal beneath  her
hatches for delivery here the Diesel
equipped motor ship Benson Ford,
the first iron ore carrier of the Ford
fleet berthed here at 7:00 a, m. to-
day. Captain Daniels reported an ex-
cellent trip while Chief eer
Walter M. Kitchen declared the
formance of the 3,000-horse power
Sun-Doxford Diesel engine was most
satisfactory, no trouble of any kind
being experienced.

The coal she carries was taken on
board at Toledo, Ohio and came from
the Ford collieries in Kentucky. On
the return trip she will carry iron
ore for the Rouge Plant from Ford
mines in upper Michigan. On the way
to Toledo to pick up her first cargo
the big freighter was inspected by
Mr. Ford and a number of company
officials, the flagship Silalia escort-
ing her part of the way.

The Benson Ford was built at the
Great Lakes Engineering Works,
Ecorse, Mich. She is 612 feet long
with 65-foot beam and a draft of
21 feet and when she swung out
from her berth at Ecorse into the
Detroit River channel the entire ab-
senge of smoke from her stack made
her conspicuous among the shipping
craft. However, a stack on a Diesel
motor ship is not built for smoke
but instead to house exhaust silenc-
ers for great internal combustion
engines.
