Coleman said, “‘is governed principal-
ly by the amount of infection present
in the saliva and the place of the
bite. A deep wound is more difficult
to clean and cauterize thoroughly,
and offers a larger exposurc of new
tissues in which the virus can find
lodgment and grow. It is well known
that a bite about the face is very
dangerous, but on other parts of the
body, farther removed from the
brain, the danger is less and anti-
rabic treatment has a better chance.”’
