EL ^ASO, T exas.—C ontrary to 
opinion-of many, the struggle of the 
United S tates border patrol in the 
vicinity o f Cordova Island, a bit of 
.Mexican te rr ito ry  near El Pgso, 
w here sm ugglers flourish, is not a l­
ways directed against liquor purvey­
ors, bu t quite as often  against aliens 
seeking illegal en try  into this coun­
try . *

Some narcotics are  brought across 
the border a t the Island w ithout a 
doubt, say patro l officers, bu t they 
are  so easily concealed th a t sm ug­
glers p re fe r to  atten i|it passage at 
one of the in ternational bridges' 
ra th e r  than risk a gun battle  with 
patrolm en a t the island.

One o f the most in teresting  cases 
involving smuggling of aliens oc­
curred  less than a .w ar ago. Patro l 
headquarters received inform ation 
th a t a large num ber of G reeks were 
being smuggled into the United 
S tates, and all indications pointed to 
location of the .'<mugglers’ head- j 
q u a rte rs  in the vicinity of El Paso 
and Cordova Island.

For weeks patrolm en were s ta ­
tioned along the border in the sus­
pected places of passage and one 
n igh t a roving autom obile detail saw 
a young woman driving tow ard New 
.Mexico in a high-powered autom o- 
bfle in th^ rear seat of which were 
two men apparently  a ttem pting  to 
escape detection. The patro l callcil 
fo r the atitumobile to stop, b u t 'th e  
woman sped on faster than  ever.

“ H ers was a faster car than  ours,’’< 
said a  patrol officer, “ bu t wc had 
more gasoline.’’

The fleeing car finally  drew  to 
the side of the road a f te r  a pursuit 
of nearly  100 miles, and the patro l­
men drew alongside it. T h e’men in 
the rea r sea t were Greeks who knew 
no English.

At headquarters, the woman ad­
m itted her identity , saying she was 
the wif< of an arm y sergean t a t Fort 
Bliss, El Paso, but insisted she had 
picked up the Greeks on the promise 
of a man to  pay for gasoline she 
would use on a trip  into New Mexico 
if she would take the men along.

Q uestioning failed to  shake her 
story  until the  sergeant was called 
Ih. At first, he fully sustained  his 
w ife’s account, but a t last, on th rea t 
o f prosecution of both him self and 
his wife and a  promise to  let the 
woman go if he would make a clean 
brenst, he confessed details of the 
liitg r“ Then thg  -woman ewwfessed. --

A Greek who had been deported 
frAin the United S tates on the  Pa- 

'c ifir coast had established headquar­
te rs  in Juarez, while his b ro ther had 
co m c jto  É1 Paso from  an  in terio r 
point in this country. They had en­
listed the aid of the sergeant and 
his wife and fo r  m onths had sm ug­
gled Greeks into the U nited States. 
.Most o f them had walked across the 
line a t Cordova Island, aided hy an 
elaborate system  o f spo tters, and 
had been taken by the woman in her 
autom obile, in most cases to ra il­
road stations some miles from  El 
Paso, but in a t least one instance 
MS fa r  as 'K ansas City. _

SIX WELLS SUPPLY CITY

BIG SPRING W ITH WATER

(F'lom Big Spring Daily H erald)
Six wells are- able to keep the 

en tire  city of Big Spring and the 
Texas A Pacific shops supplied with 
w ater, and still have the reservoir 
filled to capacity. With the daily 
average consum ption of w ater a t 
750,000 gallons the sex tet of wells 
have no trouble in m eeting the de­
mand.

Of course, more wells a re  needed, 
to pump on days when an abnorm al 
run is made on th e 'w a te r supply, but 
under average conditions they are 
sufficient. W hen the half dozen 
sources of w ater supply were first 
pumped they gave some trouble by 
tending to  sand lock the pumps, hut 
they have improved with tim e and 
now affo rd  little worry from  tha t 
source.

There are  fifty-six active •wells in 
the present field and prospects are 
excellent for opening up another. 
The sex tet of larger wells are  used 
during the day and then the burden 
of supplying the town reverts back 
to some twelve or th irteen  sm aller 
wells which handle the problem 
easily.

When a run occurs on the w ater 
slfpply it usually comes from the 
Texas A Pacific shops and the hun­
dreds of people who keep their 
lawns in plenty of w ater during the 
scorching w eather. Thg shops are 
making an unusually heavy pull on 
the w ater this year.

In this connection it should l>t in- 
terestinR  to consider, briefly , ^-^lo  
blRness of this industry as carried  on 
by Htokman Price of Kress, said to 
b e . the wor!d’s larifest individual 
wheat Rrower. He is now in the 
midst ftf  harvestinR his .'»00,000- 
hushel crop from  2.‘1,000 acres in 
Swisher, Castro and I»eaf ,'^mith
counties.

0

Twenty-five combinea and eiRht 
windrowinR machines are  running 
alm ost 24 hours a day ru tt in g  and 
threshinR the wheat.

One hundred hig trucks are  hau l­
ing the crop to Kress where li. is 
being loaded through Mr. P rje^’s 
own loading equipment.

Five motorcycle in ters i}n*hed 
from  field to  field c.nrrying orders 
and reports on the progress rtf the 
harvest. .

Two hundred and fifft' men are  at 
work on the project.

F ifty  trac to rs are busy hauling 
combines and winrbwers and the 
plows tha t are tu rn iw  over the 
wheat stuhble almost aA jfrst as the 
grain  is ru t.

Three big. ai»ecially built service- 
trucks. with a crew of five men 
each, work at night oiling and g re is-  
ing the trac to rs and combines.*

One man doe.s nothing but inspect 
the combines, another the trac to rs  
ano ther the trucks and anotA«^ - the 
loading of the grain;

Eight factory truine<i m echanifs 
are  in charge of lopnint and they

have two big trucks fitted  to haul 
parts.

A,t whnt Mr. fVicc calls the T rac­
to r  Farm , there  is a com(>lete ma­
chine shop, where trac to rs  and com­
bines may bo com pletely overhauud  
in a very short time.

When harvest is com pleted in one 
field, the equipm ent is moved to a n ­
other. I t is more than five miles 
d istan t, the  trac to rs  are  loaded onio 
a big tru ck , specially fitted  to haul 
them , and they are  whisked across 
the P lains a t 30 miles an hour in ­
stead of craw ling along at three.

And Mr. Price has designed a big 
ca rr ie r  from  which plows and other 
equipm ent may be suspended and 
these, too, hauled from  field to  field 
at a rapid rata.

.Minutes count on the P rice farm .
