Cl Ln!_\ s allc ted acreage WAS
planted this year, 1““‘ to an
extremely dry spring, it 18
felt that the big rains of Au-
gust and September may
bring the overall county pro-
duction close to that of re-
cent years.

The tour began at Vernon
Files'’ farm, 2.5 miles south
of Gorman.

The visitors, representing
all parts of Eastland County,
as well as Callahan and Co-
manche counties, observed a
crop which was planted the
last few days of July. It was
determined that this crop
was 79 «1.1".“" old and seemed
to be in excellent condition
from the standpoint of growth
of vines and progress of fruit.
ing.

B. C. Langley of the West
Cross Timbers Experiment
Station, Stephenville, predict
ed that this extremely laté
crop could, in another five or
six weeks, develop an aver-
age or better vield of peanuts,
providing a killing frost is de
layed this long. Mr. Files'
peanuts are of the Argentine
variety.

The next stop was the farm
of Bill Anedry, approximately
one mile west of Gorman. His
crop was predominately of
Argentine Spanish variety,
planted June 10, and partially
developed with assistance of
an irrigation system installed
by Andry in the late summer,

The group was particularly
interested in the installation
and operation of the irriga-
tion system.

Many similar systems for
uses in production of peanuts
and Coastal Bermuda are ex-
pected to be installed on area
farms next year

The last morning stop was
at the farm of Mitchell Camp-
bell, four miles west of Gor-
man. Campbell displayed his
crop of certified Spanish Starr
peanuts, being grown under

and Wayne Eaves, north of
Gorman,

The group observed the
test plots for nematode con-
trol at the Warren farm and
observed peanut production
under irrigation sprinkler sys-
tems at the farms of Wayne
Eaves and Claude Fuller,
