spring comes in a given locality,
whether there is a fall garden raiy
ed, ete.  There is not much dangei
of doing too much canning, how-
ever and hundreds of farm women
are finding that they can reduce
théir food expenditures about
$100 for the entire year il they pro-
vide enough canned goods during
the spring and summer.

“ATier the food is canned or ready
for storing, care should tuken
to see that it is kept in a proper
place. If stored in a pantry, it
|almulcl be insulated against heat and
cold. In many secctions of Texas
ccellars or dugouts are satisfactory,
while in frame houses commerciai
wall boatd may be used to insulate
them.

Potatoes similar  vegetable:
should be stored so that air will eir-
culate around and through them.
This may be done by placing them
in shallow boxes or him with woven
wire or «lat sides. 1L i« advisable to
place legs on the boxes to keep them
ofl the floor. Storing vogetables in
cutdoor hills or mounds ix satisfac-
tory in many places. This should be
done by selecting a welldrained spot,
covering with straw hay and at least
twelve inches of dirt, and providing
air circulation by means of small
flucs. o
