Naomi Maynard 
County Winner 
in Spelling Bee

Grady Smith, 22, farmer in the 
Bronco area, was electrocuted 
shortly before 9:30 o ’clock 
Wednesday morning when ir­
rigation pipe which he was
handling came in contact with a 
REA highline.

A first aid crew from Tatum, 
New Mexico, was rushed to the 
scene, and worked for two hours 
over Smith with oxygen and 
artifical respiration. He was
pronounced dead at 10:45 a.m.

According to county officials 
investigating the tragic accident, 
Smith and a hired hand were 
loading aluminum irrigation
pipe on a trailer, preparatory to 
taking the pipe to a field. The 
pipe was partically upright when 
it was caught by a strong gust 
of wind, and one of the sprinkler 
arms caught over the 7200 volt 
highline.

Both Smith and the hired 
man were knocked down, but 
the worker, whose name was not 
immediately available, and who 
was wearing rubber boots, was 
thrown a short distance. Smith 
fell face down, with the end of 
the pipe lying across the back 
of his shoulders.

Dunk Brian, a neighbor who 
lives some 200 yards across the 
road, told officers that Smith 
had just left his (Brian’s) house 
in a pickup to drive to his own 
place. Minutes later, Brian noted 
the lights dimming momentarily, 
went outside and saw what had 
happened.

Officers reported that Smith’s 
hired man, after several at­
tempts, managed to kick the 
pipe off Smith’s body so that he 
could be reached.

Smith and his wife, JoAnn, 
had resided on the farm two 
miles south and a mile east of 
Bronco for more than a year, 
moving there from Slaton where 
his parents reside. —

Funeral services will be held 
at Slaton and are pending the 
arrival of two brothers, J. C. and 
Elton Smith, - both of Slaton 
who were enroute to Sugar 
Lake, Mexico, on a fishing trip. 
Custom officials at Roma, Texas, 
international bridge halted the 
two brothers and notified them 
of the accident.

Smith is survived by his wife 
and 13 months old son, Grady 
Lamar; his parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Judge Smith, a sister, Mrs. 
George Harlan and two brothers, 
J. C. and Elton, all of Slaton.

SCS Supplies Mulch 
Equipment here

The board of supervisors of the 
Yoakum Soil Conservation Dis­
trict wants to remind everyone 
in the district that the stubble 
mulch equipment which was 
loaned to the District is still 
available for use.

This stubble mulch equipment 
can be used to good advantage 
on the grain sorghum stubble to 
leave the soil in excellent condi­
tion to take moisture and with 
the stubble remaining on the 
surface to help control wind ero­
sion.

The plow, which consists of a 
carrier and five flat, 30 inch 
sweeps, can be pulled with a four 
row farm tractor. These large 
sweeps tend to break up any 
hard-pan which may have devel­
oped and loosens the surface soil 
so that it will readily take any 
moisture which falls on it. This 
can be much more effective than 
listing since the stubble is not 
disturbed on the surface and the 
entire surface is plowed whereas 
with a lister, strips between the 
lister furrows are left undis­
turbed.

Two cases have been filed in 
district court, one for divorce 
and the other for damages.

Suit has been filed by Rose 
Murphy,. asking for a divorce 
from Glen Murphy. The couple 
was married in Pitcher, Okla., 
in 1941, and separated February 
9, 1957. The plaintiff asserts 
that the defendant has been 
guilty of unkind, harsh and cruel 
treatment, and that he threat­
ened to take her life and on num­
erous occasions struck and 
abused her, that he continually 
drank to exess and failed to 
support her. The plaintiff fur­
ther asserts that at the time of 
their separation in February, 
the defendant did strike the 
plaintiff, causing contusions and 
lacerations and breaking a 
tooth.

.The suit sets forth that the 
couple are parents of a son, now 
residing With ithe plaintiff in 
Denver City, and that she is able 
to rear the child and provide for 
his needs. The plaintiff asserts 
that the defendent is an able 
bodied man, capable of earning 
at least $400 per month, and that 
he ought to be able to pay $50 
per month as child support.

The plaintiff also asked for a 
temporary restraining order to 
prevent the defendant from mo­
lesting her in any way.

In the other suit, G. C. Me 
Bride of Waco is asking a total 
of $7300 in damages against 
Landa Oil Company and Coats 
Drilling Co., Inc. for alleged 
injury to land wheh the defen­
dants drilled an oil well.

According to the plaintiff, he 
was owner of surface estate of 
Section 774, block D, John Gibson 
survey, in Yoakum County and 
cultivating the section in March 
of 1955; that the defendant, 
Landa Oil Company acquired 
by Virtue of an assignment from 
Honolulu Oil Company, lease­
hold interest in and to the south­
east quarter and east half of the 
southwest quarter of Section 
774. '■

That the defendant, Coats 
Drilling, moved in on said section, 
during March, 1955, an oil well 
drilling rig and necessary equip­
ment and deposited on the 
grounds at site staked and 
marked by Landa, wholly dis­
regarding the plaintiff’s rights 
in and on the surface of said 
land; and Coats by trucks and 
moter vehicles -moved and carried 
drilling equipment across and on 
land when said section was pre­
pared for a cotton crop, knock­
ing down and breaking irrigation 
ditches, cutting up and tearing 
up and causing ruts in and upon 
soil and killing and destroying 
all vegetation trampled and run 
over by vehicles all without the 
consent of the plaintiff.

The suit further declares that 
Coats Drilling carried and moved

rig and equipment to a site 
selected ' by Landa, and com 
menced to drill a well 'and 

■remained on the site until the 
well was drilled, and used six 
acres of land that was to be 
planted in cotton, when only two 
acres or less was necessary to 
drill a well. That the defendant 
made pits, excavations and use of 
'the area away from well site and 
in a larger area than was nec­
essary.

That the plaintiff on January 
2, 1956, sold Section 774 and but 
for the damaged six acres caused 
by using more land than was 
necessary, would have received 
$150 per acre for the section, but 
With damage done and knowing 
the six acres would never pro­
duce cotton or any money 
making crops, the plaintiff re­
ceived only $140 per acre. That 
such action was the sole and 
proximate cause of damages 
suffered, amounting to $6400. 
The plaintiff was further dam­
aged in that but for these neg­
ligent acts and using by de­
fendant of more than necessary 
land to drill a  well, Section 774 
had in past years and would 
yield a bale and a half of cotton 
per acre, and plaintiff would 
receive $150 per bale over and 
above expense of planting, etc., 
annually.

That plaintiff during 1955 
planted cotton and because of 
damaged six acres which were 
portion of section which yielded 
the larger quantity and better 
quality of cotton, the plaintiff 
was denied the ust of six acres 
not only for planting, etc., but 
was denied the use of six acres 
for growing any crop, and as 
result the plaintiff suffered ad­
ditional damages in the amount 
of $900, the reasonable value of 
cotton that could have been 
harvested from the six acres.

EXPERT WARNS OF 
IN SOUTH PLAINS

j.ne United States is not 
running out of water, an expert 
said 'this week, but some areas 
must 'act to prevent shortages.

The greatest danger is in the 
South Plains of Texas and New 
Mexicp where increased well 
drilling is draining an under­
ground supply which won’t be 
replaced for centuries, said 
Albert G. Fielder.

Real problems also exist or 
threaten, he said, in Long Island, 
Miami, the Roswell basin of New 
Mexico; parts of Minnesota 
Wisqonin, Illinois and Iowa, un 
derlain by artesian sandstone; 
and the Yazoo Delta of north­
western Mississippi.

“We have no reason at this 
time to fear that our nation 
or our planet is gradually drying 
up” , declared Fielder, who is 
assistant chief p f the U. S. 
Geological Surgey’s grand water 
supply branch. His paper was 
prepared for the American 
Society of Civil Engineers.

“Our national water supply is 
not diminishing, so far as we can 
ascertain, but is remaining about 
the same over the long term. 
There are wet and dry cycles

ranging in length from a few 
years to a few decades that 
must be reckoned with, and also 
definite wet and dry trends Which 
may have periods of 50 or 100 
years or more” .

In the South Plains, sinking 
of irrigation wells "has accel­
erated at a ra|te unmatched 
elsewhere in the nation” , said 
Fielder. Each year a new record 
is set in the numbers of wells 
in use and quantity o f water 
pumped.” He said most of this 
has been in Texas. ,

Because the area was cut off 
centuries ago from the Rocky 
Mountains, insofar as under­
ground movement o f water is 
concerned, large scale pumpage 
in the area "is to mine it out 
for good” . He said precipitation 
is light, evaporation high, and 
■the subsoil tight, with the result 
only a fraction /of ah inch of 
moisture per year penetrates.

“No one knows exactly how 
this region is going to meet the 
problem of depletion iof stored 
ground water” , he said. “If 
events are allowed to run their 
course, irrigation from wells will

have to be abandoned in areas- 
that will begin at centers o f 
heavy pumping and will grow 
outward from those centers as- 
the water is depleted.”

Storage o f surface stream 
water is not the answer because 
there is not enough of it, he 
said. The area is part of the 
severe diputh country recently 
inspected by President Eisen­
hower. Importation o f water 
from more humid areas he des­
cribed as “still a dream of the 
future as is conversion of what­
ever saline water may be pre­
sent.”

Fielder said the solution will 
“ involve means that have never 
ib)een used before became a 
problem of this kind and on this 
scale has never been faced be­
fore.”

This Week

Senator Preston Smith
With three separate investigat­

ing committees funtioning in 
Austin, more arguments appear 
daily in favor of Gov. Price 
Daniel’s proposal that the state 
authorize a law enforcement 
commission for Texas.

The foundation for such a com­
mission would be grand jurors 
selected from the 11 state judi­
cial districts. This would do away 
with many one-shot investigating 
committees appointed in the 
House and Senate.

At present, two such investi­
gating committees, one from the 
House and the other from the 
Senate, are looking into the ICT 
Insurance situation while a third 
committee is delving into the 
alleged offer of Rep. Cox to com­
mercially withdraw his own bill 
which threatened to outlaw the 
practice of Naturopthy in Texas.

There is no question of the 
sincerity of the nine House 
members who are conducting the 
Cox inquiry, or of the two com­
mittees investigating the ICT 
situation.

But there are arguments, how­
ever, against the type of com­
mittees they represent.

The mere mechanics of ap­
pointing a House inquiry group 
resulted in a wide breach in that 
body. Some of this stems from 
jealousy of individuals who want­
ed, and even asked for places on 
the committee, and were not 
selected. Some of it stems from 
sincere protests of East Texas 
legislators that they have no 
representation on the committee.

The investigating committee 
members themselves are in jeo­
pardy of being criticized by the 
House as “witch hunters” or for 
attempting to advance them­
selves politically. This breach 
in the House caused by the Cox 
affair could very well have some 
effect on the legislative program.

These and other current events 
have influenced support for the 
Governor’s law enforcement com­
mission to replace many single­
shot investigating groups.

Because of the stepped-up fight 
against cancer, led by the 
American Cancer Society, one 
in every three cancer patients 
is being saved. This compares 
with one in every four saved 
a few years ago.

It is good for a person to get 
out and visit his neighbors once 
in a while. He can find out what 
is going on outside the bounds of 
his own place. He can see' how 
he compares to his neighbors in 
the various phases of his work. 
This is true with organizations 
as well as individuals. I  was 
of the opinion that the Yoakum 
County Junior Fat Stock Show 
was exceptionally good this year 
and I more sure than ever after 
visiting two neighboring shows 
last week.

I  was over at the Gaines 
County Show on Friday of last 
week and I tried to make a com­
parison of their show with ours. 
For some reason, they do not 
have as much interest in live­
stock shows in that country as 
there is in Yoakum County. The 
crowd attending the show was 
pretty slim. Of course, their 
facilities are not like ours but I 
doubt if that is the cause of their 
low interest. The exhibitors 
made up the big portion of the 
crowd. There was a few parents 
there but the interest of the 
parents ha what the young folks 
were doing seemed to be lower 
there than it is in this county.

When I looked over the exhib­
itors I found that it was all boys. 
Not a single girl participated in 
the show. I wonder if that fact 
had anything to do with the in­
terest of the parents. I know 
that parents are prone to let 
their boys do things for them­
selves at an earlier age than the 
girls. I know that the Mothers 
usually take an active interest in 
the work of the girls whereas 
she will leave the boy’s work up 
to the Father. I think that the 
whole thing is a family affair and 
that the entire family should take 
an active interest. I am really 
pleased at the interest the par­
ents have shown in this county 
as far as the livestock feeding 
program is concerned.

The Gaines County Show is 
handled a little different from 
ours and there was a difference 
in the quality of their animals. 
They have ruled out milk-fed 
calves and mutton type lambs 
in their show so that it looked 
like we had better animals in 
those two divisions than they did. 
They had some barrows that 
compared favorably with ours 
if you take the group as a whole. 
The top individuals in their pig 
show seemed to, be better than 
ours so we learn from visiting 
other shows that we have room 
for improvement.

Rusty McGinty, Pat Henard 
and I  went up to Morton last 
Saturday and visited their sale. 
The show had been held the day 
before and they started the sale 
on Saturday morning. We 
thought that we had a good sale 
and we did have a good one but 
Cochran County had a good sale 
too. They sold 18 lambs, 65 hogs 
and 11 calves in about three 
hours time and they averaged 
a little higher than ours all the 
way through. They sold two 
calves for 27c a pound and every­
thing else sold for more than 
30c a pound. Several pigs sold 
for 35c a pound but none of them 
went below that figure.

When you visit with your 
neighbors you sometimes find 
that you are real proud of the 
way things are going at home 
and you sometimes find that you 
need to come back and set your 
sights a little higher.

This was accomplished by stay­
ing in session until ten minutes 
to one Friday morning.

They 
were $2,154,497 for expanded 
county agriculture extension 
services; $35,750 for a cotton 
marketing research at the Univ­
ersity of Texas; and approxi­
mately one million dollars to add 
200 beds to the operation of 
John Sealy Hospital at Galveston. 
The Comptroller estimates that 
there will still be approximately 
forty million dollars in the State 
Treasury.

We are looking forward to 
getting on to the remainder of 
the bills now that the 'Appro­
priations Bill has passed. Because 
of the long session on the Appro­
priation Bill, the calendar is 
quite crowded, and we are antic­
ipating a lot of work in the next 
few weeks.

Irrigating or Spraying Water
Irrigation wells are being 

started up and systems put into 
operation to apply a preplanting 
application of water to cropland. 
Have you made a plan to guide 
you in applying this and future 
applications? Do you know how 
much water to apply without 
waste or leaching? Do you know 
how to estimate the moisture in 
your soil? Do you know whether 
or not your irrigation System is 
operating as it should to put 
out the most water with the least 
pumping cost? If your answer to 
the above questions is, “no” or 
“I am not sure,” then the chanc­
es are that you will not realize 
as much profit from your irri­
gated acres as you should. In 
many instances a negative an­
swer to one of the above ques­
tions could contribute to a loss 
from farming operations.

You should have a plan to use 
as a guide in applying irrigation 
water. The plan should oe based 
on your soil, topography of the 
land, amount of water available, 
crops to be grown, and the type 
of irrigation system to be used. 
You should include in your irri­
gation plan when you expect to 
irrigate and approximately how 
much water you expect to apply 
at each irrigation. It should in­
dicate what course will be taken 
in case of a pumping plant fail­
ure or a substantial decrease in 
the capacity of your water sup­
ply. If your plan of irrigation in­
cludes crops that require differ­
ent amounts of water it should 
guide you in when and how much 
to apply to each. These and many 
items should be pretty well work­
ed out and written down before 
the irrigation season is too far 
along. The plan should be def­
inite, but it must be flexible 
enough to allow revisions necessi­
tated by weather, insects, un­
foreseen conditions of crop 
growth, tillage Operations and 
other factors that might influ­
ence farming including market 
conditions.

More than likely you are get­
ting along with a preplanting ir­
rigation. Are you applying the 
proper or desired amount of 
water or are you making too 
heavy an application? Too much 
water will penetrate below a 
point where it can be recovered 
by plants. As water goes into 
the ground is dissolves and car­
ries downward a lot of plant 
neutrants. These neutrants may 
be carried out of reach of plant 
roots if too much water is ap­
plied. At the same time too lit­
tle water applied at that time 
may be insufficient to prevent 
plants going into stress from lack 
of moisture before the nevt plan­
ned irrigation. Enough water 
should be applied at this time to 
bring the soil profile for the plant 
water extraction zone up to field 
capacity. What depth does this 
zone reach? Take a look at your 
plan to see what crops will be 
planted on each acre and how 
deep the roots are expected to 
go. The water holding capacity 
of the soil is also an important 
factor in determining how much 
water to apply. Future applica­
tions will be controlled largely 
by, among other things, what 
yield is expected from the crop 
and the fertility level of your 
soil.

There are several mechanical 
and electrical instruments on the 
market that will help determine 
soil moisture. Most of these are 
expensive and require variable 
amounts and expense for main­
tenance. A reliable method of 
estimating soil moisture is the 
“ feel” or ball method. Details of 
this method of estimating soil 
moisture are available at the 
office of your local Soil Conser­
vation District or from Soil Con­
servation Service technicians as-

sisting the district.
During a recent trip 1 saw 

many irrigation systems that 
were operating very inefficiently. 
Some of the sprinkler systems 
were barely discharging water 
with enough velocity to cause 
the heads to rotate. Many had 
leaks at joints. Some were over­
powered and using more fuel 
than necessary. Quite a few were 
operating at extremely high pres­
sures or were getting very bad 
distribution of water on the land. 
We even found several fields with 
dry spots. This was especially 
true where excessive moves of 
the sprinkler line were made. 
Main lines and sprinkler lines ot 
excessive length accounted for 
much of the inefficient operation. 
Loss due to friction in long lines 
can become very expensive.

If you have any questions or 
are wanting the latest informa­
tion on irrigation and irrigation 
farming, contact the Soil Con­
servation Service personnel as­
sisting your Soil Conservation 
District. They have a lot of val­
uable information and will be 
glad to assist you to develop an 
irrigation plan, determine the 
proper rate and amount of irri­
gation water to apply. They can 
train you in estimating soil mois­
ture and will help you to eval­
uate the operation of your irri­
gation system, work out changes, 
additions to, or plan a new sys­
tem.

His 
talk came after a morning session 
in which a business report on the 
PCG was given and a meeting 
in which the current officers of 
the organization were elected 
again.

Fortenberry, Lubbock, President; 
Wilmer Smith, Wilson, Lynn 
County, Vice President; and 
M. A. (Rip) Elms, Jr. Little­
field, Secretary-Treasurer,

Moorhead are Directors of the 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. from 
»Yoakum county.

W h i t t e n ,  Chairman of the 
powerful Agricultural Appropri­
ations Committee, who was the 
first to insist that the Depart­
ment of Agriculture sell its sur­
plus cotton in world markets 
at competitive prices, said this 
sales program had done lots 
of good and if continued would 
relieve some of our problems.

will not control U.S. Production 
and we also have learned that 
reducing U.S. production will not 
reduce world production.

“ It is my belief,” he said, 
“ that we must rewrite our farm 
legislation so as to reverse the 
present approach, which leads 
to less and less farming on a 
more and more expensive basis.

“We must start out with the 
premise that any farm program, 
to be worthwhile, must let the 
American farmer farm.

“I am preparing a bill which 
will be introduced shortly, where­
in the American cotton farmer 
will be given support on his share 
of the domestic market, figured 
in term of bales or pounds. Such 
supports on the farmers share of 
the domestic market should be 
on the basis of 100 percent of 
parity. Undér such a bill, the 
farmer will be released from 
acreage controls and any cotton 
that he produces beyond his 
share of the domestic markets 
would be available only for 
world trade
