Self-employed are
advised of need for
business records

“People who work for them-
selves on a farm or in a busi-
ness, trade ,or profession should
keep complete and accurate rec-
ords of all their business trans-
actions,” John G. Hutton, mana-
ger of the Lubbock social secur-
ity office pointed out today.
Maintaining complete and accu-
rate records is good business
from many standpoints and
these records are particularly
valuable when income tax time
rolls around.

For these businessmen, Fed-
eral tax returns are not only
used to report the amount of
their income for income tax pur-
poses but are also used to report
the self-employment income for
social security credits. This
means that the eligibility to soc-

ial security benefits for those in-

dividuals and the amount of
their monthly benefits are de-
pendent upon the accuracy of
their tax returns and the accur-
acy of the basic records upon
which these returns have been
prepared.

Mr, Hutton commented that in
many cases his office is required
to verify the income reported on
the self-employment tax returns.
The lack of good records has in
some instances caused consider-
able delays in awarding claims
for benefits and in several cases
has resulted in actual loss of
benefits. So don’t gamble on los-
ing what you may be entitled to

ith the Roughnecks...

Port Mansfield isn’'t a new
spot on the Texas coast. It's
been there for years. But dur-
ing the last year more people
have come to know about it than
for all the rest of the time is
has been there.

Located at the end of a farm
to market road, 25 miles east
of Raymondville, it is one of the
best fishing spots on the Texas

coast. It can be reached over
U.. S. Highway 77 through
Kingsville, south of Raymond-

ville; or over U. S. Highway 181,
south of Falfurrias to San Man-
uel, thence due east until paved
State Highway 186 leads to the
Gulf.

To give you a better idea, Port
Mansfield is just 325 miles-from
Austin. .

For a long time Port Mans-
field has been a good fishing
spot. But, it was hard to get to
and had practically no accomo-
dations. Today [Port Mansfield
has more covered modern boat
stalls and better launching
ramps than perhaps any other
spot on the Texas coast. The
boat stalls are on a basin provid-
ed by the Willacy County Navi-
gation District.

Another important feature of
going to Port Mansfield is the
motel accommodations. Latest
motel is by Sid Wheless, who
built the famous Bar-K ranch
near Austin. He has just con-
structed a modern motel on the
banks of the bay waters. It is a
place where the entire family
can go. It has comfortable beds,
nice rooms, a good eating place
and is less than one hundred feet
from the water.

Recently a group of Texas
newspaper men spent the week-
end at Wheless’ Red Fish Motel.
It was just after the democratic
convention. Their nerves were
on edge and they wanted to get
away from it all. So Wheless in-
vited them to come to Port
Mansfield and fish for a few
days.

Usually the best time to go
fishing anywhere is just before
you get there or just after you
left. This case was the excep-
tion, however.

The scribes hit two wonder-
ful days of fishing. Everyone
hauled away an fice box filled
with some of the most beautiful
trout you ever saw. Out there
in the waters of Laguna Madre
they were so busy pulling in
those yellowmouths and playing
with skipjacks that they were
able to forget completely for a
few hours the political squabbles

they had been sitting through
for several weeks.

Wheless had several good
boats. Some of the Valley people
brought other boats, to provide
ample boating. facilities. The
Raymondville Chamber of Com-
merce gave a barbecue on Sat-
urday night. There the people of
Raymondville, who have been

promoting the port project, told °

of their hopes and dreams of
developing a real port at this
location on the Texas coast.

People of Willacy County al-

" ready have spent $2,500,000 on

the project. This includes the
dredging of a cut through Padre
Island, to connect the Gulf of
Mexico with the mainland. Un-
fortunately, the cut was com-
pleted last year just before a
tropical disturbance hit, causing
the cut to fill up too much for
large boats.

Fishing boats still can go
through the cut, however, to just
about the finest fishing to be
found anywhere,

Most of the fishing done by
the newsmen was in Laguna
Madre, only a short distance
from the motel. Practically all
the® fish were caught by follow-
ing the gulls.

There were two or three men
to the boat. They would ride
along the intracoastal canal and
watch for the birds. When they
saw a flock of gulls working the
water, they would speed to the
location and start plugging. For
the gulls were the signal that
large fish, foraging in Laguna
Madre, were chasing bait fish or
shrimp. The attacking fish
would push the smaller fish to
the surface. Gulls then would
dive down and grab up the small
fish, or shrimp. So the writers
went after the big ones,

It was fabulous fishing. On
almost every cast you'd bring in
a nice trout.

Most of our fishing was done
on light tackle.

Laws on moter scooters are clarified

The Texas Department of
Public Safety has received num-
erous requests from individuals
who want to know the exact law
governing ‘the operation and
licensing of motor scooters and
drivers. They ask such questions
as: Do I have to be licensed?
Does my scooter have to be in-
spected? If I have to be licensed
how do I go about it?

With the idea that.there may
be many others who are concern-
ed about these same questions,
the following informafiion has'
been compiled for the use of
Texas motorists:

Senate Bill 53 and House Bill
46, both amending Section 4 of
Article 6687b, Revised Civil
Statutes, empowers the Texas
Department of Public Safety
(instead of the county judges,
as it used to be) to determine
the mnecessity for issuance of
operator’s licenses to minors
between age 14 and 16. Such
minors may apply for an opera-
tor’s license by obtaining proper
parental signatures and present-
ing a driver  education certifi-
cate or “Minor Emergency Ap-

plication for Operator’'s Lic-
ense.”
The Department shall not

issue any license to any person
who is under the age of 16 years,

except to such person if 14 years .

of age or older where, in the
opinion of the Department there
appears an emergency sufficient
to justify the issuance of such
license, or it appears that the
failure or refusal to issue such
license to any such person will
work an unusual economic hard-
ship on the family or the appli-
cant for the license, or it ap-
pears that a license should be
granted to the applicant because
of sickness or ill health of mem-
bers of the family of the appli-
cant, or the failure to issue such
license would be deterimental
to the general welfare of the
applicant or his or her family,
or it appears that the applicant
has completed and passed the
State Department of Education
approved standard driver train-
ing course. The applicant for
such license shall include a cer-
tificate by the superintendent of
the school that said driver train-
ing course is part of the regular
cuiculum, and that the applicant
has passed this course.

House Bill 46 provides for the
issuance of a special combina-
tion operator and commercial
operator restricted license to
applicants between the ages of
14 and 16 years for the purpose
of operating motor cycles, motor

scooters, motorized bicycles, ete.
whose horsepower does not ex-
ceed five brake horsepower—on
the basis of parental signature
only. These ‘“‘scooter” applicants
are exempt from obtaining either
the “Minors Emergency Applica-
tion” or a driver training certi-
ficate. They must, however, ob-
tain proper parent’s authoiza-
tion and comply with all other
requirements in the law.

To comply with this bill, the
Department will simply issue a
Commercial Operator’s license
restricted to ‘“motorcycle only,
not to exceed 5 brake horse-
power,” The regular commercial
fee of $3 will be collected and

the license will be good only to
operate a motor scooter not ex-
ceed 5 brake horse pwer. Only
an operator’s examination will
be given for issuanee—the com-
merical rules questions will not
be required,

It shall be the duty of Texas
DPS to require every owner of
every motor vehicle registered
in this state, to have the brakes,
ilghting equipment, horns and
warning devices inspected at
State appointed inspection sta-
tions or by state inspectors.
After the period designated for
the inspection, no person shaill
operate on the highways of this
state any motor vehicle register-
ed in the state unless a valid
certificate or inspection is dis-
played thereon or in the posses-
sion of the scooter operator.

The Department shall mnot
honor the application of any
minor under the age of 18 years
for an operator’s commerical
operator’s, or chauffeur’s license
unless such appilcation is sign-

. ed by the father of the appil-

cant, if the father is living and
has the custody of the appli-
cant, otherwise by the mother
or guardian having the custody
of such minor.

The DPS shall give a com-
plete visual, written and driv-
ing examination to every appli-
cant for operator’s license,
whether minor or adult.

If any minor shall drive any
motor vehicle upon any public
road or highway in this state
or upon any street or alley
within the limits of any corpor-
‘ate city, town or village, or up-
on any beach, without having a
valid drivers license authorizing
such - driving or without having
displayed «a valid certificate of
inspection of such vehicle ,such
minor shall be fined as set forth
in the laws. The owner of such

vehicle (without wvalid -certifi+

cate of inspection) is also guilty
of a misdemeanor and wshall be
fined as set forth in the laws.
Since a minor cannot legally
own a motorscooter, of course,
the parent is usually the owmer.

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Time to make plans for early
holiday mailing, postmaster says

Postmaster Robert Watson
said today, ‘“Christmas may seem
quite a way off, but neverthe-
less, we're starting our annual
‘Mail Early for Christmas’ cam-
paign immediately, because
there’s every indication that the
1958 Christmas season will set
an all time mailing record”.

The Postmaster said further
that right now is the time to
plan your Christmas card and
gift mailings. The first thing to
do is to check your Christmas
card list very carefully — make
sure that each address particu-
larly on mail to larger cities in-
cludes full name, street. and
number, city, zone and state,

He went on to say that by a
little advance planning, a lot of
headaches can be avoided when
the Christmas rush is one. The
Postmaster suggests that you
stock up now on heavy wrap-
ping paper, sturdy corrugated
cartons, strong cord and paper
adhesive tape, for use in secure-
ly packing and wrapping . your
Christmas gifts. Remember, al-
so, that you ecan include your
Christmas card or letter inside
your gift package if you’ll just
add the appropriate First Class
mail stamps to the postage for
the package itself.

Be sure to use only First Class
four cent ,or seven sent Air Mail
postage on your Christmas cards.
All cards sent by First Class
mail may include a personal
handwritten message, whereas a
signature only is authorized on
cards that are mailed at the
three cent, Third Class rate.

The Postmaster says its es-
pecially important to include
your return address on every
Christmas card envelope. Be-
sides- being socially correct, this
is a big help to both you and
your friends in Kkeeping your
mailing lists up-to-date.

Through the fine cooperation
of the public during recent years,
Postmaster Watson reports that
great progress has been. made in
getting the Christmas mails
through on time. He is making
many advance preparations to
handle the 1958 Christmas mail

rush, with extra mail clerks and
expanding facilities.

Speaking further about his
plans, the Postmaster said,
“With over 170,000,000 people in
the U.S.A. today, that means
more Christmas mail than ever
before, and that’s why the Post
Office needs your help in plan-
ning your Christmas mailings
well in advance”.

‘Christmas cards and gifts for
most distant points should be
mailed first, preferably well be-
fore December 10th, and those
for nearby - points should be
mailed by ‘December A5th, or aff
least a week before Christmas.

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tax next year.

Most folks are pretty strong-
ly pro or con—no Ilukewarm
feelings.

Property taxes are another
matter.- People may gripe about
them, but they don’'t often get
stirred up about them,

But the latest report by the
Texas State Tax Study Commis-
sion, ,‘Our Property Taxes,” un-
derscores the importance of this
levy. It is Texas’ biggest money-
maker for state and local gov-
ernment. In 1958 property taxes
will bring in an estimated $629,-
000,000 to the state and all the
various local taxing units,

More interesting, the Tax
Commission’s study of assess-
ment and collection practices
and problems indicates that this
figure is probably only a frac-
tion of what is legally due.

Shortage of personnel plus the
mountainous difficulties of locat-
ing and evaluating all the items
involved add up to inequalities
and haphazard methods.

Under Texas law, individuals
and businesses are supposed to
pay property taxes on all real

“estate—land and buildings. In

addition, both businesses and in-
dividuals are liable for taxes on
all “tangible personal property”
—cars, airplanes, boats, furni-
ture, jewelry, business equip-
ment, fixtures, inventories, etc.
Also, on all “intangible personal
property”’ — money, bonds,
stocks, mortgages, etc.

In practice, many of these are
just plain ignored by officials
and citizens alike, Many cities
make no effort to collect proper-
ty taxes on cars. As to money,
the Commission report observ-
es, “If money in the bank were
taxed on January 1, relatively
few persons or businesses would
have any money on deposit that
day-”

In other areas where more
vigorous efforts at collection are
made, results are spotty. Re-
searchers found that the same
piece of property would net
widely varying tax bills in dif-
ferent counties.. On one example
the range was from $616 in Har-
ris County to $1,132 in Travis
County,

They also found that some
Dpeople claim homestead exemp-
tions for more than one house.
At $3,000 each, these add up to
unknown thousands in untaxed
value.

Exemptions plus low assess-
ments take a big bite from
theoretically possible tax collec-
tions. In a study of 3,037 house
sales, the Commissions’ research
staff found the legal tax due to
be $95,019. Actual taxes levied
were $2,706, only 3 per cent of
what strict application of the
law would have produced.

Cattle Guard

On  Saturday of last week I
attended a barrow sale at Level-
land. That was the first barrow
sale for me to see. I went with
the intention "of buying some
pigs for the local 4-H boys to
feed and exhibit at the County
Fat Stock Show next February.
The demand for barrows was
very strong that day so I didn’t
get to buy any. The cheapest
barrow sold for $19.00. There
was one sold for $21.00. The
highest one brought $51.00 and
most of them sold between $30.00
and $35.00 each.

After watching over 50 head
of barrows sell for an almost
outrageous price, I decided that
a barrow sale was a good thing
for the hog breeders. The breed-
ers who consigned barrows to
the sale were well pleased with

are undermanned, Texas has
1,500 assessor-collectors. Some-
times a county, city and school
district each will have an offi-
cial doing the same job in the
same area. Result: total cost of
property tax administration in
Texas exceeds $15,000,000 a year.

CITY RECOMMENDATIONS
—Texas League of Municipaliti-
es has a series of recommenda-
tions—mostly in regard to mon-
ey—for ‘the next Legislature.

Topping the list was an ap-
peal to the lawmakers to auth-
orize cities to raise = money
through some new. tax sources.
League also ‘asked for thorough
study of inequities in the pro-
perty tax laws and revision
where needed. It suggested that
payment of property taxes og
motor vehicles be required be-
fore issuance of new license tags.

‘Cities also asked the Legisla-
ture to step out of the field of
regulating pay, pensions, and
hours of city employes. Local
citizens have to pay the bill,
said the League, and ought to
have the say-so.

COST OF HIGH LIVING —
It’s not the income; it's the out-
go that has put Texas treasury
in the red, says State Comptrol-
ler Robert S. Calvert.

Calvert told Gov. Price Dan-
iel’s Executive Study Committee

- that all tax sources except oil

are expected to bring in some
$74,646,044 more revenue in the
1960-61 biennium than for 1958-
59.

But, he pointed. out ,inescap-
able increase of needs in just
one area — public schools — will
just about absorb all this extra
money.

SOME CHANGES MADE —
Final outcome (from unofficial
returns) of voting on proposed
constitutional amendments re-
sulted in these changes:

1. Appointees to vacated coun-
ty judge and justice of the peace
posts may serve only until the
next general election — not for
the remainder of a four - year
term,
~ 2. Precinct, county and distri-
ct office holders may not an-
nounce for another office with-
out resigning the office they
hold.

3. Cities may elect their offi-
cials for four-year, instead of
two-year terms.

4. Former Texas Rangers or
their widows may receive pen-
sions up to $80 a month. '

5. State funds may be spent
to advertise Texas outside the
state,

6. Legislature may pass a law
providing medical care assistan-
ce for people receiving old age
pensions, aid to the blind, dis-
abled or dependent children.

7. Legislature may authorize
the creation of new hospital dis-
tricts in Potter, Wichita and
Jefferson counties.

On the other. hand, when Tex-
ans put their foot on the pro-
posal for annual sessions and
$7,500 annual salaries for legis-
lators, it meant lawmakers
would face next year’s tough
taxing session with only 120
“pay” days.

the way things went off. They
had never tried having a barrow
sale before but now they plan
to make it an annual event.

The whole thing got started

when the Hockley County Pro-
gram Building Committee de-
termined that one of their prob-
lems was the fact that the boys
and girls of that county had a
hard time locating good barrows
to feed for the local county
show. To solve the problem, the
breeders agreed to hold an auc-
tion and each breeder would
consign his top barrows to the
sale. The thing backfired be-
cause only a few Hockley Coun-
ty youngsters bought animals.
To really solve their problem,
the bidding should have been
limited to Hockley County boys
and girls who were eligible to
participate in the County Show.
A thing like that would not be

very good for a breeder who

likes to get his stock scattered
out over a large area in order
to get the publicity. It worked
well for the breeder the way it
was but it did not help the boys
and girls a great deal. Most of
the gcood barrows went out of
the county just as they would
have done if I had bought some
of them.

The sale was well advertised
and there was people there from
over a large territory. They
could have sold a good many
more barrows if they had had
them. Only four breeds were re-
presented.  They 'had Poland
Chinas, Durocs, Berkshires and
Hampshires. The age of the pigs
ranged from six to eleven weeks.
It appeared that these 50 to 55
pigs came from 16 or 17 differ-
ent litters. That means that we
could have a barrow  sale in
Yoakum County if we -had 20
good registered sows that far-
rowed in August and September.
Perhaps that is a goal for us to
work toward.

I have always maintained that
a young 4-H boy starting out
to feed barrows for show should
eventually work into a breeding
program. When enough of the
boys begin raising their own
pigs, there will soon be a surplus
of show barrows. If the quality
of the stock is kept high, then

people from other areas will
come .in _and get the surplus.
There is one trouble. Anyone

who«comes from another coun~
ty wants to get the very top
barrows. He wants to take home
the kind of barrows that @ we
would want to keep for our local
show. There is no end to the
problems that one could get into
trying to produce good show
barrows.

The main problem is the dif-
ficulty in maintaining high
quality stock. Breeders have
found that they have to pay
some extremely high prices for
breeding stock in order to main-
tain the quality in their herds.
Most of the 4-H boys are oper-
ating on a small budget and they
cannot afford to buy the kind
of stock that they would like to
have. Growing into = the hog
business is a slow process but I
feel that we are headed in the
right direction when we offer
good premiums and prices at
our local show apd encourage
the young feeders to work into
a breeding program. -Someday
we will have a barrow sale.
