3. A bond issue for the erection
of a county park in the vicinity
of Denver City.

4. A opportunity for voters to
express approval or disapproval
of a contemplated change in the .
county-office setup whereby the
Sheriff and Tax Assessor will
be working under separate of-
fices instead of' a joint sheriff-
tas assessor as is the case now.

The date on which the election
will probably be held is Satur-
day, July 25. The actual setting
of the date for the eection will
probably be made at a meeting
of the Yoakum County Commis-
sion on Monday, June 29.

Petitions for the cailing of an
election for the hospital bond
issue were presented to the
county commission several weeks
ago.

Trout plans fight

to state high court

Clyde Trout, who at the pres-
ent time appears to be the loser
in a court fight for the County
Commission seat from Precinct
Four, said foday that he will
probably carry that suit for the
seat to the State Supreme Court
for final determination if the ap-
peals court fails to grant a mo-
tion for a writ of error.

Trout, in a telephone interview
with the Press, said that last
week’s summary judgment affir-
mation by the Amarillo District
Court of Appeals in favor of Paul
Loe will probably be appealed.

“I can't tell you anything defi-
nite right now,” Trout said prior
to stating that an appeal for a
writ of error will probably be
filed in the Appeal court some
time within the next few days.

The appeal for a writ of error,
if granted by the court in Ama-
rillo, would return the case to the
Yoakum County District Court
for retrial. If a motion for a
writ of error is denied by the ap-
peais court a second motion may
be filed in the appellate court,
and, if it also is denied, the case
could be carried to the high
court.

The suit came into being last
year after Trout had posted an
11-vote victory over Loe in the
general election. Trout’s margin
resulted from a write-in cam-
paign which Loe alieges was con-
ducted in an underhanded man-
ner. Loe had been a primary elec-
tion winner in the race for the
post and felt confident of victory
on the basis of the primary win.

For two or three years I have
been trying to convince some. of
theé irrigated farmers of the ad-
vantages of growing irrigated
pastures. The main grasses that
T +was bragging about wére
Coastal Bermudagrass and Mid-
land Bermudagrass. We learned
this year that Coastal will not
stand’ as much cold weather as
Midland because some of the trial

plots died back during the past

winter.

About three weeks ago  there
was an article in the Lubbock
paper about Mr. W. B. Price of
Lubbock who had some Midland

Bermuda that furnished grazing

for an almost unbelievable a-
mount of cattle. This article did
more good than all of my harping
and several farmers came in and
asked where they could get a
start of this grass. Garland
Swann is the only one that has
made a deal so far. He ordered
20 bushels of sprigs from the
Robson Ranch at Catoosa, Okla-~
homa. They shipped the" sprigs
by truck in two different ship-
ments. The first 10 bushels came
on May 21Ist and Garland got
them set out the next day. A
week later he received the re-

mainder of the sprigs and this -

time they sent 13 bushels instead
of 10." He got all but one bushel
set-out that following day *and
finished up early Saturday mor-
ning. The 23 bushels covered al-
most five acres. The sprigs cost
$2.50 a bushel plus the hauling
cost. They were set out with hand

/labor and we have estimated the

per. acre cost of seed and hand

some more in order for Garland

to get a start. Mr. Robson assur-

This is sand with red clay sub-
soils and are the most extensive
soils in the county. Generally re-
ferred to as “mixed or catclaw”
land, it is very productive and
grows a large amount of the
palatable grasses so important to
successful cattle grazing.

In the triangle from Plains to
Bronco are the gray or lime soils
of the Moniker, Portales, Arch
and Tito Association, which
comprise some 48,000 acres.
These soils have a high water
intake and grow the turf grass-
es such as grama and buffalo
grass.

We also have the drawn soils
on the Sulpher Springs Draw
that is the head water of the
Colorado River. In the bottom of
this draw are Spur Soils that re-
ceive extra runoff. The shallow
soils on the edges of the draw
are Potter and Kimbrough soils
and consist of about 4,000 acres.

These brood soil asociations in-
clude other soils that are sepa-
rated on an aerial photoraph in
the Standard Soil Survey. They
are separated according to sur-
face texture, which can be sandy,
fine sandy loam (mixed land), or
clay loams which are hard. Soils
are separated by the depth to
parent material and, very impor-
tant, by the slope of the iand.

Erosion is taken into consider-
ation and wind erosion is a major
problem in the Yoakum County
District, Mr. Dittemore pointed
out. -

These soil classifications are
made by a soii scientist walking
over the land, digging holes and
examining the soils. He considers
the Kkind, amount and condi-

tion of grasses on the soil when .

ciassifying soils.

After lots of walking, driving
and digging to complete the field
work, a report of the survey will

It has been pointed out that
such a move would probably
favor the taxpayers in that there
would be more specialization per-
missabie in each of the fields.
This would benefit the taxpayer
because tax assessments could
be made by an assessor who is
thoroughly acquainted with the
problem; and law enforcement on
the county: level could be placed
in the hands of a professional

law enforcement man with no -

worries about tax assessments.

County Judge Don Hancock
said that such change would not
cost the taxpayers much, only
the difference between what is
now paid to the Chief Deputy
Tas Assessor and the amount
which top county officials are
paid. This sum woulid probably
be in the vicinity of $1,500 a year.

The actual setting of the date
for a special election will prob-
abiy be on June 29. Hancock
said, when the county commission
holds its weekly meeting.
