- permits for the construction of
34 homes valued at $315,950. It
also includes permits for three

Not included is the new motel
which is to be buiit by Jack
Hayes wand the new telephone
building now in the plainning
stages by P. W. St. Romain.
These two 'projects should total
in the neighborhood of $100,000.

Also not included are several
prejects just outside the city
limits. Among these are Woody
Wilmeth's drive-in, the new
ready-mix concrete plant, the
new building of J. L. Taylor and
a number of houses moved in at
the outskirts of town. The im-
mediate future calls for the con-
struction of a new cantaloupe
processing plant about a quarter
mile outside the city limits and
the construction of new  head-
quarters for the state highway
department at the east edge of
town.

In addition to all of thlS the
city is about ready to spend
some §75,000 for improvements
in the local gas system, with a
portion of the total earmarked
for work within the city limits.

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" Cowhboys win big one, rope Steers, 24 —14

It took a super effort on the
part of the Cowhoys, but super
the Cowboys were. By 10 p.m.
Friday, they had nailed the Far-
well Steers to the cross to the
tune of 24-14 and hung up their
sixth consecutive victory of the
season while handing the hosts
their first setback.

Playing near-perfect football
after a mental lapse had spotted
the Steers eight points before
the clock started running, the
Cowboys kept on the move all
night, never losing the ball on
fumble or interception and hit-
ting their season’s low-point in
penalties as they were guilty of
only three infractions and lost
but 15 yards.

Joe Don Marrow, big Plains
fuilback, and Ray Faught, the
speedy halfback, kept the Steers
on the run all night with con-
stant jabs at the big Farwell
line. Quarterback Mike Sink
mixed up the plays very well as
he fed to Marrow and Faught
who found a lot of running room
through the holes provided by
Don and Doug Todd, Dick
Cooke and Harmon Meixner.
Blocks by Don Williams and
Wait Coffman helped tremend-
ously when the two rampaging
ball carriers carried on the wide
stuff.

Farwell scored on the opening
kickoff when Jerry Lovelace’s
low booming kick bounced over
the head of Faught and was re-
covered in the end zone by end
Larry McDorman. Lovelace ran
over for the bonus points and
the score was 8-0, Farwell, with
the clock still showing 12 full
minutes to play in the opening
period.

But Plains refused to press
the ‘panic button. Faught re-
turned the ensuing kickoff to the
38 and the Cowboys drove all
the way to the Farwell 12 where
a fourth-down play was short of
a new series by inches. Lovelace

quick-kicked the Steers out of
the hole and Plains then took
over at its own 45. The Cow-
boys could move only to mid-
field so Coffman Kkicked to the
12 where Lovelace took it on a
fair catch. Lovelace and speedy
Carroll Huggins moved the ball
out to the 31 from where Love-
lace kicked and Joe Bob Oats
returned to the Plains 40.

After Plains could gain but
five yards, Coffman boomed a
punt into the end zone as the
second quarter got underway.
Two running plays netted Far-
well four yards and Quarterback
Benjy Dial decided to try a
third-down pass. But he was hit
hard, the ball jarred loose and
Don Todd pranced on the loose
pigskin to give the Cowboys pos-
session at the 24.

Eight plays later, the Cow-
boys had evened the score. Wil-
liams, Marrow “and Faught,
helped by a five-yard pass from
Sink to Coffman, moved the ball
to the three from where Faught
went over for the touchdown.
Marrow swept end for the extra
points to make it 8-8 with 6:23
left to play in the first half.

Farwell made a gallant bid to
re-capture the lead before the
half ended. Huggins returned
the Kkickoff to the Steer 33.
Spearheaded by two runs of 16
yards and 21 yards by Lovelace,
the Steers drove to the Plains
three-yard line. But with four-
th and goal from that point, Jim
Hardage was hit behind the line

of scrimmage at the four. He’

fumbled and Don Todd fell on
the ball, although the Cowboys
would have taken over anyway.

Less than a minute remained
in the half when Plains took
over. Marrow crashed his way
to the 10 and then Faught cir-
cled right end, broke into the
clear momentarily and raced to
the 40 before he was knocked
out of bounds with four seconds

remaining. Sink went back to
pass on the next play, but
couldn’t find a receiver and
wisely chose to eat the ball, los-
ing five yards.

The Cowboys went ahead the
first time they got the ball in
the second half. Farwell could
not move after Huggins had re-
turned the kickoff to the Steer
48 so Lovelace punted to the
Plains 22. Marrow picked up five
and Faught scampered for seven
to the 34. Then Marrow electri-
fied the crowd as he swept his
left end, turned the corner as
Wiiliams cut down a would-be
tackler and Coffman blocked
out another defender. Big Joe
then outraced three pursuiters
down the sideline for a 66-yard
touchdown run. Cooke and Jack
Meixner also threw key blocks.
Faught went wide around left
end for the extra points and
Cowboys were ahead 16-8 with
8:26 to go in the third stanza.

After Huggins returned the
next kickoff to his own 40, the
Steers moved to the Plains 32
where the rugged Cowboy de-
fense refusedl to be fooled by a

fake kick on fourth down by’

Dial and Plains took over at the
30.

Marrow carried six times and
Faught five to put the ball on
the three as the quarter ended.
Marrow went over from that

point on the first play of the '

final quarter. The Cowboys got
three tries at the extra points.
Sink’s pass was knocked down,
but Farwell was off side and
penalized half the distance to
the goal. Sink then tried a keep-
er but was stopped short, but
Farwell was again too eager and
the ball was moved two feet
from the goal from where: Sink
sneaked over to make it 22-8
with only seven seconds  gone
in the fourth quarter.

Huggins almost broke loose
following the next kickoff, the
Steer speedster racing to the 46
before Marrow knocked him out
of bounds. The Steers drove to
the Plains 39, from where Sink
batted down a fourth down pass
intended for Huggins and Plains
took over. The Cowboys moved
to the Farwell 40 and Coffman
kicked out of bounds on the
Steer 14.

With time running out, the
Steers unwrapped their passing
game, which had until that time
accounted for but five yards on
one completion out of eight at-
tempts. Dial passed to Bill Owen

for 12 yards to.the 26 and then. .

surgery is most often used in

breast cancer, he said.
Hemorrhoids do not cause

cancer, but cancer can cause

hemorrhoids, he emphasized.

The films were very informa-
tive and each of the women in
attendance felt better inform-
ed and more assured, and ex-
pressed their appreciation to' the
Tsa Mo Ga Club and Dr. Lynn
for their presentation of the
program.
