Public Safety officials said,
“We would like this to be con-
sidered an educational program
for wvoluntary compliance with
this law.” Some safety rules sug-
gested include a burning red
light on the rear of trailers, pull-
ing trailers.

Prior to the meeting between
officials, House Speaker Waggon-
er Carr had been in contact with
Col. Homer Garrison, Director
of the Texas Department of
Public Safety in Austin.

Crux of the situation is that
trailers which . exceed 4,000
pounds. gross weight, must be
registered. Public Safety officials
said the minimum registration
fee for .a 3,000 pound trailer for
five months, the remaining time
in this registration year, is $4.13.
Permits for higher gross weights
will be from $10.39 for 7,000
pounds graduated up to $17.68
for 10,000 gross per trailer for
farmers. Fees for gins who own
trailers  would be higher.

The half-frozen fans braved
temperatures in the mid-20s
realized what was in store the
first time Sundown got the ball.
After Plains received the open-
ing kickoff, the Cowboys drove
from their own 27 to the Rough-

Children’s eating

Most = modern doctors are
agreed that the foundation for
health is laid in the first six
vears of our lives, and modern
nutritionists  are convinced that
the eating habits we have de-
veloped by the ‘age of six may
chart the course of aduit health.

The Texas Beef Council say that
American mothers, aware of our
national abundance of foods, and
aware of the possibilities of
superb health, are probably most
conscious of the child who does,
not want to eat. We are not
satisfied that our children are
“not sick;” we want them to be
definitely “‘well.” g

The thin child who does not
have sufficient appetite to sup-
port a growing body is a parti-
cular worry to a mother who
can provide her child with ample
food to keep him racing to climb

trees with his playmates, and
for this reason many American
mothers are particularly grate-
ful for the ever-present hambur-
ger.

The child who wants a ham-
burger three times a day may
not gain weight as rapidly as
his playmates, the Beef Council
has fcund, but in his repetitious
demand for hamburger. he is
getting nearly all the food value
he must have for growth. Beef
is lacking only in carbohydrates
(starch and sugar) and in ascor-
bic acid (Vitamin C). The bread
or bun on his hamburger pro-
vides the carbohydrates he needs,
and, for the child who absolute-
ly refuses orange juice, this
necessary vitamin can be given
in tablet form.

However worrisome  the small
appetite may be to a mother
who is trying to develop healthy
bodies and appetites for varied,
ba‘anced mezls, the Texas Beef
Council reminds ‘mothers that
many severe feeding problems
are produced by too much urg-
ing to eat more.

A thin child should, of course,
have regular medical cheek-ups.
Doctors find that thinness, fail-
ure to gain weight, and fatigue
come more often from emotional
troubles than from physical
causes. However. some children
seem to inherit their parents’
thinness.  These children often
prefer relativly low-calorie foods

of a delicate appetite.

Trying to entice a child with
foods he doesn’t want, and mak-
ing him aware that his lack of
appetite is a problem, can create
even bigger problems. :

Mothers of thin children can
be comforted by the fact that
these youngsters usually grow
to slender adulthood.and a life
free from the ‘

American population. And the
mother of ‘a chiid whose appetite
‘“needle’” is stuck on hamburger
can comfort herself that he may

not be getting fat—but he is
getting the protein necessary

for growth.

Sou you :hate dust — It may
be your best friend. The seil in
the® Yoakum Soil Conservation
District is made up of three siz-
es of soil particles. The smallest
is clay, the middle sized is silt,
and the largest in size is sand.

_The silt particies are middle
sized, an average of eight hun-
dred and 40 silt particles side
by side measure one inch. Soil
particles this size and smaller
arve very easily blown away. The
soil is also made up of other
minerals and organic matter
that are sma:l in size. The small-
est particies are the most fer-
tile and blow away first. Sand
may blow just over the fence.
Silt may blow two or three miles
and the clay may blow as far as
Lukbock, or even as far as Dal-
las.

These that

small particies

blow away are the most fertile
and ‘are  gone from your farm
forever: ‘The' elay particles are
the most fertile and are a part
of the topseil. Dust is dry, fer-
tile soil: that is merely out of
place. You cuss when you find it
on the' furniture, ali over the
house and it crunches when you
walk on it. It really belongs out
in the -field to grow crops and
grass. We all can remember the
dust storms of last spring.

Not one of us welcomes these
anniia! dust storms. The damage
wind has doae to unprotected
land is easily seen all over the
county. Fence row dunes, dunes
piled up arcund the house and
dust inside the house is not nice
to see. This can be stopped. The
soil has to be protected from the
high wind we have in the spring.
To stop these sins infecting,
sneeze provoking dust storms is

Dust may be your friend

not easy. Each one must do his
part. You must keep the bare soil
protected during «the spring
months. This can be done with
green cover crops or stubble

from last years crop. In
emergency you can list or p,
the soil to make clods. Clods
will bind the soil together and
roughen the surface and slow

down the speed of the wind.
