Cotton allotments

Yoakum County received h 
1360 cotton acreage allotment of 
3.2,048.1 acres, according to an 
announcement made today by W. 
M. Overton, ASC County office 
manager.

The Yoakum County ASC 
Committee has established the 
1960 colton acreage allotments 
on the 371 old cotton farms in 
the county, using all the county 
allotment except 72.1 acres 
which have been withheld for 
newcomers, corrections, adjust­
ments. etc.

Overton said the 1960 allot­
ment compares with 33,145.2 
choice “A ” allotment for the 
same 371 cotton farms in 1959. 
The county office manager stat­
es that the official 1960 cotton 
acreage allotment notices were 
mailed to farm operators on Dec­
ember 1 and a copy of all notices 
showing farm acreage allotments 
as established by the ASC Coun­
ty Committee are on file and

Farm statistics 
sought in census

The 1959 census of agriculture, 
now' underway in Yoakum Coun­
ty, will bring up to date farm 
statistics last collected in 1954 
w'hen the farm census revealed 
the following facts:

Value of products sold in 1954 
by farm operators was $4,701,- 
434. Value of all crops sold was 
$4,260,976 and included $4,256,- 
658 for field crops, $4,082 for 
vegetables and $256 for fruits 
and nuts.

Livestock and livestock pro­
ducts sold w'as $440,458 and in­
cluded $12,005 for dairy pro­
ducts, $29,081 for poultry and 
poultry products and $300,372 
for livestock and livestock pro­
ducts.

Section two of the ordinance 
states: It shall be unlawful for 
any person ow'ning, or having con­
trol over, or having custody of any 
dog to permit or allow such dog 
to run or be at large upon any 
public highway, street, alley, 
court, square, park, sidewalk, or 
any other public grounds within 
the corporate limits of the city of 
Plains, Texas.

The ordinance goes on to state 
that it shall be unlawful for any 
dog owner to allow his dog to run 
at large on any unfenced lot or 
tract of land within the city limits.

Enactment of the ordinance fol­
lowed by some four months an 
election held last summer when 
local voters heartily endorsed a 
proposed ordinance. Passage has 
been delayed while the city made 
plans to care for impounded dogs.

A pound has been constructed 
at the city’s .light plant. A shed 
at the pound is now in the process 
of being built.

The ordinance also provides for 
dogs to be vaccinated and tagged. 
Mayor Roger Curry said Tuesday, 
however, that this portion of the 
ordinance would not be enforced 
until all dog owners had had an 
opportunity to comply. In the past, 
arrangements have been made 
with a veterinarian to conduct 
vaccinations in Plains during the 
spring. Since there is no local 
veterinarian, the visit by an out- 
of-town official has been neces­
sary. No date for a vaccination 
clinic has been set, but dog own­
ers will be notified in advance.

Specifically the ordinance states: 
It shall be unlawful for any person 
to maintain or keep a dog more 
than six months of age on any 
premises within the corporate 
limits of the city of Plains, Texas, 
unless such dog w’ears a collar or 
harness securely attached to its 
body to w'hich shall be securely at­
tached a tag issued for said dog 
by a licensed veterinarian, licensed 
to practice veterinary medicine in 
the State of Texas, showing that 

. the dog has been within the cur­
rent calendar year, vaccinated 
against rabies.

The ordinance goes on to pro­
vide for procedures for impound­
ing dogs as w'ell as for redemption 
and destruction of unclaimed ani­
mals.

It also sets up fines to which 
owners or custodians of dogs will 
be subjected for failure to comply 
with the ordinance.

Chamber c f Commerce offici­
als and members are discussing 
the possibility of adding hospital 
rooms to the Yoakum County 
Clinic in Plains to provide full 
medical facilities for the people 
of this area.

Such a need has become evi­
dent in recent months as more 
and more persons from the 
Plains area are forced to accept 
hospitalization at out-of-town 
institutions. This situation re­
sults in great inconvenience to 
the patients and their physician, 
chamber officials point out.

Dr. Clyde A. Lynn, Plains phy­
sician, said this week that he 
feels that a hospital would need 
15 beds in order to be operated 
economically. He further stated 
that he felt a hospital of this 
size could be supported locally.

Since the Plains clinic opened 
in August, Dr. Lynn said patron­
age had exceeded w'hat anyone 
had believed it would. At the 
present time, the physician is 
seeing an average of about 35 
patients a day. At the same time, 
business is increasing steadily.

V/ith no hospital facilities 
here, all patients in need of hos­
pitalization are being transferr­
ed to Denver City, necessitating 
daily 30-miles round trips for the 
physician. Dr. Lynn said it is not 
uncommon for him to have five 
patients in the Denver City hos­
pital at one time. He further 
explained that there would be 
more patients if hospital facilit­
ies were available here, pointing 
out that a number of persons 
actually in need of hospitaliza­
tion chose to remain at home 
and receive treatment there in­
stead of getting so far away from 
home and their physician.

According to Dr. Lynn, the 
local clinic is adequately equip­
ped to take care of a 15-bed hos­
pital. In addition to the 15 hos­
pital rooms, there should be an 
operating room, a delivery room 
and a kitchen. X-ray equipment, 
laboratory facilities, office space 
and other necessities are ade­
quate as they are, he said.

Another important faetpr in 
the chamber’s move to add hos­
pital facilities to the local clinic 
is the attractiveness such an in­
stallation w'oujd offer to another 
physician. Since arriving here 
last summer, from Oklahoma 
City, Dr. Lynn has been in con­
tact with a number of physicians 
attempting to interest them in 
coming to Plains. He said this 
week he was confident another 
physician would be here next 
July, but local- hospital facilities 
would make the situation much 
more attractive. A number of 
physicians contacted do not like 
the idea of being 15 miles away 
from their hospitalized patients.

The need for a second physic­
ian for Plains is realized by 
practially everyone in Plains, 
chamber officials feel. Dr. Lynn 
said he often sees as many as 
45 patients a day. With daily 
trips to Denver City to check on 
his patients, along with surgical 
and other duties, Dr. Lynn said 
he felt certain another physic­
ian’s services here were warrant­
ed.

Dr. Lynn met with a group of 
persons at the Chamber of Com­
merce office Tuesday evening 
and expressed his views. Cham­

ber officials decided to secure 
the services of an architect for 
a preliminary study of the pro­
posed expansion before making 
any definite plans.

Bond election called Dec. 19
Yoakum County Commission­

ers have set Saturday, Decem­
ber 19, as the date for a special 
election to determine the fate 
of two bond issues with a total- 
value of $115,000.

Items to be voted on will in­
clude $40,000 in bonds for a new 
county jail; and $75,000 for a 
county park (Denver City Swim­
ming pool) according to the 
notice of election issued by the 
commissioners.

Vote on the county jail will 
be the second in six months. The 
proposal was defeated in .a simi­
lar bond election held in June. 
This will be the first attempt on 
the proposed swimming pool is­
sue.

It has heen explained that the 
wording of the proposal, “ county 
park” is done in conformance 
with statutes providing for coun­

ty maintained properties. The 
entire sum of $75,000, if approv­
ed, will be used for swimming 
pool facilities in Denver City, 
commissioners said.

Commissioners, in calling the 
election, authorized setting up 
of nine polling places in the 
county. These will include four 
in Plains, two in Denver City 
proper, and the others at Sligo, 
the CG & S Gin, and at Shell 
Oil Co. Recreation Hall, Plant 
Number 1.

Qualified voters will have an 
opportunity to vote for or 
against each of the propositions.

It has been reported that 
plans for the swimming pool set 
up a pool almost twice the size 
of the present pool, in the same 
location. Plans also .call for a 
new treating plant, at an esti­
mated cost of $22,000, with the

balance to be used for the ad­
ditional swimming area.

Installation of the new treat­
ing plant, it has been pointed 
out, will eliminate the necessity 
of weekly draining and will make 
it necessary to drain the pool 
only once during a season.

According to plans for the 
pool, which are still being com­
pleted, it wiil no longer run 
lengthwise with Fifteenth Street 
but will be parallel to Avenue 
D with the deep end of approxi­
mately 40 feet in width extend­
ing along 15th street, the pool 
approximately 120 feet in length 
parallel to Avenue D and the 
width of the pool at the shallow 
end to be approximately 80 feet.

Current plans for the pool,

An ordinance prohibiting dogs 
from running at large on public or 
private property; defining terms; 
providing for vaccination of dogs; 
providing for the wearing of col­
lar with tags attached; providing 
for impounding of dogs; providing 
for notice of impounded licensed 
dogs; providing for ' release of 
dogs impounded upon payment of 
fees; providing for the sale or 
destruction of dogs not redeem- 

, ed; providing for redemption fo 
dogs sold; providing for records; 
providing for vicious dogs; pro­
viding for inspection; providing 
io" unconstitutionality; repeal­
ing certain ordinances; providing 
fo • cumulation of certain ordin­
ances: and providing publication.

WHEREAS, the City Council 
of the City of Plains, Texas, finds 
that the public health and welfare 
zens is endangered by the running 
at large of unvaccinated dogs 
which creates conditions leading to 
rabies epidemics; and,

WHEREAS, the running at 
large of all flogs has resulted in 
the destruction of untold dollars’ 
worth of private property; and. of 
many of the inhabitants of the 
City of Plains, Texas, and thus de­
trimental to public welfare; and 

WHEREAS, the said City of 
Plains, Texas has no adequate or­
dinances regulating the running at 
large of dogs within the City, and 
it has eo-~e to the attention of the 
governing body that dogs are be­
ing kept within the City limits 
in a manner which is dangerous 

. and disturbing to the residents of 
the City of Plains, Texas, and the 
City Council of the City of Plains, 
Texas, deems the following ordin­
ance provisions necessary in the 
public interest THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 
CITY OF PLAINS, TEXAS; 

SECTION 1. Definitions.
“Do"r ’ f0-  t^e nu-ooses of

this ordinance mean both male 
and female.

“At large’’ shall for the pur­
poses of this ordinance be intended

to mean (1) not under control of 
the owner either by a leash, chain, 
cord or other suitable material at­
tached to a collar or harness; or 
(2) not restrained securely within 
an enclosure or fence.

“Owner” shall for the purposes 
of this ordinance be intended to 
mean any person, firm or corpor­
ation owning or keeping or har­
boring or having control of, or 
custody of, a dog.

SECTION 2. It shall be unlaw­
ful for any person owning, or hav­
ing control over,, or having cus­
tody of any dog to permit or al­
low such dog to run or be at large 
upon any public highway, street, 
alley, court, square, park, side­
walk, or any other public grounds 
or public property within the cor­
porate limits of the city of Plains, 
Texas

SECTION 3. It shall be unlawf­
ul for any person owning, or hav- 
control over, or having custody 
of any dog, to permit or allow 
such dog to run or be at large up­
on any unfenced lot, tract or par­
cel of land within the corporate 
limits of the City of Plains, 
Tex^s.

SECTION 4. It shall be unlaw­
ful for any person to maintain or 
keep a dog more than six (6) 
months of age on any premises 
within the corporate limits of the 
city of Plains, Texas, unless such 
dog wears a collar or harness se­
curely attached to its body to 
which shall be securely attached 
a tag issued for said dog by a li­
censed veterinarian, licensed to 
practice veterinary medicine in 
the State of Texas, showing that 
the dog has been within the cur­
rent calendar year, vaccinated 
against rabies.

SECTION 5. It shall be the 
duty of the animal warden or any 
of his deputies or any City Police­
man while on duty, to seize and 
impound, subject to the provisions 
of this ord;nance, all dogs found 
at large upon any public highway, 
street, alley, court, square, park, 
sidewalk or any other- public pro­
perty within the coroporate limits 
of the City of Plains, Texas, whe­

ther In the Immediate presence of 
the owner or custodian or other­
wise.

SECTION 6. It shall be the 
duty of the animal warden or 
any of his deputies or any City 
Policeman while on duty, to seize 
and impound, subject to the pro­
visions of this ordinance, all dogs 
found running at large upon any 
unfenced lot, tract or parcel of 
land within the corporate limits 
of the City of Plains, Texas, 
whether in the immediate pre­
sence of the owner or custodian 
or other wise, and such animal 
warden, deputy or City Police­
man is hereby authorized to en­
ter upon any unfenced lot, tract 
or parcel of land for the purpose 
of seizing and impounding any 
dog runmg at large thereon.

SECTION 7. Any person may 
take up and deliver to the public 
pound any dog which the animal 
warden is by the provisions of 
this ordinance required to im­
pound.

SECTION 8. Any dog found 
trespassing or running at large 
on any private proyerty may be 
taken up by any person and de­
livered to the pound keeper.

Every person other than a pub­
lic officer or the animal warden 
or his deputies that takes up 
any dog under the provisions of 
this ordinance shall immediately 
thereafter give notice thereof to 
the animal warden, and every 
such person, or any person in 
whose custody such animal may 
in the meantime be placed, shall 
deliver such dog to the animal 
warden without fee or charge, 
and the animal warden shall 
thereupon hold and dispose of 
such animal as though such 
animal had been found running 
at large and impounded by him.

SECTION 9. The animal war­
den or his designated deputies, 
upon receiving any dog, shall 
make a complete registry, enter­
ing the breed, color and sex of 
such and whether licensed and 
the place and address of the 
owner and the time of taking in­

to custody. If licensed he shall 
enter the name number of the
license tag. Licensed dogs shall 
be kept separate from unlicensed 
dogs.

SECTION 10. After the im­
pounding of any licensed dog, if 
not redeemed within five (5) 
days from the date of impound­
ing, said dog shall be disposed 
of by sale or destruction.

SECTION 11. If there is no li­
cense tag for the current year 
attached to any dog impounded 
and such dog has not been re­
deemed by its owner within 
seventy-two (72) hours from the 
time of impounding such dog, 
such dog shall be destroyed or 
sold as hereafter provided.

SECTION 12. The owner of 
any licensed dog impounded may 
redeem such dog at any time 
prior to sale or destruction by 
the payment of One Dollar 
($100) impouding fee and One 
Dollar ($1.00) per day for each 
day such dog shall have been 
impounded.

SECTION 13. The owner of 
any unlicensed dog impounded 
may redeem such dog at any 
time prior to sale or destruction 
by having such dog duly licensed, 
vaccinated against rabies and the 
payment of Two Dollars ($2.00) 
impounding fee and One Dollar 
($1.00) per day board fee for 
each day such dog shall have 
been impounded.

SECTION 14. It shall be the 
duty of the animal warden to 
keep all licensed dogs for a per­
iod of five (5) days from the 
date of the impounding. If at the 
expiration of five (5) days such 
dog has not been redeemed, it 
may be destroyed or sold as 
herein provided.

SECTION 14. At any time af­
ter the expiration of the period 
of time for redemption for im­
pounded dogs shall have expired 
the animal warden may, without 
further notice and without ad­
vertising in any manner, sell at 
private sale or public auction, for 
cash, any dog not redeemed or

reclaimed. All dogs impounded 
and not redeemed, reclaimed or 
sold after the period of time for 
redemption has expired, shall 
forthwith be destroyed by the 
animal warden.

SECTION 15. The owner of 
any dog at the time it is im­
pounded may, within thirty (30) 
days after such dog is sold, re­
deem the same from such pur­
chaser by paying to him the 
amount of the purchase price 
paid by him to the animal war­
den, and in addition thereto a 
charge of One Dollar ($1-00) per 
day for the number of days from 
the date of sale to the day of re­
demption. At the end of thirty 
(30) days from the day the dog 
is sold, the right to redeem shall 
expire.

SECTION 16. The animal war­
den shall keep necessary records 
as are required to show in detail 
the disposition of ail animals 
impounded and the money col­
lected by him and such other 
records as are reguired by the 
City Secretary. All money col­
lected shall be delivered as re­
quired to the City Secretary, 
who will deposit the same in the 
geneal fund.

SECTION 17. The animal war­
den shall1 file such reports under 
oath as are required by the City 
Council or City Charter.

SECTION 18. If any dog with­
in the City of Plains shall bite, 
scratch or otherwise attack any 
person, the person so attacked 
was not at the time trespassing 
upon the property of the owner 
or person having control of such 
dog, or if it cannot be proved be­
yond a reasonable doubt that the 
person so attacked was provok­
ing or teasing such dog, the Cor­
poration Court of the City of 
Plains shall have the authority 
to order and hold a hearing, and 
if such court shall determine at 
such hearing that such dog is 
vicious or dangerous to persons 
or other animals, the Court may 
order that such dog be kept muz­
zled, or that such dog be kept

within a sufficient enclosure, or 
that such dog be delivered to 
the animal warden and by him 
destroyed.

SECTION 19. Any owner who 
shall maintain or keep a dog 
more than six (6) months of age 
on any premises within the cor­
porate limits, of the City of 
Plains which has not been vac­
cinated as required by this or­
dinance, shall be guilty of a mis­
demeanor and shall be fined any 
sum not to exceed Two Hundred 
Dollars ($200.00).

SECTION 20. Any person who 
shall refuse to deliver any un­
vaccinated dog to the animal 
warden or any of his deputies 
or any City Policeman upon de­
mand for impounding, shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor and 
shall be fined any sum not to 
exceed Two Hundred Dollars 
($200.00) .

SECTION 21. Any owner, 
keeper or custodian of a dog who 
shall allow such dog to run “at 
large” , as such term is herein 
defined, whether on public or 
private property, shall be guilty 
of a disdemeanor and shall be fin­
ed in any sum not to exceed Two 
Hundred Dollars ($200.00).

SECTION 22. The animal war­
den or his authorized deputies 
shall have the right at any*rea- 
soable time to inspect any dog to 
determine if said dog is vaccinat­
ed as required by this ordinance 
and shall have the authority to 
enter any premises for such pur­
pose, and it shall be unlawful for 
any person to refuse entrance to 
such animal warden or his de­
puties or to impede, obstruct or 
evclude such animal warden or 
his deputies when attempting to 
enter such premises fo^ the pur­
pose of inspecting such"' dog, and 
any person who shall refuse en­
trance or impede or obstruct 
such animal warden or deputy 
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor 
and shall be fined in any sum 

not to exceed Two Hundred Dol­
lars ($200.00).

SECTION 23. If any, section,

sub - section, sentence, clause, 
phrase or word of this ordinance 
is for any reason held to be un­
constitutional or invalid, such de­
cision shall not affect the re­
maining portions of this ordin­
ance.

SECTION 24. All ordinances
in conflict herewith are hereby 
repealed and the City Secretary 
is authorized to so note in the 
margin of the ordinance books

that said ordinance or ordinances 
have been repealed.

The Agricultural Economist 
tell us that hog prices will take 
a turn for the better sometime 
in 1960 and that by 1961 the hog 
business will be favorable again. 
About every four years thè hog 
market takes a dip because hog 
numbers get too high in rela­
tion to the demand. The number 
of pigs farrowed this Fall is 
lower than the number farrowed 
last Spring and the number in­
tended for farrowing in the 
Spring of 1960 is even smaller. 
By 1961 pork prices ■ should be 
more in line with prices of other 
meats.

To Yoakum County hog pro­
ducers this should mean that 
their hogs are good property 
even if the margin of profit is 
small at the present time. By 
holding on to the animals that 
they have and keeping them in 
a good state of health they can 
be in the business in the right 
way by 1961. All barrows and 
low quality gilts should be sold 
as soon as they reach market 
weight. Sows that have farrow­
ed two or more litters should be 
lr*i.o;:ed and sold. The better 
gilts r.houid be kept to replace 
t!;o culled cows and now is the 
time to start looking for a top 

. kind of a male.
The most common mistake 

made by hog producers is that 
they allow the general health to 
go down when hog prices are 
low. It is normal for a person to 
neglect his livestock when they 
are not making him any profit 
but good care now will pay off 
in the future. By keeping sto­
mach worms, lice and mange un­
der conrol now and through 
1960, the hog herd will be in 
shape for profitable production 
in 1961. By supplying the neces­
sary proteins and vitamins now 
and on through 1960 will mean 
larger litters and more vigorious 
pigs in 1961.

Jas big as it should be is to take a 
look at the pile of grain sorghum 
at the local elevator. Grain sor­
ghum is a livestock and poultry 
feet and that is about all it is 
good for. The way to get the 
most out of livestock feed is to 
feed it as close to the place it is 
grown as possible. It is much 
more economical to transport the 
finished livestock than to trans­
port the feed. It would take a lot 
of hogs to eat up that pile of 
grain before harvest time in 
1960.
