~by the oil companies in the area
this year, a complete re-evalu-
. ation program is now in the
' planning stages for next year.
- County officials have explain-
“ed that the oil companies balked
at a $50 million or more valua-
“tion this year because of inequal-
ities in the county’s valuation
structure.

Several meetings have beern
sioners and oil company tax
men, the climax of which was
‘held on Monday when the com-
missioners and company tax re-
presentatives agreed upon the
$46 million figure for this year.

" The oil company tax men con-
tend that there is expensive
farming land in the county on
which assessed valuation is less
‘than one per cent, while the oil
companies are taxed at a rate
of approximately 15 per cent of
actual valuation.

Soil survey of county
95 per cent complete

The standard soil survey of
the Yoakum County Conserva-

- tion District is 95 per cent com-

plete according to the local of-
fice. Bill Dittmore, soil scientist,
in charge of the Yoakum Coun-
ty SCD survey, said there were
approximately 25,000 acres re-
mainirg to be mapped.

The final field review was
held  last week Dittmore said,
with the soil survey reviewed in
the field for accuracy and con-
formity to standards of soil
classification.

All of the 35 soil types, 17
series, and six great soil groups
were examined by James R.
Coover, state soil scientist; Rob-
ert E. Daniell, field specialist of
Lubbock; Dupree Sarders, soil
scientist of Lamesa; and Bill
Dittmore and Harold Hyde, soil
scientists who both made the
survey.

When the -field -mapping is
completed a -soil survey report
will be written by W. H. Ditt-
more in cooperation with the

Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station. Dittmore ‘added that
the soil survey report will con-
tain information on the soils,
their ~management, irrigation
properties, wind erosion hazard,
and intormatior. on estimated
crop yields. There will also be
a chapter in the report dealing
with range land.

The chapter on range will in-
clude the various range sites
and “Kkirds of country” found in
the district along with estimat-
ed yields of grass from the sites
as well as recommended man-
agement information.

One chapter will deal with
the formation of soils and ar-
other with the geological fea-
tures of the district. A detailed
map of the soil district will also
Le included in the report.

Dittmore said that anyone
wanting soil information on
their irdividual farms or ranch-
es before the book comes out
can contact him at the local soil
conservation office.

Released from the county jail
in Plains late- Tuesday under a
$§3500  security bond was Joe
Wiiliams, 42, Denver City Ne-
gro. The shooting occurred about
5:55 p.m. Sunday near the in-

.tersection of Main and Broad-

way. The shooting was precipi-
tated by an alleged incident in
the colored section of towr: ear-
lier in which Collins had alleg-
edly hit William’s wife, Callie,
with a hand saw.

Williams told investigating of-
ficers that he returned to his
home and when his wife told
him about the assault he got his
22 calibre gun and began a
search for the alleged assailant.
Williams- said“He returned to
town and saw Collins in front
of the Lindsey Hardware store
in Derwver City.

Under interrogation by police
officials, Williams said he park-
ed his truck and began to chase
Collins down the alley between
the hardware store and a news
stard.

First of the seven shots which
is believed Williams fired dur-
ing the chase was shot as Col-
lins rounded the correr. Wil-
liams said he followed Collins
and continued to fire at him.
The body was found slumped
against a correr of a snow cone
stand.

After removal of the body to
the funeral home it was found
that five bullets had entered
Collins’ body. His wounds in-
cluded one in the right temple,
one ir; each of his arms, one in
the left breast and the fifth in
his right shoulder.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO.

Child Labor Law reminder is issued
to farmers by Department of Labor

DALLAS—Farmers who hire .

workers for harvesting fall
crops ,were reminded today that
the Federal Fair Labor Stand-
ards Act sets a 16-year age

minimum for the employment of

children iy agriculture during
school hours.

The. reminder came from
'Regional Director William J.
Rogers of the U. S. Depart-
ment of Liabor’s Wage and Hour
and Public Contracts Divisions
here, the agercy which admin-
isters this law.

“Today and in the foreseeable
future, the need for youngsters
to meet even higher educational
standards is beyond question,”
he said. “The child’s chance for
success in later years can de-
pend on whether he enrolls in
school this fall.”

Mr. Rogers pointed out that
children may lawfully work on
farms before and after school
hours or on weekends, but that
their place is in the classroom
wher, school is in session in the
school. district where the <child
is currently living.
~ “The law protects the child-
ren of migratory workers as
well as local children,” he said.
“The only exception to the law
is the child working exclusively
for his parents or guardian.”

An age certificate showing
that the youngster is at least
16 is the best protection the
farmer can have against inad-
vertent violation. In Texas,
these certificates are available,
as 'a public service, from local
Texas Employment Commission
offices.

He added that the Federal

child-!abor law applies to .farm-
ers who engage in irterstate
commerce or ship their produets
‘in interstate commerce, either
directly or to firms .who ship
them across State lines in their
original form or as an ingred-
ient . of another product.

to menace

Medium infestations of boll-
worms are the only insects re-
ported to be bothering the Yoa-
kum County 1960 cotton crop,
according to the weekly Cotton
Insect Situatior report issued by
Texas A&M.

The report states that cottoil
in the county should be watch-
ed closely for the appearance of
eggs and small worms. Severe
damage from bollworms has
been reported in Gaines Coun-
ty.

The dry, hot weather during
the past week has resulted in
excellent growth ard fruiting in

cotton crop
irrigated cotton, while some
dry land plantings have begun
to suffer from lack of suffici-
ent moosture. The majority of
dryland cotton in the sandy areas
where rains were heavier this
season are not buriing notice-
ably

Thrips populations continue
to be of no importance in cot-
ton over the area of West Tex-
as covered by the A&M report.

Fleahoppers continue to cause
heavy damage.in younger cot-
tor; and plantings which were
not fruited well earlier.

Cotton which is well fruited
at this time of the season can
stand much larger fleahopper
populations than earlier in. the
seasor.. A thumb rule which is
ofter; used in checking older cot-
ton is to check the terminal
growth for dead squares and if
the plant is holding three out
of every four forms produced,
damage is considered very light.

A combination of damage,
population rumbers, and condi-
tion of the plant (both growth
and fruiting) should give need-
ed information to determine if
control measures are required.

Boll weevil populations are
beginnirg to build up in north-
ern counties. Emergence of sec-
ond generation adults has
brought with it heavy feeding
and oviposition damage in cot~
tor; plantings in counties affect-
ed. Control measures should be
taken when the adults begin em-
ergence and continued where
damage is heavy until population
has been sufficiently reduced.

Cabbage loopers were fourd
in cotton in all counties report-
ing during the week. Bacterial
and virus diseases were noted in
many areas and were holding
the rumber of cabbage loopers
down.

Grasshoppers, lygus bugs, and
cotton square borers were noted
in cotton plantings, but no ser-
ious problems were reported.
Cotton leafworms were reported
for the first time this season in
Gaires and two other counties.

When is the best time to go
fishing? /

Best answer to that question
is “Go anytime you can!”

However, many anglers get
scientific about this fishing bus-
iness. They go by the ’solunar
table,” for example.

As the name implies, the solu-
rar table takes into considera-
tion the relative positions of
the sun and moon at the various
hours of the day, and thereby
“selects” the best time of day
for fishing.

Most outdoorsmen will agree
that positions of the sun and
moon do have some effect on
the behavior of wildlife. But
that's about as much as they
will agree or. :

Some say that the waning
moon is better for: hunting —
as well as fishing. Others de-
clare the opposite is true.

However, anyone who has
spent time in the open knows
that animals, birds ard fish are
prompted at certain periods of
the day or night to move around

and seek food, exercise or
amusement. > 3
s YA ‘“scientific” fisherman

watches for such aetivity. When
he sees an old cow get up from
her nap under a shady tree and
start walkirg around; or when
a flight of birds suddenly comes
wheeling by; or when the clear
air is all at once filled with
insects — he intensifies his' fish-
ing activity—for he knows the
fish are active too.

If you’d like to experiment,
take the solunar table with -you
next time you go fishing, ard
observe whether, at the speci-
fied time, you hear dogs bark-

ing, or see sheep arise and
munch grass, or note mullet
jumping.

When the outdoors creatures
become active, at one of the

solunar periods, you ought to
be in business if you are in good
fishirg water and using the right
method.

There’s bound to be some-
thing to it, or so many news-
papers wouldn't be publishing
solunar tables.

Actually, the solunar table is
one of many guides to good
fishing. You dor't have to rely
on it alone:

For example, some of the
tackle manufacturers (Shake-
Speare in particular) will sup-
ply you with a calendar which
shows the days of the month
when fishing is likely to be at
its best. These calendars also
are based on the moon’s phases.

The solunar table ard the
fisherman’s calendar are two in-
dicators. But there are more.

One is the ‘“rumor gauge.”
That’s when you inquire of
others as to whether or not the
fish are biting.

Rumors are worthwhile if re-
liable and timely. Last week’s
report, .of course, is of dubious
value, because conditions may
have changed. :

Some fishirg camps and tac-
kle shop operators will tell you
the fishing is fine when it isn’t.
They want to sell you equip-
ment, services, and accommoda-

tions. Fortunately, most of these

businessmen will give you factu-
al information. If they dor’t
they’ll eventually be found out,
and their business will suffer.

The rumor gauge is good only
if you can evaluate the rumor
accurately.

If you are at the lake and one
of your good buddies comes in
with his limit of fish and he
tells you exactly where and
how he caught them — go to
that. spot as fast as possible.

. Your charces are pretty good

unless conditions have changed
materially in the meantime.

What about. barometric pres-
sure?” General concensus is that
the barameter should be high
or: rising. Here’s another place
where you can get as technical
as: you like. o s

For example, let’s assume
that our fish are ter. feet deep
and the barometer is- very low
at 29.50. This means that the
pressure on the fish is about
18.80 pounds per square inch-
All of a sudden (which never
happens) the barometer reading
jumps up to a very high 30.50.
If the fish remain at ten feet,
the pressure on them will in-
crease half a pourd per square
inch. But if they rise to nine
feet, the pressure will remain
the same, because the fish com-
pensate for. the increased air
pressure by. reducing the water
pressure, the latter being lower
at higher water levels. ‘See?

That’s just to indicate how
studious some of the sharpies
can be. e

Actually, a steady, high or
rising barometer simply means
that we can expect fair weather
for awhile. If there is a weather
reporter or; your local radio or
television station, check him for
good indications about what
weather to expect for the next
couple of days.

A bright sky is considered
best Tor fishing, generally. One
that is beginning to be over-

But there are
so many variants here that it
would take a week to cover all
of them.

In case of doubt, settle for a
clear, bright day. You've got at
least half of the factors in your
favor. Besides, it’s more plea-
sant for you.

Air temperature should be
mild for an optimum. But the
water temperature is more im-
portant, because that’s where
the fish are. They go where it's
neither too hot nor too cold.

A black bass likes the same
temperature you do: 68 to 70
degrees suits him just fine, If
you wart to be precise, test the
temperature at various levels by
lowering a thermometer into the
water. It could very wel: pay
you for the trouble.

It’s also said. to be advan-
tageous if the surface of the
water is rippled, because under
these circumstances you can bet-
ter approach the fish, without
his seeing you-

Calm water is okay if you
use care in moving up to your
fishing spot, and in presentirg
your lure.

Choppy water may be favor-
able, but avoid whitecaps.

The ancients said that a south
or west wird was best for fish-
ing; east not so good; and
weather is about right. A light
north lousy. Maybe so. Calm
breeze won’t hurt anything, a
strong wind is not so good, and
who wants to go fishing in a
storm?

Our favorite saying is, “Wind
from the west, fishing the best;
wind from the east, fishing the
least.”

SPECTATORS ASSUME
OBVIOUS RISKS
outlook wasn’t
bright for the home team with

The very
the score tied, two opposing
players on base and only one
out. “Spec” Tator, a rabid fan,
leaned forward on his seat in
the left field bleacers. The
pitcher got his signal, the ball
sped toward the plate.

Then came two sharp cracks.
The first was the bat on the
bali. The second was the ball on
Spec’s head. Spec was serious-
ly injured.

To recover damages for his;

injuries and medical bills, Spec

filed suit against the baseball,

club. He charged it with negli-
gence in failing to put a wire

screen in front of the bleachers

where he sat and in failing to
warn him that batted balls
might come into those bleachers
and injure him.

But the court said, ‘“no” to'

Spec. He had chosen to sit in
the unscreened bleachers in pre-
ference to sitting behind a
screen where the tickets cost
more. Therefore, he had “as-
sumed the risk” of being hit by
a batted or thrown ball during
the playing of the game. No re-
covery was allowed.

In such cases, the courts say
that the spectator is an invitee
to whom the invitor (the ball
club) owes the duty to exercise
ordinary care to render @ the
premises reasonably safe for
him. ; i
“But,” say the courts, ‘the
invtor is not an insurer of the
safety of the invitee; neither is
the invitee protected against all
hazard, nor relieved of all duty
to himself for his own safety.
And to the extent that the duty
of self-protection rests upon the
invitee, the duty of the invitor
to protect is reduced.”

The same rules as to “assump-
tion of risk” are applied to most
places of amusement and
amusement devices. A swimmer
must anticipate that a diving
board will be wet and slippery.

1

A person who rides on an a-.

musement device and sees. fly-
ing sparks takes the chance!that
a flying spark may strike his
eye.

And one who goes upon a re-

volving floor device for the.pur-;
pose of being thrown from it, ac-:

cepts the dangers inherent in
the sport so far as they are ob-
vious.

On the other hand, if the
danger is not apparent or obvi-
ous, the operator of the device
has a duty to warn the rider
or .spectator. It is the ordinary
risk that is assumed, not the
unusual. Where, for example, a
device was operated on a par-
ticular occasion at an especially
fast speed so that it jerked and
jolted violently, a rider who was
injured by these unusual condi-
tions was permitted to recover.

A patron of a place of amuse-
ment is entitled to be protected
from hidden dangers, but he
cannot go into a place of dan-
ger which he appreciates and
understands, and then recover
damages if he is injured.
