Increase in farm value 
shown in '5 9  farm census

Total land in farms in Yoakum 
County in 1959 was 458,745 acres 
according to the -1959 Census of 
Agriculture conducted in the 
county last fall. In the prelimi­
nary report just issued by thb 
Bureau of Census of the U. ,-jv 
Department o£ Commerce Yoa­
kum County was credited with 
274 farms with the average farm 
1,674.3 acres. The average value 
of farms which include lands and 
buildings was $115,899.

Of the county’s farm opera­
tors, 66 owned their farms, 100

Farm spending was also on 
the increase with more money 
being spent on gasoline, com­
mercial fertilizers and labor. It 
was also shown that farm own­
ers have sold more with 66 of 
the farms reporting sales of $40,- 
000 or more.

AUSTIN, Tex—Added to the 
list of lively topics for the next 
Legislature is the carving out of 
a new Congressional district.

Final figures in the national 
census show Texas entitled to a 
23rd congressman.State’s pop­
ulation rose 24.2 per cent—to 
9,579,677—making it the sixth 
most populous state in the nat­
ion.

Even through population in­
crease accounts for Texas’ get­
ting another representative to 
Congress, population will not be 
the sole consideration when law­
makers decide where to put the 
new district.

Population of Texas districts 
ranges widely, from about 227,- 
000 to 614,000. It is highly un­
likely that the legislature will 
undertake to rearrange too many 
incumbent congressmen, taking 
from their districts counties 
where they are popular and ad­
ding counties where they are 
unknown.

Nor is it expected that Dallas 
County, the states most populous 
district, with 614,000, will get 
the extra congressman. Dallas 
now sends Texas’ only Repub­
lican to Washington, and a Dem­
ocratic legislature likely will not 
want to create an opportunity 
for another GOPer to be elected.

Texas’ biggest congressional 
district—and the nation’s biggest 
—area-wise, is the 16th, stretch­
ing all the way from Ozona to 
El Paso. But if El Paso, the only 
metropolitan area, were taken 
out, what was left would be 
short on popuation for a district.

After the 1950 census, the Leg­
islature ducked for awhile he 
question of what to do with the 
extra congressman by having 
him serve “at large” (the whole 
state). Later Harris County 
(Houston) was given the extra 
congressman.

OIL FLOW UPPED—Texas 
Railroad Commission has set the 
December oil allowable at 2,819,- 
379 barrels a day on a nine-day 
producing pattern.

For the past seven months the 
state has been limited to eight 
producing days.

Earlier, T I P R O  (Texas In­
dependent Producers and Roy­
alty Owners) had asked the 
Commission to consider whether 
the sharp cut-back in Texas 
production during the past two 
years actually had improved the 
supply situation or enabled other 
producing areas to grab some of 
Texas’ share of the market.

“CONTROVERSIAL” BOOKS 
ADOPTED—In the enormous 
and often touchy job of adopt­
ing textbooks for public schools, 
the State Board of Education 
rejected one and accented two 
of three books against which 
protests had been raised.

Board asked the publishers of 
the history text, “Texas arid our 
Spanish Southwest," to correct 
error before it reconsiders the 
book in January. Two other 
books criticized by J. Evetts 
Haley and a committee known as 
Texans for America were ac­
cepted by the Board.

These are “Language for Daily 
Use” for grades 7 and 8 and 
f’The Stockmen’s Handbook”. 
Haley’s committee said the lan­
guage book was based on too 
limited a vocabulary and the 
stockmen’s book was too welfare 
state-ish in is discussion of farm 
issues.

Seven books opposed by Tex­
ans for America already had been 
eliminated by a teacher com­
posed advisory comittee which 
screens textbook offerings be­
fore they are considered by the 
Board of Education.

LOCAL HELP TO AGED, 
ILL—A plan that would divide

part of the responsibilities for 
care of the aged and mentally ill, 
between state and local govern­
ment, may be proposed in the 
next Legislature.

It would take a constitutional 
amendment approved by the peo­
ple to put the plan into effect.

Legislative Budget Board has 
tentatively approved a recom­
mendation whereby the state 
would split with a city, county 
or district the cost of such pro­
grams as out-patient care for 
mental patients and nursing 
home care for elderly patients. 
Nearly-recovered mental pati­
ents, for example, could be re­
leased from bed space at expen­
sive state intitutions and get 
treatment as needed from a 

nearby clinic.
PERJURY RULING REAF­

FIRMED—Court of Criminal Ap­
peals refused to reconsider its 
2-to-l decision that former In­
surance Commissioner J. Byron 
Saunders could not bt convicted 
for perjury as a result of test­
imony before a legislative com­
mittee.

But it did not makt the opinion 
final. Travis County District At­
torney Les Procter is filing a 
second motion for re-hearing in 
hopes of keeping the issue alive 
until after the first of the year.

At that time one of the mem­
bers holding in Saunder’s favor, 
Judge Lloyd Davidson, goes out. 
of office. If incoming Judge W. 
T. McDonald took the other side, 
the scales would be tilted and 
Saunders’ conviction upheld.

OUT-OF-STATE TAX DEN­
IED—Texas cannot collect a tax 
on the premiums of an insurance 
policy sold to a company in Tex­
as by an out-of-state firm not 
licensed to do business in Texas.

Third Court of Civil Appeals 
ruled that this would conflict 
with U. S. Supreme Court de­
cision now in effect. A Texas 
law requires purchasers of insur­
ance from companies not licens­
ed in Texas to pay a tax equal 
to 5 per cent of the premiums. 
This is higher than the tax on 
companies licensed in the state.

Appeals Court suggested hope­
fully that the Supreme Court 
might reconsider its position so

that the Texas law would be­
come valid.

SHORT SNORTS—Secretary 
of State Zollie Steakley has is­
sued a charter for Houston Bap­
tist College to be built by Texas 
Baptist on a 200-acre site in Har­
ris County. Colllege is to open 
its doors by September, 1962. It 
already has a $3,000,000 endow­
ment for building . . . .  Depart­
ment of Public Safety reports 
a 7 per cent decrease in Texas 
traffic fatalities this year as 
compared with the same period

last year. Number of death-caus­
ing accidents dropped 9 per cent 
. . . .  Some parts of Texas had the 
wettest October on record, and 
all parts of the state except the 
southwest portion received above 
-average rainfall last month. 
State Board of Water Engineers 
reported that Corpus Christi and 
Victoria had the wettest October 
ever, Amarillo had rainfall 16.42 
inches above normal by the first 
of October . . . .  Unusually heavy 
moisture is blamed by Texas 
A&M experts for the state’s gen­

erally poor pecan crop this year. 
Horticulture Professor Dr. Ben­
ton J. Store says why wet weath­
er makes bad pecan is not fully 
understood. Most growers just 
call it“blight” . . . .  For ranchers, 
however, the rainy weather is 
mostly good news. U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture says Texas 
range are going into the winter 
in “above average” condition.

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County cotton crop 68% harvested
'Giant Eye Symbolizing Research Hope 
Is Visited by Small Defects

The 1960 cotton harvest in 
Yoakum County began to move 
in high gear during the past 
week, according to the weekly 
Farm Labor report issued by the 
Texas Employment Commission.

I.atest information from TEC 
revealed that there has been 16,- 
909 bales of cotton ginned in the 
county to daté this year. This 
figure compared quite favorbale 
with only 9,653 bales ginned 
through Tuesday, Nov. 15.

According to the report the 
county’s crop is now TO per cent

open and 68 per cent harvested. 
These figures compare with 65 
per cent open and only 39 per 
cent harvested last week.

Last year, prior to November 
16, there were 25,983 bales gin­
ned in Yoakum County thus 
showing the lateness of the 1960 
harvest. Estimated total produc­
tion fro the county this year is 
25,000 bales, compared with total 
production of over 30,000 bales 
in 1959. County crop is still de­
scribed in ‘‘good’’ condition by 
TEC.

The lights dim, and  in 
the darkened  high-ceilinged 
room  a som ber-faced little  
boy s tares a t the  p ilo t light 
of a tow ering  microscope.

This is the electron micro­
scope at Ohio State University 
Hospital, Columbus, Ohio, a 
giant inquiring eye nine feet 
tall, capable of magnifying the 
human cell 100,000 times.

The small boy with the 
rather sad little face is Kevin 
Sharp, 3% years, of Grove 
City, Ohio, who wanted to see 
a jumbo-sized version of the 
toy microscope given him on 
his last birthday by his doctor. 
Kevin has to see his doctor 
regularly because he is a vic­
tim of spina bifida, or open 
spine. He is paralyzed from the 
waist down and cannot play 
ball—or indeed play much at 
anything.

Such mobility as' he has is 
made possible by his crutches 
and leg braces.

Kevin’s is one of the signifi­
cant birth defects the cause of 
which is being pursued today 
by The National Foundation 
with New March of Dimes con- 
t’.ibutions. Congenital malfor­
mations afflict 250,000 infants 
annually in the United States 
and are responsible for the 
deaths of 34,000 babies each 
year who are stillborn or die 
within four weeks of birth. 
The health organization’s ex­
panded program also includes 
arthritis and continued work 
in polio.

In his excitement while 
reaching for the eyepiece of 
the vast instrument, Kevin 
probably didn’t know that in 
the ultra-powerful lens of such 
electron microscopes, scientists 
hope some day to pinpoint the 
cause of the savage embryonic 
mishap that crippled him be­
fore he was born. By compar­
ing normal and abnormal cells 
under tremendous magnifica­
tion, researchers hope to dis­
cover, for example, why Kev­
in’s spine never fused during 
his mother’s pregnancy, or why 
some other little boy or girl is 
born with excess fluid on the 
brain—another baffling birth 
defect which The National 
Foundation is studying.

“At his birth, doctors gave 
Kevin only a few hours to

My hus­
band and I thank God that 
today wider research is being 
done into birth defects.”

She adds somewhat wist­
fully:

“My husband Gerald and I 
met in an orphanage in Xenia, 
Ohio. We became childhood 
sweethearts. Like other young

people, we longed to raise a 
family, and a healthy one.

“Why should this unaccount­
able accident have happened to 
us? But we count our bless­
ings. Perhaps fewer Kevins 
will be bom to the next gen­
eration. We certainly pray so.”

The lights return and, sup­
ported by his crutches and 
braces, solemn little Kevin 
struggles back from the micro­
scope. But at that moment, 
looking up at his mother, 
there’s the suggestion of a 
smile around the corners of his 
mouth.
