City Passes 
Ordinance 
For Dogs

With passage of an ordinance 
T u e s d a y  n i g h t ,  the City 
Council overhauled the "city 
dog law" and relaxed some of 
the unpopular and unenforcable 
stipulations.

In the future, dog owners will 
not be required to keep their 
dogs penned or chained,' so 
long as they have a license and 
have been vaccinated. Licenses 
will cost $2 .50  a year. 

Exceptions will be that owners 
of dogs which are a nuisance or 
menace to the neighborhood 
will be required to pen or chain 
their animals upon the filing 
of a complaint by anyone so 
annoyed.

It was in July of 1959 that 
voters approved an ordinance 
requiring all dogs to be penned 
or chained. Although the pro­
posal carried by a healthy mar­
gin, it has been extremely 
difficult to enforce.

Councilmen pointed out that 
enactment of the new ordinance 
would not affect stray dogs. 
These will be picked up as in 
the past.

actual results of good feeding 
practices —  from trough to 
dinner plate —  when Texas 
Tech holds Its annual Cattle 
Feeders Day Monday.

Dallas Powell, animal hus­
bandry major from Plains, will 
report on his research in com­
paring different silages in cattle 
rations. He will do graduate 
work In animal nutrition at 
Texas Tech next year. '

The most massive exhibit 
will be at a local meat pack­
inghouse, Each of the 96 steers 
in Tech feeding experiments 
will be presented.

A photograph of the live ani­
mal will be shown beside half 
its carcass. Data on each car­
cass will be displayed giving 
bone, muscle and fat cut-out 
information.

One display will include a 
steer killed and quick-frozen 
on thehoof, a companion steer 
with wholesale cuts reconstitu­
ted in live position, and a third 
display showing the retail cuts 
and where they com e from on 
the steer. A hog, killed and 
quick-frozen is also to be dis­
played.

Principal speakers will be 
John Pierce of Washington, D. 
C .,  deputy administrator for 
the Livestock Division of the 
Agricultural Marketing Service 
and Bill Zmolek will talk on 
Corn Belt feeding practices.

In other talks, Tech research­
ers will report on experiments 
involving silage and various 
feed additives.

More than 500 persons are 
expected for the Feeders Day, 
sponsored by the Tech animal 
hus b  andry department. Dr. 
Ralph Durham is in charge of 
arrangements. Powell will as­
sist Durham in presenting re­
search material and in the 
demonstrations.

The preparation shcedule for 
Feeders Day calls for each of 
the 96 steers in Tech feeding 
experiments to be scored May 
3 as a live animal for grade.

Mrs. Sloan said our libraries 
make accessible the accumu­
lated expereince of all man­
kind, from which present and 
future generations may derive 
the wisdom and understanding 
vital to our national survival.

Books donated 
in Plains were 365 and Denver 
City 186.

The state has donated 
between 400 and 500 in the 
junior departments of the l i ­
braries. The budget set for the 
two libraries is $15 ,000 .

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Science Club Member Writes of Trip
(EDITOR'S NOTE: Members 

of Virgil Wade's Science Club 
took an educational science 
tour several weeks ago. Stu­
dents were required to write a 
report of the tour. The follow­
ing was written by Roberta 
Snodgrass;)

ROBERTA SNODGRASS 
I. INTRODUCTION 

The main objectives of this 
trip were to study life  under 
natural conditions, or field b i­
ology and to study plants and 
animals in relation to their 
environment, or ecology. We 
observed how plants, altitudes 
and clim ate help determine 
the community types and en-

vlorment, and we also studied 
four of the major vegetatlonal 
areas of the world. We visited 
the scientific laboratories of 
the University of California at 
Los Alamos, New Mexico.
II. DATA

The first day we traveled to 
Santa Fe where we spent the 
night. From Plains to Vaughn, 
we crossed over a short-grass

prairie, one major vegetation- 
al area. We stopped at the 
Pecos River and observed the 
f e a t u r e s  of  a slow-moving 
stream and discussed the life 
found there. Here the oxygen 
content in the water was low 
and much life  was present.

When we arrived in mountain-

ous country that night and the 
next day, we compared the 
swift-water stream with the 
slow one. Here the oxygen 
content was high since cold 
water holds more oxygen than 
does warm water. There is 
very little  plant life  near these 
streams and few animals.

The next day we visited Los 
Alamos and were given a guided 
tour of the whole settlement. 
Research projects and work on 
weapons, nuclear rocket pro­
pulsion, metallurgy, health, 
thermonuclear reactions, and 
the use of mathematics and 
c o m p u t e r s  were briefly ex­
plained to us on a tour confined 
to the bus. We were then 
shown some color slides of ins­
truments and machines used 
inside the laboratory buildings.

From here we traveled north 
toward Taos. We checked in 
the hotel and went up to Hondo 
Ski Lodge for supper and a le c ­
ture by R a n g e r  S o n t a g o n  
watersheds. He stressed their 
importance in conserving our 
much needed water supply. 
The vegetatlonal area up the 
Hondo Ski Valley was classed 
as Alpine Conferous forest.

The next morning we visited 
the Red River Trout Hatchery 
and then went on to Dunn's 
Bridge where the Rio Grande 
and Hondo rivers m eet. The 
area on top of the gorge here 
is known as a "co o l" desert. 
The rest of the morning was 
spent at the lodge skiing and 
eating lunch. We left Taos 
that afternoon for home.

Throughout the trip we ob­
served plants and animals. On 
the s h o r t - g r a s s prairie near 
Vaughn, we saw and photo­
graphed antelope. The main 
plants here were various kinds
of grasses. Near the slow-mov­
ing streams we found willows 
and "salt cedars". Rodents, 
turtles, frogs, toads and snakes 
were the main animals to be

found here. Near the swift- 
moving streams, we saw trout, 
Planaria and beaver, but very 
little  plant life  except for moss 
and algae. The "cool" desert 
was much like the short-grass

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prairie so far as animals were 
concerned. However, there 
was mainly sagebrush instead 
of grasses in the way of plants. 
In the mountains we photogra­
phed deer. The plants varied 
with the altitude. From 3, 500 
to 6 ,000 feet there were juni­
per and pinyon pine. Then, up 
to 9 ,000 feet there were Pon- 
derosapine and various species 
of fir, and from here up to, 
about 11,000 feet there were 
different kinds of spruce. Above 
this was the Alpine Tundra, 
the other vegetational area we 
studied but did not visit.
III. CONCLUSIONS (Questions 

and answers)

1. What is the most apparent 
difference in slow-moving and 
swift-water streams?

A slow-moving stream has 
sand present in great quantity, 
while a swift one has large 
rocks with no soil on them and 
the water is very pure.

2. Is the work in the Labor­
atories at Los Alamos devoted 
much to weapons?

No. Today only about half 
of it is devoted to weapons. 
Instead the main work is on 
problems of controlling therm­
onuclear reactions for the pro­
duction of useful power,

3. About how many pounds 
of fish are produced each year 
at the Red River Trout Hatch­
ery?

About 175,000 pounds a year 
at 220 per pound.

4. What do Planaria in the 
swift-water streams live on?

They feed on microscopic 
organisms.

5. Why is it necessary that 
we keep vegetation on water­
sheds?

To prevent the erosion of soil 
and to make the soaking of the 
water into the ground gradual. 
IV. SUMMARY

By studying organisms in their 
natural environment we get a 
better understanding of their 
habits and enjoy studying about 
them much more than in a reg­
ular class. Also, we are better 
able to remember about the 
animal and plant life  of vari­
ous regions of the country. By 
visiting the laboratories at Los 
Alamos, we are helped to un­
derstand our nation's peace­
t i m e  p r o g r a m s ,  and some 
students may be encouraged to 
make such work their career.

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LEGAL NOTICE
REGULATING THE KEEPING 

OF DOGS IN THE CITY OF 
PLAINS: PROVIDING FOR A
LICENSE AND TAX: PROVID­
ING FOR THE VACCINATION 
OF DOGS: PROVIDING FOR A 

: DOG POUND: PROVIDING FOR 
iTHE REDEMPTION OF DOGS 
AND THE DISPOSAL THEREOF 
IF NOT REDEEMED: AND PRO­
VIDING FOR THE VIOLATION 
OF THIS ORDINANCE: AND 

.DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

BE .IT ORDAINED BY THE 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PLAINS, TEXAS:

SECTION 1 ., Providing for 
Dog Tax and V accination: 
That there is hereby levied and 
assessed upon each dog, male 
or female, kept or owned with­
in the City of Plains, Texas, 
an annual tax of $2 .50 on each 
male dog and $2 .50  on each 
female dog, which tax is due 
and payable on the first of Jan­
uary of each year and it is here­
by made the duty of the owner 
or keeper of any dog male or 
female to pay over to the Chief 
of Police or his duly authorized 
agent the said tax on or before 
the first day of January of each 
year.

SECTION2. The Mayor shall 
co llect or have collected under 
his supervision all dog taxes, 
and he may employ a special 
officer to be known and desig-

nated as the Dog C atcher, whose 
duty it shall be to carry out 
the terms and provisions of this 
Ordinance and the Mayor shall 
be authorized to pay unto the 
Dog Catcher a commission on 
all dogs impounded the amount 
of $3 .00 per head. The City 
Clerk shall be responsible to 
the City of Plains for all mon­
ey collected under this ordin­
ance and shall make monthly 
reports in writing of all money 
collected under this Ordinance 
to the Mayor and shall pay over 
to the City Clerk for deposit 
with the city treasurer all mon­
ey so collected at least once 
a month.

SECTION 3. Upon payment 
of said tax, the Mayor or his 
duly authorized agent shall 
furnish the owner or keeper of 
said dog or dogs with a tog on 
which is stamped the number 
of registration with the year for 
which tax is paid, which tag 
the owner or keeper shall attach 
to a collar securely fastened 
around the neck of such dog, 
male or fem ale, and no dog 
shall be allowed to run at large 
without the proper tag attach­
ed to the collar around the neck 
of said dog. In no event shall 
the Mayor or his duly author­
ized agent issue a license tag 
to any owner or keeper of a 
dog, male or female, unless 
and until such owner or keeper 
shall furnish avaccinationcert- 
ific  ate issued by a licensed Vet-

erninarian stating that such dog 
or dogs have been vaccinated 
against rabies by him.

SECTION 4. All dogs within 
the City of Plains, Texas are 
hereby required to be vaccin­
ated against rabies by some 
licensed veterinarian on or be­
fore May 20 and each year 
thereafter and it Is further pro= 
vided herein that every V et­
erinarian who vaccinates any 
such dog, either male or fe­
male, within theCity of Plains, 
Texas, shall co llect his fee for 
same from the owner of the dog 
and shall issue a certificate of 
vaccination to such owner, 
stating the name of the owner, 
a brief description of the dog, 
the date of vaccination and the 
fee collected by him for same; 
provided however, that the 
fee charged by such Veterinar­
ian for such vaccination cer­
tificate shall not in any case 
exceed the sum of $2 .50 .

Whenever any person has 
complied with the provisions 
of the preceding sections and 
the said dog tax is lost or oth­
erwise destroyed, it shall be 
the duty of said owner or keep­
er of said dog to procure an­
other tag from theCity Clerk 
by paying the value of said tag 
and all costs that may have 
accured as hereinafter provid­
ed.

SECTION 5. It shall be the 
duty of the Dog C atcher or his 
authorized agent to capture and 
impound in a pen to be provid­
ed by the Council of said city 
for that purpose and called the 
" Dog Pound " and any dog, 
male or fem ale, found running 
at large within the City of 
Plains, Texas, without a tag, 
as provided for under the terms 
of this ordinance and if  such 
dog, male or fem ale, is not 
redeemed and reclaimed and 
taken from said pound within 
the tim e required under the 
provisions of this ordinance 
then the Mayor shall advertise 
said dog for sale twenty four 
hours by posting one notice of 
said sale at the door of the city 
hall, which notice shall give 
the tim e and place of sale and 
shall, if  not redeemed, sell 
said dog, male or fem ale at 
public acution and if no one 
shall bid upon the same, the 
amount of charges due on said 
dog, the said dog shall be 
bought by the city at once and 
killed by the Dog Catcher or 
his duly authorized agent.

SECTION 6. (a) The Owner 
and keeper of any dog or dogs 
captured or impounded under 
the provisions of this ordinance 
shall be permitted and allow­
ed at any tim e within seventy-

two hours after such dog or 
dogs shall have been impound­
ed, to redeem, recalim  and 
ag'ain receive possess!on of said 
dog or dogs, upon payment to 
the Dog Catcher or his duly 
authorized agent, the sum of 
$3.00 plus $1.00 per day or 
fractional part thereof during 
which tim e said dog or dogs 
may have been impounded for 
every such dog so impounded 
which sum so paid to him shall 
by the DogC atcher be paid over 
to the City Clerk for deposit 
with the Treasurer for the use 
and benefit of the City as well 
as all other money received by 
him under the terms of this 
ordinance.

(b) Should the owner or ke­
eper of said dog or dogs, male 
or fem ale, fail to redeem the 
same as provided for in para­
graph (a) of this section within 
the seventy-two hours then said 
dog or dogs shall be advertised 
and sold or killed in the man­
ner provided for in this ordin­
ance. It shall be the duty of 
the Mayor and duly authorized 
Dog Catcher to see that the 
terms of this ordinance are 
strictly enforced.

SECTION7. TheDogCatcher 
and any policeman of this city 
shall have the right to shoot or 
kill any rabid dog or any dog 
in the streets which shall man­
ifest a disposition to bite.

SECTION 8. Any dog which 
is tagged and shall become a 
nuisance or menace to the 
neighborhood shall be required 
to be chained or penned upon 
the filing of a complaint with 
the City Clerk by anyone so 
annoyed. Owner of said dog, 
if  refusing to comply with order 
to confine dog, shall be liable 
to a fine not to exceed $50 .00 .

SECTION 9. That any person 
who shall wilfully take from 
any dog a collar or tag shall 
be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor and upon conviction 
shall be fined in any sum not 
to exceed $100 .00 .

SECTION 10. Any person 
violating any provision of this 
ordinance shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor and 
upon conviction shall be fined 
in any sum not exceeding $100.

SECTION 11. All ordinances 
in conflict herewith are hereby 
repealed and the City Secre­
tary is authorized to so note in 
the margins of the ordinance 
books that said ordinance or 
ordinances have been repealed.
