Newcomers may not know 
Watson, but anyone who has 
lived in West Texas any length 
of time knows him well. At 
various times, he has owned 
newspapers at Denver City, 
Seminole, Seagraves, Loving- 
ton, Eunice, Crane and many 
other places.

In 53 years in the newspaper 
business, he has owned 34 
newspapers in 12 states. And 
it's a good bet that he's re­
membered just as well every­
where as he is in Denver City 
and Seminole. He probably 
wouldn't win any popularity 
contests, but he was popular in 
an unusual sort of way and Was 
held in deep admiration by we 
younger fellows of the profes-; 
sion he did so much to build.
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With movies having dipped 
to such moral depths (hat ob­
scenity is virtually a prerequi­
site for Academy Award con­
sideration, it is even more 
difficult to lose a character 
like Gary Cooper.

Cooper was one of those who 
always played a rugged part in 
the kind of film anyone would 
be willing to take his family 
to see. Moreover, he was one 
of those rare Hollywood stars 
who proved that success and 
national spotlight need not de­
tract from one’s moral charac­
ter. His name never made the 
scandal pages, his family was 
very close to him and he was 
deeply religious.
I saw most of Cooper’s movies 

after I got big enough to enjoy 
them. I recall best the first 
C o o p e r  m o v i e  I ever saw, 
"Pride of the Yankees. " He'll 
be remembered best for other 
roles, but to me I'll always 
think of him first in his por­
trayal of Lou Gehrig. There 
was a great resemblance, much 
more than just physical, be­
tween these two heroes of mine.

Survey Cards

To Farmers

for June Livestock Survey cards.

"USDA bases livestock and 
poultry estimates on replies to 
this survey, " Hayes explains. 
"It's important for everyone 
who gets a card to fill it out 
andreturn it to the letter-drop. 
This way, USDA gets a true 
sample of the area's livestock 
and poultry holdings. "
Survey cards will be forwarded 

to Cary D. Palmer, state agri­
cultural statistician in Austin. 
After adding and analyzing 
these cards, USDA statisticians 
are able to estimate the state's 
milk production, calf and pig 
crops and the number of hens 
and pullets.

"Information from this survey 
will guide livestock and poultry 
producers in making important 
business decisions, "Hayes said.

These wrecks accounted for 
one person killed, one person 
injured and property damage 
of $2, 375.

This brings the total for 1961 
in this county to five killed, 
three injured, and a property 
damage of $13, 600.

"A driver who learns and 
complies with traffic laws can 
never prevent as many acci­
dents as a driver who learns 
and complies with both traffic 
laws and defensive driving pro­
cedures, " the sergeant stated.

A traffic law describes what 
a driver must do or not do. 
Procedure describes ways in 
which a driver can comply with 
the law or do something extra 
that will increase his safety and 
prevent congestion.

"For example, the law says 
that no person shall park a ve­
hicle upon the paved or main- 
traveled part of the highway. 
A driver complies with this 
law on a rural highway when 
his car barely clears the pave­
ment. P r o c e d u r e ,  in thi s  
instance, when possible or rea­
sonable would require the dri­
ver to park a greater distance 
from the pavement, " the Sgt. 
explained.

In northeast Yoakum County, 

Clark and Cowden Exploration 
C o., Dallas, No. 1 P. 2 .

SECTION 1. Providing for 
Dog Tax and Vaccination: 
That there Is hereby levied and 
assessed upon each dog, male 
or female, kept or owned with­
in the City of Plains, Texas, 
an annual tax of $2.50 on eachj 
male dog and $2.50 on eachj 
female dog, which tax Is due, 
and payable on the first of Jan­
uary of each year and It is here­
by made the duty of the owner 
pr keeper of any dog male or 
female topay over to tire Chief 
of Police or his duly authorized 
agent the said tax on or before 
tile first day of January of each; 
year.

SECTION2. The Mayor shall 
collect or have collected under 
his supervision all dog taxes, 
and he may employ a special, 
officer to be known and desig­
nated as the Dog Catcher, whose 
duty it shall be to carry out 
the terms and provisions of this 
Ordinance and the Mayor shall 
be authorized to pay unto the 
Dog Catcher a commission on 
all dogs impounded the amount 
of $3.00 per head. The City 
Clerk shall be responsible to 
the City of Plains for all mon­
ey collected under this ordin-' 
ance and shall make monthly 
reports in writing of all money 
collected under this Ordinance 
to the Mayor and shall pay over 
to the City Clerk for deposit 
with the city treasurer all mon-; 
ey so collected at least once 
a month.

SECTION 3. Upon payment 
of said tax, the Mayor or his 
duly authorized agent shall 
furnish the owner or keeper of

erinarlan who vaccinates any 
such dog, either male or fe­
male, wlthlntheCity of Plains, 
Texas, shall collect his fee for 
same from the owner of the dog 
and shall issue a certificate of 
vaccination to such owner, 
stating the name of the owner, 
a brief description of the dog, 
the date of vaccination and the 
fee collected by him for same; 
provided however, that the 
fee charged by such Veterinar­
ian for such vaccination cer- , 
tlflcate shall not in any case 
exceed the sum of $2.50, 

Whenever any person has 
compiled with the provisions 
of the preceding sections and 
tiie said dog tax Is lost or oth­
erwise destroyed, it shall be 
the duty of said owner or keep-, 
er of said dog to procure an- , 
other tag from theCity Clerk 
by paying the value of said tag 
and all costs that may have 
accured as hereinafter provid­
ed.

SECTION 5. It shall be the 
duty of the Dog C atcher or his 
authorized agent to capture and 
impound In a pen to be provid­
ed by the Council of said city 
for that purpose and called the 
’’ Dog Pound " and any dog, 
male or female, found running 
at large within the City of 
Plains, Texas, without a tag, 
asjXovided for under the terms 
of this ordinance and if such 
dog, male or female, Is not 
redeemed and reclaimed and 
taken from said pound within 
the time required under the 
provisions of this ordinance 
then the Mayor shall advertise 
said dog for sale twenty four

hours by posting one notice of 
said sale at the door of the city 
hall, which notice shall give 
the time and place of sale and 
shall. If not redeemed, sell 
said dog, male or female at 
public acutlon and If no one 
shall bid upon the same, the 
amount of charges due on said 
dog, the said dog shall be 
bought by the city at once and 
killed by the Dog Catcher or 
his duly authorized agent.

SECTION 6. (a) The Owner 
and keeper of any dog or dogs 
captured or impounded under 
the provisions of this ordinance, 
shall be permitted and allow­
ed at any time within seventy- 
two hours after such dog or 
dogs shall have been impound­
ed, to redeem, recallm and. 
again receive possession of said: 
dog or dogs, upon payment to 
the Dog Catcher or his duly 
authorized agent, the sum of 
$3.00 plus $1.00 per day or 
fractional part thereof during 
which time said dog or dogs 
may have been impounded for 
every such dog so impounded 
which sum so paid to him shall 
by the Dog C atcher be p aid ov er 
to the City Clerk for deposit 
with tiie Treasurer for the use 
and benefit of the City as well 
as allother money received by 
him under the terms of this 
ordinance.

SECTION 7. The Dog Catcher 
and any policeman of this city 
shall have the right to shoot or 
kill any rabid dog or any dog 
In the streets which shall man­
ifest a disposition to bite.

SECTION 8. Any dog which 
is tagged and shall become a 
nuisance or menace to tiie 
neighborhood shall be required 
to be chained or penned upon 
the filing of a complaint with 
the City Clerk by anyone so 
annoyed. Owner of said dog, 
if refusing to comply with order 
to confine dog, shall be liable 
to a fine not to exceed $50,00.

SECTION 9. That any person 
who shall wilfully take from 
any dog a collar or tag shall 
be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor and upon conviction 
shall be fined in any sum not 
to exceed $100.00.

SECTION 10. Any person 
violating any provision of this 
ordinance shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor and 
upon conviction shall be fined 
in any sum not exceeding $100.

SECTION 11. All ordinances 
in conflict herewith are hereby 
repealed and the City Secre­
tary is authorized to so note in 
the margins of tiie ordinance 
books that said ordinance or 
ordinances have been repealed.
