teachers. It also suggests that 
maximum utilization should 
be made of buildings and teach­
ers already available. It is 
economically sound to utilize 
as fully as possible every avail­
able space and facility.

Teachers should be provided 
with up-to-date and appropriate 
instructional materials, equip­
ment, and supplies to help them 
in their work. During the past 
few years, many electronic and 
visual teaching aids have been 
developed through research to 
provide new "instructional 
media" for classroom use. 
Some of these aids to teaching 
suggest new approaches that 
make better use of teacher’s 
time and skills as well as 
pupils’ capacity to learn.

The electronic method can­
not and should not reduce the 
role of the teacher, but will 
free the teacher for creative 
work that no machine can ever 
perform.

Demonstrations of the e lec­
tronic method in teaching lab­
oratories by teams of c la ss­
room teachers have been made 
available to Texas schools 
through state and regional 
meetings. Many schools are now 
using the new devices with suc­
cess, particularly the labora­
tories for teaching foreign lan­
guages. Schools are learning 
that such instructional media 
are not "gadgets," but can be 
used to assist in the teaching 
of individual pupils as well as 
to reach more pupils with fewer 
teachers.

To evaluate any one of the 
instructional aids accurately 
and intelligently, parents and 
school personnel must become 
familiar with what is being 
used and known how each is 
used in the classroom. Also, 
administrators, teachers, and 
citizens need to explore 
together new developments in 
teaching aids and consider im­
proved approaches to the use 
of all teaching aids and facil­
ities.
Questions For Consideration
1. Are television, radio, edu­

cational films, recordings 
being used? Could their use 
be expanded?

2. Does it seem that ap­
propriate use is being made 
of maps, charts, models, 
tools, and other supplies 
needed for pupils to do ef­
fective work?

3. Have teachers, administra­
tors, and other citizens had 
opportunity to see any of 
the demonstrations of teach­
ing machines, language

laboratories, new technique 
in programming, or othe 
new instructional media?

4. What consideration has bee 
given to the use of the new 
er electronic aids to teachin 
in your schools?

5. What evidence do you find t 
indicate that the best possi 
ble use is being made 
laboratories? Libraries?

Instructional Improvement a 
School Accreditation

The responsibility for de 
termining what it takes to mak 
a good instructional progra 
is that of the local community 
The State has the responsible 
for establishing minlmu 
standards only and to give lead 
ershlp to local schools in lm 
proving the program.

In carrying out its legal re 
sponslbility, the State Boat'd 
Education in 1961 approved re 
visions in the principles ‘ a~ 
standards for accrediting ele 
mentary and secondary schools. 
These changes resulted from 
two-year curriculum improve 
ment study conducted by a state­
wide committee and by local 
schools.

The revised principles 
standards will replace present 
standards in September, 1962. 
Local schools are now making 
plans to implement th e  
standards which were made 
available to schools by the Tex­
as Education Agency in Novem­
ber, 1961.

The Principles and Standards 
for Accrediting Elementary and 
Secondary Schools provide the 
basis for local schools to eval. 
uate programs of Instruction, to 
determine the extent to which 
standards are being met, and to 
locate areas for improvement. 
Course descriptions, grades 7 -  
12, were included to assist local 
schools in developing courses 
of study.

In visiting and observing 
schools during Texas Public 
Schools Week, parents and other 
citizens may be interested 
in discussing with school per­
sonnel the effect of the revised 
standards on;

2. School Objectives
3. Course Offerings
4. 7th and 8th Grade Require­

Teachers
School boards, superintend­

ents, and the general public in 
Texas have expressed concern 
that all- teachers in our public 
schools be thoroughly prepared 
and that our classrooms be 
staffed with qualified people.

Standards for teacher educa­
tion which were established 
pursuant to the Certification 
Law of 1955 required Texas 
colleges and universities to of­
fer a well-balanced program of 
preparation. Approximately 40 
per cent of the program is de­
voted to basic education’(arts 
and sciences), 40 per cent to 
the subject to be taught, and 20 
per cent to the professional 
preparation (teacher educa­
tion).

In 1959, certain revisions In 
certification requirements were 
made to relieve some of the dif­
ficulties regarding the employ­
ment of persons with college de­
grees who do not qualify for one 
of the regular certificates. One 
of the major purposes-of these 
changes was to increase the 
supply of teachers for Texas 
schools.

In 1961, the State Board of 
Education adopted revised stan­
dards for teacher certification 
to strengthen further the subject 
matter preparation of teachers 
for the subjects which they are 
to teach. The revised standards, 
which become effective Septem­
ber, 1962, will increase the r e ­
quirements for academic spec­
ialization and the foundations 
in arts and sciences.

State accreditation standards 
are also being directed toward 
improving the quality of in­
struction by requiring that 
superintendent and principal? 
assign teachers in an area or 
subject for which they are pre­
pared.

The adoption of higher 
standards for classroom in­
struction in public schools will 
require each teacher to keep 
informed in regard to current 
developments in both content 
and methods of teaching. Most 
schools conduct in-service pro­
grams to help teachers improve 
their proficiency and keep up 
with new developments.

Curriculum improvement and 
change may lead to different 
practices in scheduling and in 
the use of time by both teachers 
and pupils. It will be necessary' 
then to consider ways to make 
more effective use of the school 
day and of the teacher’s and 
pupils’ time.
Questions For Consideration
1. If more written work is r e ­

quired of pupils, what can be 
done to assist teachers in 
grading papers, reports, and 
the like?

2. Are teachers devoting the 
major portion of their time 
to instruction?

3. Are there new ideas or de­
velopments which can be ap­
plied to assist teachers in 
preparation for their classes 
and to assist them in c la ss ­
room instruction?

4. What new developments are 
available which would in­
crease the proficiency of 
teachers (i,e ., laboratories 
for foreign languages and 
other new instructional 
aids)?

5. Are there opportunities for 
teachers in your school to 
participate in in-service 
programs, regional work­
shops, ?nd other activities to 
improve their teaching?

6. Are teachers assigned to 
teach in the field for which 
they were prepared?
