With these words, Represent-
ative A, S, Herlong (D. Fla.)
made a stirring plea before
Congress for tax rate reform,
The tax ‘‘break’ sought after
by the Florida Congressman is
embodied in the Herlong-Baker
legislation, first introduced
three years ago by Herlong and
Representative Howard Baker,
a Republican of Tennessee,

Just what is the essence of
these bills?

Well, it would bring about
the gradual reduction of taxes
for everybody over a five-year
period.

It reduce tie basic rate for
the individual to 15 per cent
from 20 per cent over five
years, and it would reduce the
top rate from 47 to 91 per cent,

To repeat, all of this would
take place over a five-year
period -- and it would also re-
form the capital gains tax for
individuals, the estate and gift
tax, and the deprecitaion rules
and methods for business.

It would make possible the
accumulation of capital by
corporations and by individuals
for investment in America’s
future something  that’s
severely limited under the
present confiscatory rates.

And, it would, in the long run,
provide much more tax revenue
than would be lost temporarily
by the five-year reduction pro-
gram, Thiswould resultfrom an
expanded economy which would

Water Cons’
Given Boost

identical to those in Yoakum,
that the Texas Water Commis-
sion has only a relatively small
amount of funds available for
conducting detailed investiga-
tions of the ground-water re-
gources of the state, The funds
are appropriated to the Com-
mission by the Texas Legis-
lature, Much of the money will
be used in cooperative State-
Federal programs in which the
United States Geological Survey
will match available funds on a
50-50 basis, Under these
cooperative programs, person-
nel of the Survey make the in-
vestigation and prepare the re-
sulting reports,

70-Cent Rate
For Braceros

Secy. of Labor Arthur Gold-

bery Thursday issued a mini- "

mum wage rate of 70 cents an
hour in Texas for Mexican Bra-
ceros and established rates
ranging from 60 cents to $1
an hour in 21 other states.

The Goldberg ruling was not
unexpected in Yoakum County,
However, it certainly will'prove
unpopular to hundreds of Yoak-
um farmers who use bracero
labor for long periods.

Based on.an average con-
tract of six weeks, with the
bracero working an eight-hour
day, five days a week, the 20-
cent hike (up from the long-
standing 50 cents an hour) will
cost Yoakum farmers an esti-
mated additional . $100,000 a
year,

Said Earl McCutcheon, man-
ager of Terry County Users
Association:

‘“The increased hourly wage
certainly is not the only ad-
ditional cost that area farm-
ers now face with respect to
the bracero--and native--labor
We're faced with rising costsin
transportation, contracting fees

.and insurance,

‘‘For example, we have been
able to effect some economy
by transporting 62 braceros in
our buses, The number has been
cut to 35,""

The new wage rates were
set by Goldberg after studying
reports of farm labor hearings

held throughout the 21-statear-
ea and in Texas,

It was specified in the Gold-
berg ruling that braceros would
not be certified unless the con-
tractor agreed to pay the min-
imums, Then, the certifi-
cation would be made only if
domestic farm workers were not
available at the same pay scale.

Rate workers also are to re-
ceive minimums, and braceros
working at piece rates will earn
the minimum even if the farm-
er has to make up the differ-
ence,

Another headache for the
Yoakum farmer: He can con-
tract a bracero for only 210

days, days that have to fall
in a 35-week consecutive
period,

Sample: If a farmer takes a
field hand out one day, he has
used seven of the 210,

CHICAGO (UPI) — Houses in
the future will consist of detach-
able rooms to trade in as the
family’s needs change, an elec-
trical company executive predicts.

G. T. Bogard of General Elec-
tric said the first such houses,
with prices beginning at $13,500,
will be on the market within a
few years.

The detachable - room houses
would be fashioned of foamed
plastic panels with an inside and
outside surface of any desired
material wood, alhiminum,
simulated stone, brick or ply-
wood. They would be built on the
modular principle. The basic size
of rooms might be 12 x 12 feet,
with expansion possible in 4-foot/

Foreigners Hurt
U.S. Tool Trade

NEW YORK (UPI) — Foreign
competition has killed off 41 per
cent of the jobs in the American
hand tool industry since 1947, ac-
cording to Steelways, official pub-
lication of the American Iron and
Steel Institute.

About 100 American hand tool
producers have been afiected by
the “hardware disease” — im-
ported hand tool price competi-
tion due largely to the lower com-
parative wage rates which favor
foreign producers of hammers,
screwdrivers, pliers, wrenches
and other hand tools. the publi-
cation said.

Among competitive marketing
examples it cited were supermar-
kets offering needle nosed pliers
made in Japan at 59 cents a pair,
while the town hardware dealer
retails for $3.08 a well-known
quality brand made domestically.

A major mail order company
catalogs automatic screwdrivers
from abroad at $1.98 while the
American-made original sells for
$4.28 at local hardware stores,
Steelways said.

“With his average total hourly
remuneration now hitting about
$2.90 an hour, the American hand
tool worker may be the envy of
his 28-cent an hour Japanese
competitor or even his $1.18 an
hour Swedish competitor — but
the competitors have the jobs
and the American worker has
paid for his enviable status either
with the very job that created it,
or with a reduction in his work-
ing hours,” the publication said.

Steelways said, however. that
labor cost discrepancies are not
the whole story. It cited two other
factors contributing notably to
the competitive handicap facing
domestic hand tool producers as:

—Trade mark and other design
and sales deception practiced by
foreign producers — such as pi-
rating of costly product design
and sales packaging.

—Impulse ‘price buying” by
consumers which tends to obscure
such quality advantages as Amer-
ican tools have over imports.

'Filler-Filing’
For Parties

One of the most inexpensive,
educational and unusual hobbies
is found in the pages of a daily
newspaper.

“Filler-filing" is its name. For
the uninitiated, a filler is that lit-
tle three or four line item squeez-
ed in at the bottom of a news-
paper page.

A sample: “Penguins, which
behave much like people, biolog-
ically are a very primitive form
of bird.” <

Another: “At first, Socrates fol-'
lowed the craft of his father, a
sculptor, but later spent all his
time in the market place cate-

' chizing all who would listen.”

For most newspaper readers.
the filler is just that — some
words, containing information,
occupying a cubicle at the bottom
of a page.

The ardent “filler-filer,”” how-
ever, regards each item as a gem’
of writing, compressed inform4-
tion and an omnibus of unusual
facts.

What cocktail partygoer could
afford to be without a series of
fillers? None, of course. and that
is where the majority of ‘‘filler-
filers" shine.

When the conversation brings
up the coal versus oil power bat-
tle, the “filler-filer” mentions:

“While it takes about two
ounces of coal to move one ton
of freight one mile, a diesel can
accomplish the same work with
no more than two teaspoons of
oil.”

For the ‘‘did you know?" ques-
tioners, the filer is indispensable.
Did you know that the first add-
ing machine was invented by
the French mathematician Blaise
Pascal in 1641? Or that Colorado
has 49 mountain peaks that are
more than 14.000 feet or more
above sea level?

“Filler-filers” act contrary to
their name, however. in that most
of them do not file fillers. They

1. The economy of Gaines
County depends heavily onwater
from underground sources.

2, Because the climateisdry
and the soils are level and
sandy, na surface water sup-
plies are available in the
County; in fact, the distances

to any surface water of good

quality are great,

3. The rate of recharge or
replenishment to the ground
water reservoir is believed
small because of the limited
amount of rainfall received an-
nually and because of the high
rate of evaporation,

4, Need for freshwater inthe
County has increased many fold
in recent years and the needs
for the near future appear to
be extremely large,

5., Data strongly indicates
that much of the fresh ground
water of Gaines County is be-
ing contaminated by salt water
disposed into unlined surface
pits in oil fields.,

6, Once a portion of the
County’s principal source of
water, the Ogallala formation,
has been contaminated it will
perhaps remain contaminated
for hundreds of years. More-
over, the contaminated waters
would tend to move into adjacent

.areas where fresh water is be-

ing pumped by wells,
