Deadl i ne  I s J an .  31

It was pointed out this week 
by Yoakum County Tax Ass'es- 
sor-Collector, E. W. Craig, 
that it w ill still be necessary, 
for this year, 1963, at least, 
to have a paid poll tax rec­
eipt to be eligible to vote in 
any elections which might be 
held during the year.

It is quite possible, he said, 
for such things as bond elec­
tions and other items to come 
up for vote even though this 
is an "off-year"electionwise.

Many Texas citizens may 
have been confused by the 
item which appeared on the 
bottom o f the ballot used in 
the May 5, Primary elections.

yes or no on whether or not to 
do away with the poll tax as 
a requirement for eligibility 
to vote in Texas. The maj­
ority o f Texans voted to do 
away with it, but it should be 
understood that this was only 
a referendum vote and did not 
do away with the poll tax.

It will be necessary, in or­
der to do completely away 
with the tax for a proposed 
constitutional amendment to 
be passed by the state legis­
lature and to be ratified by 
the people o f Texas in the 
next General Election which 
won't be held until 1964.

minating duplicat io n  and 
overlapping; (3) consolidating 
activities and surveying inter­
relationships;

(4) Abolishing unneccessary 
services and functions; (5) In­

It has been estimated by 
various impartial organiza­
tions that this particular leg- 
lation would result in a 5 per 
cent savings to the state on its 
total apporpriation.

Tsa Mo Ga Club met in 
regular session Jan. 14, in the 
club house with Mr. J. W. Mo­
ore presiding. Each member 
answered roll call by giving 
something on "My Practice of 
Conserving. "

Mrs. Norelle Sloan, pro­
gram director, introduced Mrs. 
¿Sherm Henard who spoke on 
the "Romantic History o f El 
S a l^ ^ e y  case and the con- 

amendment aimed 
at ^ ^ K a t  the State o f Texas 
would own all the oil wells in 
Texas as well as all other min­
erals today. She explained 
that "El Sal Del Rey ", mean­
ing "Salt o f the King", is a 600 
acre salt lake, now owned by 
Wyatt Hedrick, Loyd Bentsen, 
and others; and is located in 
Hidalgo County. Its romantic 
history dates back tol798 when 
Don Juan Jose Balli was grant­
ed theland around El Sal Del 
Rey by King Charles III of 

VSpain, but the Spanish king 
proclaimed that the crow n 
owned all the minerals, in­
cluding "juices o f the earth", 
o f private lands. This concept 
o f ownership o f minerals con­
cept o f ownership o f minerals 
continued under three distinct 
governments, Mexican, Re­
public of Texas, and th e  
United States. Up until 1866, 
the State o f Texas, following 

'the laws of Spanish King Char­
les HI and similar Mexican 
laws on state ownership of min­
erals, had claimed to be the 
proprietor o f El Sal del Rey.

The program director then 
introduced Mrs. Harvey Stotts 
who gave an informative re­
port on "The Chamizal Puz- 
z e l " Which concerns the claim 
o f both the United States and 
Mexico to ownership o f part 
o f the city o f El Paso. This is 
an area o f around 600 acres 
lying along the Rio Grande 
River, apart o f which includ­
es the present business dis­
trict of El Paso. In the early 
days of the development of 
Jaurez and El Paso there was 
no reason for dispute o f The 
Chamizal since it lay in the 
flood plain o f the Rio Grande 
and w as undesirable land. How 
ever, the fact that this land 
lay in the river bed and that 
the river channel has changed 
from time to time due to flood 
and erosion has made the con­
troversy more difficult o f set­
tlement. The river channel 
became important at the close 
o f the Mexican War in 1848, 
when the Guadalupe Hidalgo 
treaty was drawn up. Two 
commissioners, Emory and 
Salazar, were appointed to es­
tablish the boundary between 
the U. S. and Mexico. They 
surveyed the river near El Paso 
and marked the river course 
whichset the northern bound­
ary o f Mexico's land claim, 
known as The Chamizal. The 
Mexican boundary was to fol­
low the middle o f th e  R io  
Grande River to the Gulf of

In 1881, four rail­
roads were built into El Paso 
During all this time, constant 
disputes arose over' the title 
to The Chamizal. These were 
eased in 1907 when both the 
United States and Mexico a- 
greed to maintain the status 
quo until the ownership o f the 
tract could be settled finally. 
At present, the laws o f the 
United States are enforced in 
the disputed area. U n l i k e  
other points o f entry along 
international boundaries, the

bridges are bare o f boundary 
monuments.
