Fitzgerald he had become one
of the best fixed citizens in

the county.

For several years after he
first moved his family here,
their nearest neighbor lived
fifteen miles from them; their
nearest post office was Mid-
land, andthey were subjected
to the inconveniences incident
to extreme frontier life, and
it only lacked the frequent
raids of the Indians to make
it resemble what the early
pioneers of Texas passed thr-
ough.
