ORDER NO, 63-2

AN ORDER of the Texas
Water Pollution Control Board
requiring the termination of
discharges onto the surface of
the earth in Yoakum County,
Texas, of oil and gas field
wastes by October 1, 1968,
and providing certain except-
ions; ordering a public hearing
for August 21, 1963, on all
permits issued by the Board to
discharge such wastes onto the
surface of the earth in Yoakum
County, Texas, to show cause
why said permits should not be
amended to require termina-

.tion of such discharges; and
keeping this matter open on
the docket of the Board for
further ordess.

WHEREAS, by order enter-
ed on the 24th of January, 1963
the Texas Water Pollution
Control Board ordered a public
hearing to be held on the 20th
day of March, 1963, in the
offices of the Board to consider
whether and to what extent

-surface discharges of oil and

‘gas field wastes produced in
Yoakum County, Texas
should be  controlled or pro-
hibited to prevent and control
pollution of waters in the State
and

WHEREAS, notice of said
hearing was duly issued and
published in the manner and
for the time required by law
and the Board's rules; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to said
order and notice, such hearing
was held on the 20th day of
March, 1963, as aforesaid, at
which time all interested
parties and parties who may be
affected by action of the Board
taken by it as a result of the
hearing wererequested to pre-
sent evidence to the Board on
thesubject, and testimony was
presented concerning the sub-
ject; and

WHEREAS, the Board is
authorized to make, alter, or
modify any orders, rules and
if any such order requires the
discontinuance ofthe discharge
of waste into any waters of the
State, the order shall specify
the conditions and time within
which such discontinuance
must be accomplished after
publich hearing; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of
the opinion and finds that dis-
charges onto the surface of the
earth in Yoakum County,

Texas, of oil and gas field
wastes cause a condition of
pollution and that such dis-
charges should be discontinued
NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDERED BY THE
TEXAS WATER POLLUTION
CONTROL BOARD:

1. All discharges onto the
surface of the earth in Yoakum
County, Texas, of oil and gas
field wastes shall be termin-
ated by the first day of October
1963, and are probibited from
and after said date; provided,
however, that this order does
not apply the following acti-
vities under the conditions
stated:

(a) Discharges of waters
normally resulting from dril-
ling, re-completing and re-
working oil or gas wells,

(b). Discharges made into
a natural or artificial surface
pit, reservoir, depression or
excavation in the earth, which
is so designed, constructed,
lined and operated that none
of the wastes deposited therein
can escape or be removed ex-
cept by evaporation or for dis-
posal in some lawful manner,

any person who produced oil
and gas wastes in Yoakum
County, Texas, other than
wastes normally resulting from
drilling, re-completing and
re-working oil or gas wells,
which cannotlawfully or prac-
tically be disposed of by any
other lawful means may dis-
charge such wastes into a
natural or artificial surface
pit, reservoir, depression or
excavation in the earth in said
county which is so designed,
constructed and operated that
none of the wastes deposited
therein can escape except by
natural seepage and evapora-
tion; but such discharges may
be continued only for a period
not to exceed twenty (20) con-
secutive days from the date
such wastes are first produced
at any given well, and at the
end of the initial twenty (20)
day period, disposal of any
such wastes produced there-
after shall be made by some
other lawful method.

2. A public hearing will
be held by the Board com -
mencing at 1:30 o'clock p. m.
on Wednesday, August 21,1963
in the offices of the Board at
1100 West 49th Street, Austin
Texas, at which hearing all
holders of permits issued by
the Board to discharge oil and
gas field wastes onto the sur-
face of the earth in Yoakum
County, Texas, are directed

to appear and show cause why

said permits should not be a-
mended to confrom to para-
graph 1 of this order or other
wise amended to prevent and
control pollution of waters in
TheState, The Board will en-
tersuchrules, regulations and
orders to prevent and control
pollution as in its judgement
the evidence may justify,

Interested parties may ap=
pear at the hearing for the
purpose of presenting evidence
to the Board relative to said
matter. The hearing will be
continued from time to time
and from place to place, if
necessary, until a determina-
tion has been made relative to
said matter as the Board may
deem right, equitable and
proper. ;

3. The Executive Secre-
tary is directed to deliver
copies of this orderto all per-
sons affected hereby, The Ex-
ectutive Secretary is further
directed to send notice of the
hearing described in paragraph
2 to all holders of permits is-
sued by the Board to discharge
oil and gas field wastes onto
the surface of the earth in
Yoakum County, Texas, and
to publish notice of said hear~
ing, all in the manner and for
the time required by law and
the Board's rules,

This matter is kept open on
the docket of the board for such
further orders relating thereto
andsuch alterations and modi-
cations of this order a s the
Board may deem necessary.

' AMOUNT The profitable management of a modern farm takes the same kind of

astute judgment as that required for any other business. The farmer is s
under the same pressure to get maximum return on his capital investment, raw materials
and labor if he is to keep his farm profitable.

Most farmers are quick to realize that an unwise economy can be very expensive. No area
of farming is more susceptible to unwise economy than that of fertilization. The investment
in money and labor that goes into preparing a seed bed, planting, cultivating, irrigating and
harvesting is great enough that the difference in the cost of doing a get-by job of fertilizing
and doing an adequate job is negligible. But the difference in results, the dollar value of the
harvest, can be 15, 20 or even 25 per cent. The only additional cost in applying enough .
fertilizer rather than nearly enough is the comparatively small cost of the fertilizer itself,
yet it has a significant effect on the return from the whole farming operation including the
big investment in the land.

If 100 lbs. of anhydrous ammonia per acre produces 5,000 lbs. of grain sorghum with
a given level of crop management, we can safely say that an additional 50 lbs. of anhydrous
ammonia will add 500 lbs. to the yield. At 634 cents per pound applied, the additional
fertilizer costs $3.37. At $2.00 per hundred, the increase in yield is worth $10.00 or an

increase in net profit of $6.62 per acre.

But what about wasting fertilizer? No one will question the fact that you can apply more
fertilizer than the crop will use. There is a safety factor, however. Generally speaking, once
the anhydrous ammonia goes into the ground, its nitrogen stays there until it is used by a
plant. The nitrogen left over from this year’s crop is there to aid in the decomposition of the

residue and is still there at planting time next spring.
