Company scientists feel that
if the military gave the go
ahead to building a depot, it
would give considerable impetus
to the use of fuel cells in com-
mercial vehicles. They point out
that power from present atomic,
steam or hydro-electric generat-
ing plants could operate the
chemical plants.

Fuel cells to power electric
vehicles would give manufac-
turers new freedom in design-
ing and styling vehicles of the
future. For the driver, it would
mean safer, easier and lower
cost operation. Fuel cells are
silent running and contain no
moving parts to wear out.

A fuel cell-electric motor
system would be far more effi-
cient than the gasoline or diesel
engine used today. One pound
of hydrogen consumed by a
fuel cell will do about the same
amount of work as nine pounds
(about 1.5 gallons) of gasoline
in ‘an internal combustion
engine.
